'ACCEPTANCE OF THE CONSTITUTION.

Thg Louisiane Convention, yesterday, by the
'de'isive vote of one hundred and one to seven,
"iatified and a.ccepted, the Constitution of the

C•onfederate States adopted at Montgomery.
,'Thus Louisiana is the-second State to ratify the

C'onstitotion, Alabama having preceded her only a
few days.

The ratfication by three more States only is
'neededfto establish the Constitution and to inasgu-
'rate the

0
Permanent Government in accordance

'WdiHiterovisions. This will be done by all of the
'Confederate States, we-doubt not, as soon as their
-renspefttve Conventions can be assembled.

'The opposition to the decision of this question by

-toafState Convention, as also the objections which
"were raised to same of the provisions of the Con-

rfederate Constitution, have disappeared before the
imperative necessities of our position, requiring

'thatno time be lost in the organization of the new
SGovernment under a permanent constitutional
Scharter. We feel entirely confident that time will
vindicate the wisdom of the step ; and that a Con-

"stitntion so unobjectionable that even our enemies
in the North have been compelled to a reluctant
acknowledgement of the excellence of its provis-
-ions, will prove to be, as near as human wisdom
-can provide, the chart by which we may be safely
guided as wellt for defence against wrongs as for

'protection to our rights.
On all accounts, then, we are sincerely gratified

at this result, and none the less so that the Conven-
rtion acted so promptly, and decided this question
by a vote so nearly approaching unanimity. What.
ever the enemies of Louisiana, either at home or
abroaid, may say of her, there is no truer State

.than she is to the honor and the independence of
'the South !

When Missonri applied for admission into the

Union there was strong opposition to it from the

Northern representatives in Congress, and the
secret of that opposition was the fact that Afric-t
slavery was one of the institutions of tile S'.ate.
So also in the State of Arkansas. Hler adraission
into tile Union was opposed for tile same l.eason
because she was a slave State. So also w'th Texas.
in all these instances opposition was made to tihe
act of admission on the ground of t• ,e existence of
slavery. Some Northern represnitatives boldly
avowed it, while others trumped u tn other objections
as a mere blind, hostility to slav ery being really at
the bottom of it all.

Now, then, if there were •ny asuch ting as logic
or consistency in Black I'Uephllicanism, it wouid
tollow of coorse that aavingl been reluctant to
admit these States into the Union they would be
glad to see them go nut. The reluctance arose
from the delicate e',ensbilities of thle party on the
subject of slavery . Now, when these States pro-
pose to go back- chere the Black llepnblicans coere
so anxious for dhem to be, out of the Union, and
carry their slaves with them, these consistent
gentry are ' isgtsted and indignant at the proposal.
They did 

r
iot want Texas to come into tile Union,

and yet, strange to say, they do not wantol.er to go
oat, although she is precisely the same Texas, with
the same institutions, that she was when she united
with them.

Talk with a Blanclicpnblican about sl.very, and
he will say that his soul is shocked at the idea of
living under a Government which recognizes human
bondage. Yet if all the slave States propose to
withdraw from that Government-propose to re-
lieve those sensitive hnmanitariaas even of thieir
indirect and shadowy responsibility for the institu-
tion--they raise their hands in horror, and de-
nounce the proposition as most nlonstrous. If
they are so anx<ious to be relieved of all connection
with slavery, why do they not show a willingness
to let us go? One would naturally suppose they
would be anxious to get rid of us.
The opposition to the admissiosn of iSlave State:

was caused by two circumstances. One was. that
feeling natural to every Puritanical hYankee, which
consists of about an equal admixture of hatred
and fear for people who are their superiors--and
the other was an apprehension that the Slave
States would have permanent control of the Legis-
lative and Executive Departments of the country.
This latter objection having disappeared--the
ascendancy of the Free States being secured foar
all time to come, in all the departments of the
Government--they wish the Slave States to remain
in the Union now, precisely for the reason that
they may, through the forms of legislation, gratify
the long gtudge that they have had against us.
Through many weary years they have toiled and
waited for the opport!nity. Now, when they
thought the chance had come at last, and they
had the poor South lying prostrate and hel p less
at their feet, the reflection that their prey escapes
them maddens them beyond control, ansd throws
them into a fury of rage and delperatiol.

This is the secret of their indignation at the
withdrawal of the Southern States. Thank God,
there are seven of them which have had the nlan-
hood to escape the venom of the Abolition rep-
tile, and put themselves beyond the reach of its
deadly fangs. On thie remaining Southern States,
which have chosen to remain in the Union, they
will wreak the vengeance which they designed
for the whole filteen. The share to each will only
be the greater. The foretaste of it will soon be
had when the new tariff of the North, more plun-
dering and oppressive than ansy ever before mctle
goes into operation. With full swing in both
Houses of ('ongress, in the Executive D)epartment,
and soon in the Judiciary, nothing will oppose
their disposition to make the Sotlhern States in
the Union a foot-ball, to be kickid hbout when-
ever and wherever it, may suit their' pleasure.
For, Abolitionism is essentially aggre-site. if it
recede, or even stand still, it dies. The insinet
of self-preservation will urge it on to such reI
less aggression that the Southern States in the
Union will be compelled at last to do what we
think it would be wisdom tos-lo at once re-
pudiate all political alliance with those who have
but one idea of the use of power. and that is to
crush and destroy.
