f impossible to deny to the Southern tariff an
ee ifcatlon of statesmanship, enlightenment,

wsdomiaad a hknowledge of governing a great and
enterp•ising people, which are wholly wanting in
the other document.

The tariff of the Washington Congress is the
most ignorant, useless, blundering and pernicious
enactment that ever was concocted for the avowed
pnrpose of bettering the intereste of the country.
On the contrary, the tariff of the Montgomery Con-
gress is a sound, practical and intelligible measure,
and as such it will command the admiration of the
statesmen of England and France and all the com-
mercial nations of Europe. They will discover,
from the comparison, that the art of Gouernmeul
iso with the South and not with tie North, and they
will be guided by that conviction in their policy as
regards the two sections.

That is strong language, but it is the truth. The
Herald proceeds to show, what we ourselves
showed a week or two ago, that the effect of the
two tariffs will be the injury of the North and the
corresponding benefit of the South:

The combined effects of these two tariffs most
be to desolate the entire Novrth, to stop its importa-
tions, cripple its commerce and turn its capital
into another channel; for, although there is specie
now lying idle in New York to the amount of
nearly forty millions of dollars, and as much more
in the other large cities, waiting for an opportunity
of investment, it will be s3on scattered all over
the country, wherever the most available means of
using itare presented, and it will be lost to the
trade of this city and the other Northern States.
There is nothing to be predicted of the combina-
tion of results produced by the Northern and
Southern tariffs but general ruin to the commeree
of the Northern Confederacy. France and Enig-
land, in view of these two nmeasures, will find but
litle difficulty now in recogonizing the independence
of the Confederate States of the ouos. The states-
men of these nations care nothing for our eternal
nigger question. Their own commercial interests
abroad are all in all to them; and indeed, upon
the subject of negroes, both the American Gov-
ernments stand now upon an equal footing, inas-
much of the Southern. as well as the Northern,
Constitution prohibits the African slave trade.

The tariff of the South opens its ports upon fair
and equitable terms to the manufacturers of
foreign countries, which it were folly to suppose
wil anot be eagerly availed of; while the stupid
and suicidal tariff just adopted by the Northern
Congress imposes excessive and almost prohibi-
tory duties upon the same articles. Tiha the com-
bination of abolition fanatics and stoekjobbers in
Washington has reduced the whole North to the
verge of ruin, which nothing can avert unless the
Administration recognizes the necessity of at once
calling an extra session of Congress to repeal the
Morrill Tariff, and enact such measures as may
bring back the seceded States, and reconstruct
thte Union upon terms of conciliation, justice and
right.

The only mistake the Herald commits in the
above is in'respect of 

"
bringing back the seceded

States." Congress might repeal the Morrill Tariff,
or do anything else, but it is too late now to talk
about reconstructing the Union. The only possible
mode in which the Union can ever be reconstructed
is according to the terms and conditions of the Con-
siltation of the Confederate States. That Constitu-
tion provides for the admission of other States.
The Northern States may possibly apply for ad-
mission into our Confederacy when they find out,
as they soon will, that they cannot get along by
themselves; but, when it is recollected that two-
thirds of the House of Representatives and two
thirds of the Senate, the latter voting by States,
are requisite for the admission of new States, and
that there is no security that the Northern States,
if admitted, would respect and observe the new
compact any more than they did the old one, their
chances of admittance into the new Confederacy
are rather slim. There are many people in the
South, in fact, who regret that the Constitution
did not, in express terms, inhibit the introduction
of any other but slave States into our new Confed-
eracy. There is no use in talking abshout a recon-
struction of the old Union. The provisions of our
Constitution may possibly admit of such a thing,
but it will be on our own terms and with our new
Constitution as the organic law. In no other way
is it possible, and it is not at all probable in that
way.
Bat it is not alone in regard to the tariff that the

Herald discovered the superior wisdom of South-
ern statesmen over those of the North. See in
what emphatic and usonditional terms that paper
endorses and commends the Southera Cosled-
eracy:

There is no poirn of difhrence bhteen the Con-
stitlution of the United il•acrs and that which has
been adopted by the Southgern Confederacq, in
which the provisions of the tatter are not an im-.
proveenlat teport the former.

The politicians of the cotton States have pro.
needed quietly to establish an independent Govern-
lent and to torm a Constitution which is a maodl
State paper. It preserves all the best featsres of
the origlnl compact, witih certain requisite addi-
tions. The Coostitotion of the onouthern Coferd-
eraey is as perfect as any such instrument can be.
tt embodies the ideas of the fthiers of the rollsb-
lie, and offers lae very best platform for tthe politi-
cel discussion that will be carried on betwceen the
North and the S oouth during the next year or two.
So we advi s everyloody to tdie tie old Constitu-
lion and thlc nel aed coompnre thei critically.
ThA Southern politicians savc done their worik
well.

SEen the Black Repub!ican papers have been
compelled to admit tith excelletcius of our Consti-
tution in many resctah s, orctsido of the provitsions
in regard to slavery. Wihco Northern papers tclho
express their admiration of our cork, it is passilg
strange that there should be Southern menu-hap-
pily, few in number--who growl and quarrel over
it, and attempt to detect imaginary flws in an in-
strument which is a model of wisdom and of el:-
lightened practioal statesmanship.
