the Company wan involved, entrusted th•l with
their mlney, every cent of it wan returned when
they flnd tihe ob ecta fkr wh iht was given cauld
et ha accomplishted. At a later period, the road

was sold, and he (Mr. Rilchardson) became the pnr-
chaser, having a clear title to tile property and
franchise if the company. iHe wan under no legal
ob'igatih'ns to t•ke in anybody.

When Dr. Fowlkes took charge of the Company,
itn iade,htednens amounted to over $5U00,00. 'he
etock was comparatively worthtieess. Since then
that debt was paid, not by calling on the stock-
holders, but by the financial management of the
agents of the Company. These agents had con-
tribteld their own means liberally to sustain thi
enterprise. The stockholders would not now be
called upon but for the political and financial con-
ditionof tihe cnntry.
