PIOO (anygress of the Confederate
tales of Ameica do enact, That the President of

the Confederate States he and he is hereby au-
thorized, at any time within twelve months after
the passage of this act, to borrow, on the credit of
the Confederate States, a sum not exceeding fif-
teen millions of dollars, or so much thereof as in
:emplnlon the exigencies of tlhe poblic service

,tya require, to be applied to the payment of ap-
propriations made by law for the support of the
Government and for the defense of the Confederate
Staten.

Sec. 2. The Secretary of the Treasury is hereby
authorized, by the consent of tile President of the
Confederate States, to cause to be prepared certi-
-icates of stock or bonds, in such some as are here-
inafter mentioned, for the amount to be borrowed
aos aforesaid, to be signed by the Register of the
Treasury and sealed withthe seal of the Treasury;:
and the said certificates of stock or bonds shall be
made payable at the expiration of ten years from
the firat day of September next; and tho interest
thereon shall be paid semi-annually, at the rate of
eight per cent. per annum, at tile Treasurry and
such other places as the Secretary of tie T'reoasury
may designate. And to the bonds which shall Oe
issued, as aforesaid, shall be attached coupons for
the semi-annualinterest which may accrue, which
coupons may be signed by officers to be appointed
for the purpose by the Secretary of the Treasury.

CIiAI'TER IV.

After an action it is the duty of officers to pre-
pare a full and accurate list of the killed, wounded
and missing. Sergeants should be careful that the
names on their respective rolls have been origin-
ally placed there with due regard to their correct
orthography, as it must be intensely annoying to
tihe spirit of a defunct warrior to know that, after
having laid down his life for fame, his name has
been misspelt in the paper that announces tIhe
sacrifice that lhe has made. The term "missing" is
pleasantly and conveniently ambiguous, as it may
either signify that the individual has been taken
prisoner or that he has run away, and should the
latter supposition have blen the cape, it is by n,
means necessary that his friends and all the world
should know of his little "accident." A judicious
officer will, therefore, place his name under the
above head.
As soon as it has been officialtly announced that

easuch and such parties are not expected to rejoin
their comrades at mess again in this world, young
men with any degree of enterprise and spirit, will,
without delay, proceed to appropriate any little
creature comforts or spare change that their
lamented friends may have left behind them; but
until the list has been issued officially such a pro-
ceeding is deemed premature, and "hands off"
should be the word. In view of these sad chances
of war it is well that every man should at the com-
mencement of a campaign, look about him and
find out some one whose size is about his own and,
consequently, one whose clothes he can wear with
comfort, he should also discover if their tastes be
similar as to the size and stiffness of bristles of the
article toothbrush, if they use the same style of
soap, etc., etc.-and having once marked such a
man, spot the spot where he stows away his kit,
and by attention to this rule, after the first action,
those that are left, will absolutely roll in luxury,
while those that are gone, will scarcely miss what
they left behind them. We know that there is a
proverb which tells us " It's ill waiting for a dead
man's shoes," but we question whether it extends
to his drawers, his brandy flask and his toothbrush,
and now, should it do so, it must be remembered
that the proverbs of mere civilians are no criterion
of what should or should not be done by a military
man.

After an action, during which the officers of
infantry corps gallantly remained full five paces
behind the line of their men, there are of course
many promotions made, with the accompanying
increased 'pay and rations, while the newspapers
teem with interesting anecdotes of coolness and
self-possession; how Lieut. Smith, in the very heat t
of the combat, asked one of his sergeants for a
piece of tobacco; how Capt. Brown, in a voice
entirely free from tremor, commanded some one
else to go somewhere and do something that was
dangerous; and how General Robinson heroically
and originally remarked, "Victory or death."

And then the officers of cavalry! Who would
not be a dragoon ? True it is that horses require
much attention and care, but they repay you for
it a thousand times; for be you as arrant a-but
no, we will not use such a word. Supposing,
therefore, that you be nervously timid, if your
horse be a well-trained charger, and you do not
become so nervously frightened as to fall off, your
reputation is at once made. You are seen charging
at the head of your troops ; yo do not return till
they do, having been in the thick of the fight, and
for your gallantry are promoted to a captaincy.
Your horse at night gets his quota of oats; instead
of which, in the same ratio that you were pro.
meoted, he should, according to his actual merits,
be made a .brigadier-general. Ilow many officers
are there, with huge epaulettes dangling from
their shoulders, which said epaulettes, if justly
awarded, would be hanging on the shoulders of

their horses. We ask, how macny; and echo mjes- t
tically replies-" Oh, ever so many."

And meanwhile these poor privates who have t
been standing up in front and loading and firing
at will, or, what is more probable, very much t
against their will, what is to be done to reward
them for the courage and devotion they have ex-
hibited? Simply nothing ; they cannot all be made

officers, and hence the question, does it pay for a
man brought up as a gentleman and accustomed
to the luxuries of life, to go into active service as
a private? We think that we hear our readers t

shrieking out in energetic chorus the emphatic

monosyllable "No." Nor does it to go forth giv-
ing np home, friends, comfort, and perhaps life,
for your native State, when the powers that be

refuse to give you the proper accoutrements and

necessaries of life, and fit weapons to protect the

lives that are offered in their service. While the

volunteer corps of New Orleans have been for

months straining every nerve to perfect themselves
in drill, that their services might be the more valu-
able when called for; while the young men of these
corps have expended their every spare dollar to
meet the many expenses which ripen such an or- t

ganization, the Louisiana Legislature has been too
much occupied passing bills of personal aggrand-
izement, and of a nature peculiar to State legisla-
tures, to lend even a helping hand to these young
harvesters in the field of glory. They will neither
repay them what they have been compelled to lay I
out of their outfit, nor will they even give them
safe, proper or etlicicnt arms.
It is all very well to say, " Place your trust in

the God of Battles," but he personally would pre-

fer, besides the trust aforesaid, something besides

a musket that will either not go ofl at all, or else
willexplode at both ends at an unexpected mo-

ment. As we are writing this, one of our finest
companies have left the city on an excursion of
pleasure. May the god of target excursions watch

over them and send down merciless rains just

about the time they are going to shoot at that tar-

get, for if those muskets go off, many a gallant

young soul will go offi with them. This company
will probably return, but we fear will return to us
decimated. We have digressed somewhat from

English and French War Vessels to the United
States.

Nrw YORE, March 29.-One of the morning
papers publishes a letter from Paris, stating that
the French and English Governments are fitting
out powerful war steamers for the United States,
at the suggestion of England. France is to furnish
three first-class frigates. The English contingent
will, perhaps, be larger. The fleet sails with
sealed orders.

Spain is also preparing to send a formidable
force to the Gull, not, however, in concert with
France and England.

Texas Intelllgene..

From the Galveston News we extract the follow-
ing report of the cotton market for last week :

In this market the sales on Saturday, 10th inst.,were 100 bales, the demand being good, but oper-
ations being checked by the high prices asked.
On Monday, 15th, 100 bales were sold at irregular
rates under a rather dull market; for the lower
grades holders gave way a little, on the European
and New Orleans advices, but they would not con-
cede any reduction for tile higher grades.

The more encouraging news by the New Orleans
steamer on Tuesday, 10th, produced a more active
demand, and on Tuesday and Wednesday,840 bales
were sold, an advaue being realized ou all quali-
ties. On Thursday and Friday, 21st and 22d, the
advance was maintained, operations being check-
ed, however, by light receipt, inferiority of the
quality offered, and disposition of factors for high
rates, while buyers, in view of the irregularity of
European quotations, were not disposed to meet
factors' demands. 'the sales for the last two days
amounted to 375 bales, or, for the week, 1415
bales; quotations closing at-

Ordinary. 7d to 8e.; Good Ordinary, 9} to 9j;
Low Middling, 10t to 10, btiddling, lli to 110l
Strict Middling, 114 to 

12
; Good Middling, 121.

The receipts for the week are 1470 bales; the
exports 2702.

The Dallas Herald of the 2(th has a long and in-
teresting letter of the 10th from Capt. E. W.
Rogers, who was placed in charge of Camp Cooper
for the State. lie had transferred the post and
property to Col. H,. E. McCulloch, acting for the
Convention.

Col. McCulloch then marched on Fort Chad-
bourne and Camp Cooper, and took possession of
them--the United States troops surrendering with-
out opposition-returned to Camp Cooper, and
was to leave again in a few days to complete his
arrangements for holding those posts and garrison-
ing them with an efficient Ranger force.

Capt. Rogers was to start on the 17th with 82
men, on a scout to the head waters of the Colorado,
taking seventeen pack mules and his provisions
from Fort Chadbourne. They would be out for
over a month, and from Col. Baylor's and Capt.
Karnes' reports, and from the numerous signs
and trails, all pointing to one direction, expected
to find a large encampment of Indians. Capt.
Rogers was determined to have a bout with the
Indians, if he could possibly reach them in time.

On the 24th February, Col. Dalrymple, com-
manding the companies placed on the frontier by the
Governor, started from Camp Cooper on a scout of
30 or 35 days, with forage, etc. He had Captain
Harrison's company, Capt. Sublett's and a part of
Capt. May's company, making in all over a hun-
dred men. Nothing reliable had been heard from
him since the two Indians were killed by Capt.
Harrison's company, the day after they left Camp
Cooper.

These constant scouts, by tried Ranger compa-
nies, are the only way to guard the frontier from
Indians.

Frosm TVn.inagton.

Under date of the 23th, the Washington corres-
pondent of the Cincinnati Enquirer writes:

What will Virginia do? is again the great ques-
tion. The Administration takes great interest in
tihe movements of her Convention, as is evidenced
by ilts sending Mtr. Lanmm to flichloond. It is stated
tihat on Friday a distinguished delegate of the Vir-
ginia Convention telegraphed Mr. Lincoln to tle
folowing import: That tile tide of secession senti.
meat wa surging ovCer the locality of Richmoond,
reaching even to some of the sternest advocates of
Unioun; that, to retain Virginia, an extra session of
Congre•s must be convened, and the Crittenden or
Peace Confereltce CResolutions adopted.
Tile story goes that Mr. Lincoln at once dis

patced hlis friend Lamon to ichlmond tostrengthl
en thle nerves and stiffen the vertebroe of the Union
men. 1 hear on all sides the story of tile strength-
ening of the Secessionists. It is believed that La-
mon has gone further South than Richmond, and
that since his departure the Administration has
changed its programnoe in regard to tie evacua-
tion of Fort Sumtelr. It is even reported that the
evacuation is to be conditional. Colonel L. is to
examine the stock of provisions on hand, and if
the supply is not sulfficient to maintain the troops
now here, then he mill deliver the President's order
to Major Anderson to evacuate the fortress.
Dispatches to day from Fort Pickens state that

the garrison there is short of provisions, and can
hold out hut a short time longer. None hat official
communication is permnitted at Pensacola, and the
squadron can neither reinforce the fort nor furnish
supplies. Appearances indicate that before long
thle Government ill also be cotmpelled to abandon
Fort P'ickens to thle Secessionists.
I have leard it said that information has been

received by several nlembhera of the Cabinet that
Jefferson Davis' prophesy, that in twelve months
the Secessionists will bhe in possession of tile capital
of the United States, has been repented iu certain
anonymons letters, and that Mr. Lincoln's Adminis-
tration is determined to do all in its power to pre-
vent tlee Border Siates fromn goieg out of tihe 'Union,

Secretory Seward slates that the Nortth has gen-
erally become satisfied of the sincerity of tile South,
in desiring to close the pending partnership, and
that there can be no sense or good judgment
evinced in attempts to enforce a continuation of it..
If these views are in accordance with the Secre-
tary's sentiments, we may look for a compulsory
peaceful policy in the Cabinet. Tle Senate very
wisely declined to take up the resolutions relative
to the appointment of its officers. Thle Republicans
knew that if it was forced upon them the Demo-
crats would leave them without a groan. and thusa
greatly embarrass tfe Administration. It is stated
that the President has determined to send If. Win.
ter Davis, of Maryland, to Russia.

GOOD FRIDAY

Was a beautiful day. The wind and dust were
disagreeable enough in the forenoon, but the
dash of rain which intervened dismissed toe one
and settled the other, and the calm and sunny
afternoon was truly glorious.

The religious observance of Good Friday, by
the Catholic population, was as extensive as ever.
The Catholic cathedrals and churches were crowd-
ed, morning, noon and evening, with devotees of
all ages and nationalities; and multitudes of
those who profess no religion were in attendance,
sdlently observing and hearing the solemn and im-
pressive religious ceremonials of the day.

At the St. Louis Cathedral, the masses were
especially impressive, and great crowds were in
attendance at the different hours of the solemn
ceremonial.

A VISIT TO THE ALGERINES.
Yesterday being destitute of items, of our usual

threadbare kind, (the day being Good Friday) we
rambled off from our tiresome old beat. The af-
ternoon was so bright, spring-like, sweet, fresh,
and generally glorious, that we wandered to the
" great levee," (as Talk on 'Change so truly calls
it) and took down, on our mental tablets, a thous-
and items, more or less.

We took a philosophical view of the immense
panorama of cotton bales, boxes, barrelq, and the
thousand other odds and ends that cumber the
great platform, which is the lap of the Mississippi
valley, and into which lap is poured the wealth of
that mighty and greatest of earth's cornucopias,
the Mississippi river.

We looked at the long line of steamers; gigantic
floating palaces and little bob-tailed explorers of
the bayous, mingled promiscuously together, but
all nosing the levee with equal ambition and pride,
all their mighty maws open, some gorging, others
disgorging, and some smohing up for a new bat-
tle with the mighty and muddy river.

We looked over the great multitude of humanity
which surged and boiled around aniid the piled-up
wealth of the valley, and around the noses of the
hungry steamboats. Hibernian and African Jehus,
the roar of whose wheeled vehicles came upon the
ear, sonorous and steady, like the rushing of many
waters ; the laboring gangs, improving their muscle
in healthy tussle with the bales and the barrels and
the boxes; the discharging and receiving clerks,
the commission house clerks, the merchants,
brokers, captains, mates, strangers of all nations,
vagrom boys, idlers of different degrees, and ped-
dlers of many kinds-a grand pot-pourri of human-
ity, such as may not be seen at any other port in
America.

We looked up and down the river, and saw the
two horns of the city crescent lined with fat-look-
ing ships shining in the sunshine, and leaning
warmly to their wharves-speaking silently of the
many far-off countries, and quietly smiling the as-
surance that so long as there are wharves in New
Orleans, there will be ships from all parts of the
globe ever willing and glad to snug up to them.

We looked next at the river, mighty, muddy and
rushing; high up between banks, searching wick-
edly for weak levees, and evidently hungry for its
usual spring feast, its crevasse-lunch, upon the
sugar plantations, and, if possible, a taste of the
city by way of dessert, as it had in 1849. Wonder-
ful stream! Saturnine river! The same muddy
and ugly thing that it was when it sullenly swal-
lowed the corpse of the first white man, DeSoto!
Now the commercial artery of the greatest coun-
try of the Occident, with mighty cities oh its
banks; yet no more proud, no less wicked, than
when the unbroken green lined its banks, and
when it knew no other ripple than that of the wind,
the red man's canoe, or the tail of the catfish !
We feel like abusing the old river, mighty and
useful as it is. It won't become civilized. It
has been praised in all sorts of ways. The
steamboats have steadily puffed it up for the
last forty years; yet it swallows a steamboat
whenever it gets tile chance, and in its cavernous
bosom keeps the oaken bones entombed forever.
Hungry with the taste of DeSoto, it now swallows
up a legion of white men each year. Blown-up
and sunken men, murdered, drunken men, suicides,
it matters not whom, it swallows with equal appe-
tite-it does'nt care-it asks no questions and it
tells no tales. It spurns human sympathy and ad-
miration-it tells its secrets only to the fishes.
The great Calhoun once puffed it as an " inland
sea; "' yet it has never offered any better acknowl-
edgment than that of trying to convert itself into
a sea, to drown out the plantations and homes of
those whom Calhoun loved best. Historians
have praised it; poets have embalmed it in
lasting verse; travelers of all countries have
paid their tribute to its majestic might; this re-
porter and a thousand other newspaper men have
tried to say handsome things about it-and yet, if
it could, it would as greedily gulp down the body
of John C. Calhoun, Charles Gayarre, and this re-
porter, as it did that of DeSoto and the brilliant
steamboat crowds, and the hundreds of unknown
and uncared-for wretches whom murder, alcohol
and suicide did throw upon its soft but dark and
treacherous bosom. Utngrateful, remorseless,
monstrous old river i The rest of our indignation
about tile thankless old river we reserve for a fu-
ture occasion.
We looked across the river and saw a spire or

two, a few tree-tops, and other things indicating
that Algiers was in the same old place. Algiers is a
good place when you get into it; bat, viewed
from this side of the river, it is a standing offense,
a perpetual insult to New Orleans. It never looks
New Orleans fairly or openly in the face. It
always grins at us like a Mardigras mummer,
through a mask and domino composed of dry
docks, mountain high, ancient ships without bows
or rudders, venerable steamboats "going to seed"
with their sterns this way, and other aged floating
things, which make common cause with the other
things in defying New Orleans.
Whilst our dandruff was elevated about this con-

duct of Algiers, and whilst we were debating
whether we should go over and see it or not, we
saw the ferry.boat coming, and-

Pecallarities of the BYllme.

Those who have closely observed the conduct of
the blind most, we imagine, have been snmetimos
startled with the precise knowledge theyappesl
to possess of what is going on arosnd them. It
would seem as thoogh some new sense had stepped
in to sypply the want of the faculty whicht fey
have lost or have never possessed.. We know Iaa
this is not the ease, and that the ready powers of
perception and appreciation which sometimes as-
tonish us are the results of that finished educatios,
of the other senses, which is in a manner enforced
upon those who live in perpetual darkness. We
shall jot down a few instances which have come
within our own observalion and knowledge, and
which, while interesting in themselves, will serve
to illustrate the operation of what some writers, in
alluding to this subject, have wrongly termed the
sixth sense.

A door, blind pensioner, who travels London
daily to call on his patrons for their contributions,
and whose roonds are not much short of a hundred
miles per week, on being asked how he finds his
waj' aboas, tells us that on starting from home he
counts the tlornings and crossinogs, however nu-
merous they may be, perhaps over a five miles'
route, until lie arrives at the street or row of build-
ings which he wants. He then "sticks It," or
counts the houses by their entrances with his atick,
until he comes to the right dwelling. This once
certified, is never forgotten; for, if he should
chance to miscount, he would be made sensible of
hlis error by the different shape of the bell-handle,
the knocker, the railings, or some trhiling peculi-
arity in the doorstep, etc., which, though they
might escape the observation of ordinary persons,
are obvious enoough to the blind.

He knows hin friends as they approach him by
the sound of their footfall, and will not allow them
to pass him without giving them the "go

o
d day."

He can always tell when he is pnasiag 'hoase or
houses of two, three or four stories high, by the
difference is the soand of his own step, or of the
touch of his stick on the flags. He' knows the
trees by their odor. A grocer's shop, a chemist's
shop, a leather-cotter's or a butcher s, is as palpa
ble to him as a milestone to a traveler or a light-
house to a sailor. If he is ever put out of his reck-
oning, it is through meeting a friend and having a
gossip until he forgets himself; in this case he has
either to go back or forward, "sticking it," until
he has recovered one of his landmarks. This poor
fellow has perambnlated London alone for twenty
years, in all weathers, with no other guide than his
atick, yet is never known to lose his way. If the
reader will compare these facts with his own ex-
perience in the darc, or with the cases sf persons
who lose themselves in n London fog, in neighbor-
hoods with which they have long been well ac-
quainted, he will see sufficient cause to marvel at
the resources of the blind.

A friend of the writer, attending church on a
Sunday morning in a village where he had arrived
the day before, encountered a blind man groping
at the principal door, which, for some cause, hap-
pened on that day to be closed. Our friend took
him by the hand, and led him in at a side door.
After the service he led him out; but the blind man
was quite nonplussed, " Will you be so good as to
put me where you found me first " he said; and he
was conducted back to the front door. Having
certified himself of his position by a touch, he at
once set off for his home, which was at three miles
distance-our friend accompanying part of the
way. When they had walked somethingmore than
a mile along the road the blind man stopped, "Will
you have the kindness," he said, "to put younr
hand behind that hurdle in the hedge, and lilt out
my walking stick? I always leave it there when I
go to church." Now the man had been talking all
the way from the village, and be could not have
been counting his steps or his invisible landmarks,
and there appeared to be nothing whatever in the
level road which could have indicated to one stone
blind the exact spot on which he stood. As our
friend lifted out the stout cudgel, which certainly
did not look at all like a church-going article, he
asked him he could tell so precisely where he was.
" There is a tree in the hedge," said the blind man,
"and that causes a lull in the air, because it stops
the current; I always know when I come to the
tree."

Not many months back, a traveler was riding, on
one of the bleak and stormy nights for which the
past year will long be remembered, over a dreary
district of hill, down and dale,in central Yorkshire.
He had a weary way to go, and his whole route
lay in the teeth of the wind and tempest, which
threatened to sweep him from the road. As he
struggled on, the night grew dark and the storm
more furious, Not relishing the idea of being be-
lated on that wild spot, he set spurs to his steed,
and, trusting to the animal's instinct and sure-foot-
edness, galloped through the darkness towards his
destination. He had reason to repent of his pre-
cipitation, for the horse diverged from the track,
and became entangled in a clunmp of gorso and
shrub, and ie himself.was thrown, but fortunately,
without any serious injury. He was able to mount
again and recover the path, and proceeding more
cautiously, arrived at the village inn where lie in-
tended to put up about midnight. Here, on dis-
mounting, he discoveered that he had lost hlis watch,
which had been severed from the ribbon that
served as a guard, and had most likely fallen to
the ground among the gorse where he had been
thrown. He grieved at the loss of a valuable
time- aiece, and bemoaned his misfortune with the
landlord.

There was a poor blind man sitting in the bar,
who immediately rose and volunteered to go in
search of the missing watch. The case appeared
hopeless to the traveler, who could scarcely de-
scribe the spot where his misfortune had overtaken
him, and who deemed the attempt to recover it on
the part of a blind man as supremely ridiculous;
and, indeed, he hinted as much. In spite of this
discouragement, however, the blind man seined his
staflf and set forlth in the midst of the wind and
the pouring rain. He knew the district better than
the traveler did. He traversed the six miles of
stormy heath and mountain, and, heedless of the
driving scud, commenced his search. Having ar-
rived at the spot he set his ear to the ground, and
groped through the gorse in all directions; the
wind howled, and thie rong grass whistled around
him, but amid those wild and melancholy soundshe
was able at length to identify tihe still small ticking
of the watch, which he recovered, placed in his
bosom, and brought back in triumph. Here is an
exploit rivaling almost the fairy feats of Fine ear
himself; it is one, however, for the truth of which
we can vouch, while itis one which it is most cer-
tain that none other than a blind man could have
uccomplished.

It is probable that, in most blind persons, that
faculty of the mind which phrenologists have Esp-
posed to be demonstrated by the organ of locality, t
must be exercised and perfected to an extraordi-
nary degree. A blind workman, if he use a score t
or more of tools, always places his hand on the
right one when wanted, and will tell in an instant, I
and even after a considerable lapse of time, C
whether his toolbox had been tampered with, or
the arrangement of the implements altered. The
perfection of this faculty is sometimes exhibited in I
blind chess players, who generally attain to re-
markable proficiency in the most complicated of
all games. We have seen boys of tender age, and
who were born blind, playing this difficult game in
a masterly way, and generally checkmating their I
more mature antagonists. Their sole guide is their i
sense of touch ; and it is astonishing to note with
what rapidity they ascertain all they wantto know I
by this means. By merely laying the palm of the
hand and the finger-tips on the pieces as they
stand, they master in a moment the position of the
contending forces, and, without being informed of I
the advereary's ploans, make the necessary dispo- f
sition to defeat them.
