of Pio Nine. Indeed, these Corsicans have never oi
been loved by any body except those whose trade sea
it has been to handle the musket and the sword. to
And yet both have signalized themselves by put- eq
ting down revolutions and republics and having u
themselves elected emperors. One would think tit
that this would have conciliated tihe old dynassic ha
tyrants and made them fast friends for ever. But
no, they felt insulted by the presence of the par-
venue, and never could forgive the impudence ofa
him who, tlihrgh sheer force of genius and skill, ad
had made himself their equal, and then invited tihe c
world to draw an invidious and disparaging dis-
tinction between " born kiegs" and kings by 1e do
grace of tie people. We see how they combined
against the first tonaparte, and bythe re weight h
of numbers, overthrew him. And we see Isow, .
after this had been accomplihed, they tore up the
constitutions atl over Europe, brought back tihe t
old Bourbons and Bragauras, and Louaines and
numberles other IHresiaus, Bavarians and pig- da
headed and hier-drinking imbeciles; so that the
last end of tishe peoples was worse than the first.
So everybody agreed that the first Bonaparte had
had all jais trobie nd fighting for nothing. That
was thip eencluseon of short-sigh ted politicians, who,
like your ,lack Rlepublicans, can never rise high S

enough in sagacity to see over and beyond the wa
great pile of loaves and fishes that Is to he dis-
tributed at Washington on this blessed 4th day of
March, in the year of our Lord one thousand eight
hundred and sixty-one.

But tie first Bonaparte did a great work after td
all. tie made the third and the prestige. of his
namn called him up exactly at the right time ; and
now his spirit is working in thim to prfect the ti
grand sclhemes which are to reform every kingdom
in Europe. Nobody--or at least very few--cansee
how this is to be done, and we often think, when a
in fact we arc on the ceh of a great event, that
everything is going backward, and wars and rumors
of wars make us shudder with expectation. Hence
this third Bonaparte surprises everybody. Na-
poleon te petit shows hiorself to e more prescient
and comprehensive in his viees thanr Napoleon le
grand. Hie it is who is going to liberalize the ideas
of kinrs and emancipate the peoples. Alow is he
goirg to do it? Not as any other monarch, states-
man or politieian would do it but by a series of c
means the most opposite and tie most unpromising.
Let me give you one fact by way of illustration. i

Ausnetria is remodelling her Government. From
the foundation stone of hIerditary rule to tihe pin-
nncle of Constitutional liberty, she is busy in the
work of subversion a:d reconstruction. Not from
any love of freedom, I grant you, but from oheer
necessity. And tiifs began at tie battle of Soife-
rind. Not that Francis Joseph dreamt of any such
thing there. The idea, itself, would have been as
fatal to ris sanity as a ball from a rifle cannon to
his life. For he went into Italy to put down lib-
erty. Tihe itneavion was justified in his proclama-
lion soon ti•e ground that tie free institutions of
Sardinia distucrbed the rcpoe of kings and awak-
cned thle discontent of their people. He was de-
termined to extinguish thie heresy; and he fought
in the interesta' of all legitiimate government and
order. But we see wIat the end was. le lost
iLmmbardy. and is friends leost Parma, Modena,
oTuscany, the twro Siilies ; and the Holy Father was

despoiled of half his patrimony. He carse out of
the contest crippled and shorn.

r But. I do rot riupposc that hie then felt any more
anmiable ualon the questions of revolution, repre-

msentative government and universal suftlrage, than
rhe did when lie first crossad tile Mincie. But he

r, had seen, face to face, the man whose uncle ohad
once paid a very unwelcoms visit to oehis nlC in
the imperial city of Vianna; and in that short in-
terview at Villalranca, see have good reasons for
believing that Francis Jouse h received some very

, respeciful, yet very pressing and frindliy advice
on tie subject of war and State craft, embodying
lessons which his mi-fortunes and embarrassments
ho tave frequently recalled to mind.

Now, all this is dueto the third Napoleon. lHe

introduced universal sullrage, broke up the system
of passpirts, lpro'laimted himself thoe champion of
abused nateioaiities and prescrihbed bounds to
foreign intervention,save in the interests of liberty.
And now, having set the ball in motion. he leaves
it to roll and do its own work; wl.ile he turns to
the church, and proposes to release religion from
the tyranny of a medieval hierarchy. Some think
that he has here entered upon the most laborious
and most dangerous of his enterprises. But lie
knows his own ttren•th and that of his adversaries.
The church has never been as strong in I'rance as
in other Catholic countries. When the first Napo-
leon restored it, after the revolution, he made him-
selt popular by many restrietiorna which are still
preserved: such as that no papal hull should be of
force without consent of the Governmlent-no
bishops except Frenchmen oand they the nominees
of the fmperor, should be promoted to dioceses;
no nuncio or legate should exercise his functions,
etc., without like permission, and much more,
which makes tile church inl France nearly inde-
pendent, in secular matters, of tile church of Home.
Hence we see that the legitimists and Romanists
are called ldlranlonttanists, because they advocate
tihe supnremacy of the Pope in all matters teolporil
andl spiritual relating to tile ehurch. These ire tile
most formidable opponents the Emperor has to
deal with. And already they hate Ib gan the war;
and with no senll degree of h terntlnaotion and
audacity. The bishop of Pointers has launched his
l•anldement in which he styles his imperial majesty

P'ontius Pilate. " This man," he says "is Pontius
Pilate, and it is justthat it should be so. Herod,
Caiphas, Judas and the rest had their part in the
crime, but nothing would have been con-mrmated
without Pontius Pilate." Again: "Wash thy
hand, oh Pilate ! proclaim thyself innocent of the
death of Christ ; our daily answer, and the unvary-
ing answer of remote posterity will be, 'I believe
in JesusChrist who suffered uoder Pontius Pilate.'"
These are pretty severe words; and there are
other bishops who repeat them, and require them
to be read in all their chlurches. And they are
read. What does the Emperor do? He makes no
eamment, but calmly ho•lds the matter over to his
minister, Count Persigny, to hlave it dealt with ac-
cording to the forms of law.

SIBut they err who think that Louis Napoleon has
not counted the cost of, this war. It is true that
the great mass of thu people out of Paris are de-
vout Catholics, but they are in the hands of the
inferior clergy, who do all the work and getbut
little of the income that is lavished upon 'the'great(
dignitaries of the church. These clergy.are the
friends of the Emoperor, and they believe him to be
'their friend ; and that in the removal of their ar-

ogant masters, they will find their oweb proms.

To carry lbroad her
fabricr, to bring homne breadstoltt and thle raw
material for her mills, constitute the great bulk
or her carrying trade. She produces coal,
iron, alcd a few other necessary supllies. But her
ncommorce on•istls otf what tthe fabrirates from her

imported freightso. Ilecce she places herself at
the mercy of those wltl whom she trades. Shut
upe the Iolttic, alienate the outlyiug colonies, and
cout of the cotton crop, and what would be-
come of her'? bo'aoier, revoluotion, anarchy, and
we know what evils would befall her. Let Irauce
blockade her principal parts for a few months, and
no army, no invasriono, woulda o t reoredl to reduce
her. low is it now?

Tie stoppage
of-trade for a day, brings millions to the starva-
tion point. That portion of society--nine-tenths
of it--which Ibears tile burden of taxation, builds
up the cities and towns, and lights its battles, lives
from hand to mouth, and kn-ows noet to-day where
it can get its bread, should to-morrow cut off its
foreign supplies or close its markets. And yet,
such is the iuborn confidence of the Eaglishman
in the stabiity of his institutions, that such an ap-
prehension never disturbs him for a moment. Still,
the danger is real, and may be very near its reali-
zation. England-great, potwerfl, renowned,
glorionn England--lives upon sunlranre of othere.

To be sure, nations are, like societies, to adegree
interdependent. But they should never become
wholly so. Nations should, at all times and in
every emergency, be able to fall back upon their
own resonroes, •ud be able to do this without suf-
fering. England, smeallas the area of Great Britain
and Ireland is, has land enough to support, and
more than enough to support,her large pgptla-
tipne. She could feed-with ease, ahd to advantage,
a;snffioient aumber oa wahrking people to supply
bhr own artificial and eoomaoanw•nt.
