The latter manufactures
an unlimited quantity of lies and credits them to its
" Charleston Corcespondent," the former manages
to. keep pace with it in that sort of entertainment
for its readers, but has the manliness to assert its
falsehoods editorially.

"MILLERIH" RrvIVEn.--Through many parts of
Canada the excitement in reference to the "end "
of the world is being again revived, and new
prophets of the Miller school are springing up, who
assume to have discovered that the Saviour's se-
cond appearance on the earth will positively take
place in 1868. Quite a remarkable lecture upon
the subject has recently been delivered by the
Rev. Mr. Baxter, the Episcopal clergyman of
Owandaga, C. W. The reverend gentleman

He said we were
at tl~e last period of time allotted to the sixth seal,
and described Louis Napoleon as the anti-Christ
referred to in the Revelations, as setting up him-
self in dominion over the whole earth.

LrT-LE CnsLDREN'S DtEeSEs.--A distinguished
physician, who died some years since in Paris, de-
clared:

"I believe that during the twenty-six years I
have practiced my profession in this city, 20,000
children have been carried to the cemeteries, a
eacrifiee to the absurd custom of exposing their
arms and necks."

I have often thought if a mother were anxious
to show the soft, white skin of her baby, and

heart. Need I say that when these cold currents
of blood flow back into the chesl, the child's gene-ral vitality must be more or less compromised?
And need I add that we ought not to be surprisedat its frequently occasioning affections of the lunge,
throat and stomach ? I have seen more than one
child with habitual cough or hoarseness, or chok-
ing with mucus entirely and permanently relieved
by simply keeping its arms and hands warm.
