-great-r-evenue.act of the last Congress of the:
United States of America has aroused England.
The feelings in regard to it were only in advance
of the bill, as being expected to become a law.
The talk on the Liverpool Sags was strong, and
that old and substantial representative of the Liver-
pool merchants, Gore's General Commercial Ad-
vertiser, which we have known for over forty
years, indulges in the following language regarding
secession, negroes and tariff. The italics used in
the extract below are our own:

The last news from America is fully as important
es anv which has reached aus since the election of
lMr. iincolno to the t'residental chair of the United

Statees. The Legislature at Washington was en-
gaged in the construction of a tariff most inimical
to the interests of the non-manufacturing States,
and not less so to the interests of this country.
Such a tariff mest widen the breaohbetween the
North and South, and must enlist the sympathies
of the whole commercial world on the side of the
latter. It plainly demonstrates that the question of
slavery, as a domestic institution, is not the only
one which renders a reconciliation impotslble be-
tween N~oerth and South. Their material itterests--
property in slaves not included--lie wide as the
poles tuonder; And if protection-rampant pro-
tection-be held to be the true interest of the
Northern States, then there can be no community
of interests between them and a country like Great
Britain. n, whose banners are inscribed. "Free
trade with alt the world." But wi th teSouthern
Confederacy, whose interest it is to sell tes the raw
material of our industry and to buy our manufac.
tured goods, there must spring up pontaneoustly
such a close alliance •t•oh Great Britait as will mren-
der the grasping selfishness of thegdrotectionist States
huretfudas no one but themselves. Can we hesitate
for a moment, when asked to decide into which
ioatlswe will throw the weight of our moral sup-
port On one.snale uplifted by President Lincoln
is engraved, Proteotion to native inustry at
whatever costi-athough by its measure we may
increase a hundred-fold to par own people the cost
of many of the prime necessaries of life." On the
other scale, uplifted by President v, is, ou engrav-
ed;' a Free trade--so duties except for the ptrposes
of revenue; a toll supply of cotton for the mills-of
Lancashire-sand anopen market for the products
of its looms," , This suicidal tariff will effectually
isolate the North. and seal it against the commerce
of the world, and the very attempt to introduce
such a-measure demonstrates the neceseity of a
separation between the SoUthern and Northern
States,;,: Such sanutr geously extravagant system
of.r•perction as it embodies, furnishes the Sooth
.wfth atsunfipient justification for its firm resolve
neiee:to reinter an union so destructive in its
operation to their mosatvitalinterests. The South-
e mb.rtates know well that the commercial ioter-
teonue batwean them and the manufacturing conan-
trle~of the old :world, especially Great Britain,
canno be too untrammeld by fiscal regulations.
The commerce-killin tariffs of the North are hate-
fiul l their eyes. What interest hag e they in the
'iron foindries of, Penesylvanias or the cotton fec-
-tories of Lowell? They care not to protect the
shipping of the North. -Their object is our object,
onaly more natnraily theirs than onrs, "to sell in
the dearest and buy in the cheapest markets of the
;world."

W-We, therefore, confidently assert that the quesa
tion of slavery is not the real bone of contention
between the Northern and the Southern States.
The question at issue is that of free trade, or pro-
tection, so insatiable in its .demands and so selfish
in its exulnsiveness as to impose a prohibitory duty
on articles in the production of which it cannot
hope to compete with those who possess infinoitely
nuperior facilities for the work. Our policy of free
tade-whatever differrnce of opinion once existed
an the subject--is now irreversible; and while we
will extend the right hand of fellowship to those
who embrace it. wo will turn the cold shoulder to
those who would give nus stones for our bread, and
acorpionl for our f-es--who would sell us all the
products of their industry, bet receive none of ours
in return. We cannot find language sufficiently
strong to express our detestatiun of a scale of
duties which Is intended to exclude from tile mar-
sets of America the products of England, of Ger-
mNany, and of Franoe; and we must wish God
speed to the new Repubhlic of the South, which
must triumph in its contert with the North--be-
cause its might is In its Ir-ight. It is lamentable to
think-we write more in sorrow than in anver-
that,s great people like the Americans should so
far lag behind the age, so misunderstand the epoch
in which they live, and so blindly rush on their
own destruction, as to adopt a policy so suicidal
to themselves, so uncommercial, so indicative of a
narrow, selfish, unenlightened spirit- as that which
is embodied in the so-called blorrill tariff.
