Efforts were then
made to extricate the unfortunate man from his
perilous position by rreans of hoirting lim ult with
ropes. It it remarkable that up to thits time tile
old hear, althlough the most savage of the family,
and therefore placed in a separate compartment,
had not attemplted to injure the young man.

At the
moment when he was being hoisted out of the -itn
and had reached half way up, the bear becalme
savage and tore hiur down into the pit again.

We could not visit all the rooms, and our friends
of the primary departments must excuse us, for we
cannot be ubsiqsitous; and, moreover, we lknow
that anl must be right in those rooms, for otherwise
the higher departments never could attain the ex-
coilence that they certainly exhibit. We are satis-

fled tllhat tile primary departments are the most im-
portant of all, for the samte reason that the founda-
tion is the most important part of the building.

In Miss Pattisou's diviion of little girls, and Miss
Wickes' of boys, we heard excellent recitations
in spelling, grammar, mental arithmetic, etc. It
seems to us that chiir'ea learn graminar better
now than when we were boys, for these little ones

certainly know a good deal more about it than we
did at a much maturer age.
Miss Pearson, at the Chestnut Branch of the

girls' department, and Miss oeelly, at the main
school, who have charge of the second grade divi-
sions, showed conclusively that both they and their
girls have worked diligently.
In Mr. Brewer's room we heard two or three fine

specimens of juvenile oratory. But the crowning
part of the day's exercises was in the divisions of
the Principals, Mrsa. Page and hMr. Clarke. The
examinations in these embraced Reading, Gram- I
mar, Practical Arithmetic, Mental Arithmetic, Ge-
ography and History. In these branches the girls
and boys acquitted themselves most creditably;
we cannot say in which one they did best; but thal
Iistory class of Mrs. P'ge's--well, if there is any-
thing in tile History of the United States thatthose
girls dna'l know, ace dont know wlhatit is !

In Mr. Clarke's room we listened to several fine
specimens of declamation, and in Mrs. Page's to
some excellent compositions. One thing that par-
ticularly p!eased us was the appropriateness of the
subjects chosen, and the childlike simplicity of the
language and manner of treating them. From
children we do like to hear childlike compositions
on simple subject, as " IHome," " Mother," "A
Trip to the Country," etc. From one spirituelle
little beauty, whose name we did not distinctly
hear, but it sounded Celestelally, we listened to a
sweet recitation of Amelia Welby's " Rainbow."
But our article is already too long, and we most

conclude by saying that the time we have been
able to spend during the last three days in the
Fourth District school, has indeed afforded us unal-
loyed pleasure.

To-day the examination of the classes in French
at the Girls' High School takes place. We trust
that all who can will hbe present.

LEVEE ROBBERIE;.

beries have of late taken place on

the levee, or rather steamboat landing, from St.
Joseph street to what is generally called the "Pica-
yune Tier." In one instance, several hogsheads
of sugar, casks of hamsgnd bacon, sacks of coffee,
etc., have been stolen during night time.
The modus operandi is a very plain one. Aided

by the high water, thieves in skiffs go under the
wharves, provided with angers of convenient sizes,
bore pieces out of the wharves and packages
thereon, and let the contents quietly drop into their
slififs.
