Tihe weather yesterday, though threatening an

early rain, was bright, loud-[lclc:ed, breezy, dry,

and uncomfortably dusty.

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WoHALsNG StIP S'oEoRIOr nY ThE NATIVES OF
Tiauesrar I>-.AND, IN TIitE SotLOooN Glaor.-The
following letter, addressed to the editor of the Hier-
aid by Captain Hugh Iair, of the schoooer Ariel,
has been handed to nous by Captain Devlin, of the
Itebecca, now lying at this port:

I beg to inform you lhat I anchored at tnhiana,
(Solomon Islands) on the 10itll of November, and
on the following day the schooner Ariel, Slater,
master, arrived at the same place, having touched
at Treasury Ilsoad three days previously. Tihe
mate of the Arieltold tne that he had reason to be-
lieve that tihe American whaling ship Superior, of
New Bedford, Woods, master, had been taken at
thelas tnamed place. I thereupon immediately got
under weigh and proceeded to Treasury Island,
where the natives, as usual, came on board in con-
siderable nambers, and during the whole day were
coming and going, but did not offer anything for
oale. This g4ve rise to increased suspicion, andfinding but too much grounds for my misgivillgs I
called one of the chiefs into tile cabin and told him
that I knew of their havirg, taken the ship and
mnorderrd tile crew, and that it was oft no use for
ilim to deny the fact. The nan then cottnfesed
that it was the case, bat said that he had had no
hand in it, which I alterwards found out to be
partly true.

iThe next day the natives brought part of the
llip'sa sils (all cut up), and several more articles

which they wanted to sell; amongst the rest
was the shipi•s log look. Toat day t foundl
ou0 that six of bder crew were prisoners upon the
island, and 1 at once set about trying to get pos-
session of them. For lthree days moreI ert ried
off the i.land, hiavig the natirns backwaro l and
forward during that time. I went to the beach oc-
casionally, and could see the men, but on every
ocea-ion they were strongly guarded. None of
the principal natives coming on blard, as a last
resource I had to secure a native who was related
to one of the head chiefs. I put him in irons, and
next morning I took him aslhore, and again oilbred
the natives to pay them for the mren. They agreed
at lasr to let te lave one, whl, on comiog to toy
boot, gave me tile dreadftl intelligence tihat the
whole of thie crew of the Superio, wirt thie ex-
ception o' hinmself and five othllers, hd been mur-
dered and tile ship burnt. It seens there are two
chiefs implicated---('opan, the head mart, and
America the next. My prbroner being a relative
to America, I resolved to keep himn until I got the
two other men that chlief had (for each of the twochiefs had, it seems, two men), and I was finally
sucoessful after a great deal of trouble. The three
mren, however, whom Copan had possession of, I
colld not get eitiher by persuasion or by threats.
At night I proceeded to tilhe anchorage, where the
hlip had been taken, and remained there two days.

I saw no natives, but I found the ship'sa jibhoo
on tIe besach, together with pieces of burnt tim-
ber, staves, etc.

Tihe bark Superior, lt. D. Wood', master (Woods
owner), of New Bedford, sailed fromnt that port on
the 24th Jane, 107, nrade Treasury island on the
12th of September, IS60, and catooe ton anchor there
oil the same day. On the 13th, 14lth and 15th of
that month the crew were employerd in wooding
and wat.-ring, and, from the menl's statement, were
visited by a great number of natives, armed. On
Sntday, the 16thi, nine of the crew went all'ore.
Th earpenterr ande two of the crew wert to
thIe settlemnent and wrere murdered in one of tile
native huts. Tile natives trhe proceeded, in ca-
noes and overnlrl. to tile ship. adrr those who careo
byt laid ell in t'remaining six clse to the
h~ach and nturderel ther-r. Abtut one ht.dr- d

ing rebellion have occurred.

The London News says:

The Oil Wells oh Seloto County.
[From rhi Poreasmoth mOhio) Tdbunne i

The ol searchers of Scolto are still'at work with
full vigor, and prosecute their operations with
determined energy and perseverance. The proas
pects are flattering, and if petroleum exists inpay-
ing quaosntities here, we have the satisfaction of
knowing tha. it will not long remain Undiscovered.
There are gentlemen from abroad engaged in the
business here, who hare visited the noted oil lando
of Virginia and Pennsylvania; yet they consider
the indications in this-region more promising than
in any other. First, becanse they believe the yield
willt be greater, and the quality vastly snperior.
It is said that a ten-barrel well in Scioto would be
fully equal to one of fifty barrels in the Kanawha
oil lands.

Among the first wells bored in ecioto was that
on Bear Creek, by the Voorhiea Rock Oil Company.
It is located on the Ohio Canal, twelve miles north
tf Portsmouth. The depth of it is 318 feet. Oil`
was struck, but the well was not pumped.

The company left it for a new location in Adams
county. Their conew well there, on Churn Creek, is
bored to the depth of 352 feet. The prospects
there are most flattering, and the proprietors are
in high glee. Information from one of them there
to one of them here says that on Friday last a
hand pomp was pot into it, and the yield in three
hoors was between one-half and a barrel of oil.-
Two of the company left immediately for the
" diogins."

Capt. ltunne's Run, about three miles north of
Portsmoutlh, Messrs. Robinson, Hutchins Ri&ggs
have been working in the "Old Salt Well," the
original depth of which is three hundred and thirty-
three fee:t. They have opened the ground work to
the rock and are reaming thIe mouth and preparing
to " go below." Their location is a fine one,
and considerable interest attaches to its success.
Lands in the country in all directions have been
leased by speculators, and should one of the wells
now in prosecution strike a flue yield, the click of
the bore would be heard in fifty more in twenty-
four hours after.

The Portsmouth Petroleam Company are just
about running down a ibore a few miles above this
latter well, while the Portsmouth Rock Oil Com-
pany are already actively engaged on a lease afen-
miles still furtlher up.
The Scioto Furnace Company have made exten-

sive preparations and are working vigorously at a
well upon their lands. They have bored down
about one hundred and twenty-file feet and sunk a
shaft preparatory to boring with a steam engine.

We Ihave given above a statement of all the oil
companies in active operation, we believe, at thin
time. Wa await further developments, and are
sanguine flrthe highest hopes of th•e searchers
being yet realized.

The 11l Effects of ImpO t re Water.

A letter from Munich to the London ifedlcal
Times and oazette contains some information
which may be of interest to such of our citizens,
living in the crowded districts of cur city, as per-
sist in the use of water from the city wells. A
disease very similar to that alluded to in the cor-
respondence occurred in this city recently:

At the present I shall only give you an account
of the epidemic justt montloned, which took place
in their own convent. From June to the coln-
nonceement of September last, only two cases of
typioid fever occurred there; but fromn Septem-
her 19 to October 4, at a line when tihe convent
was inhabited by one hundred and twenty persons,
thirty-one persons belonging to the order fell ill in
rapid succession, partly with gastic symptornms,
partly with real typhoid fever. Fourteen were
cases of typhoid fever, of which four died. This
sudden and numerous increase of the sick list took
medical men so much the more by suarprise, as at
that time the general sanitary condition of the
town was excellent, and typhoid fever extremely
rare. It was, therefore, almost certain that this
outbreak had its origin in exclusively local condi-
tions, and on a careful examination it was shown
that the water used for drlnking having been con-
taminated by putrid mlatter, was the cause of the
epidenic.

The local conditions were as fellows: The Con-
vent of the Sisters of Mercy adjoins tile General
Hospital. In the spring of albt0 a well was dug
here, twenty feet deep. This well is distant only
two feet from the washrhouse in which the linen of
the patients is washed, and it is surrounded by five
sewers, which serve to collect the water flowing
away from the wash-hnuse. Those sewers are con-
nected with each other by means of canals, and
the water contained in them gradually leaks into
the surrounding earth. This water was muddy, had
an olfensive smell, and formed a considerable sedi-
ment; and as these sewers are only from twenty
to thirty feet distant from thle well,of course the
earth being porous, the liquid contained in tile
sewers mixed with the water of tile well. In order
to iprove this, the atotentO of the sewers and tile
water of the well were slubjected to a careful mie-
roscopic examination by our microscopist, Dr. Hess-
ling. lie found in the sediment of tle liquid ccn-
tained in the sewers all sorts of substances, both
vegetable and animal, in a state of deotnlp .sitioc.

coagula, and very small lumps, some of which con-
tained anorganiec nmatter, such cas sand, graiea of
limle, etc., which sc-mtred to form their nuilei.

liquid and tile detritus both contained a large
amouent of carbonate of lime ; anld oln adding somicsulphuric acid to it, r very strong smell, as of foul
eggs, was emitted, evenr from tile s•tIlll objects se-
lected for riros:lcopeirl exanmination, hesides
which newly-formn-d organic clemenlts, alym ared
spores, vihriones, motades and eclpides were oh-
served, whlic whirled in rapii notion ac:ross thle
ield. The water' of t lhe well did not form a sedi-
nellt, excepting it few mIoleculles; if, however, a

P'Iofessor Pattenlkoter,
who made a chelmical analysisef tile water,lorund a
far greater quantity of oreanic ingredients, of thee
and o niceirates in it, than are contaeined in our
useatl drinhig water. Tile water of this new well
used to ie renducr ted by mellans of a Icpump into r a
re-ervoir, whicih wao dituated ulnder tie roof of the
was!lh-htoS•, where it was used for waicsilug.
From September 17 to 28, Icst. when tile epi-

demell began, it was conducted into the baths and
the leitchen ol the hoe, ital and the convent by
mreans of pipes, as, in consequlence of the batlh-
I)hole hbeing int courOe (f relCpair, there was an il-
suliioient supply of water. Orders were given that
it hoould only be used for the baths, fcr cleaninlg,
and cookingi? while the necessary drinhing watrr
was furnished by two wells, which are situated in
tihe court-yard between tihe hospital and tile conu-
vent, aned which are in a very satisfactory condi-
tion. But, lthoungh the inmates of the convent
had tlhus been warned, it turned out, no close in-
qciry, that the water from the cont&aminated well,
which was carried in tite everiing from the kitchen
of the convent into the bed-rooms of the Sisters
for washing, chad also been used by them for drink-
ing, and every one who had hfallen ill ackiltewl-
edged having drank of this water. If it is taiken
into eonsideratin that the beginning, of the epi-
demain was tynecronle with the drinbing of this
water, and ti•het this eontained putridr matetr 'Rime
the dirty Imen of the patients, the' supposition is
certainly justilod that the poi-onous qualities of it
were the eanoe or tie typhoid fever, whitl) is flrr.
