And all that is brought
Forward, in the way of economical causes, is the
d•Yt that there is a slae emigration from the bor.
dec slave States to the South, and that finally in

tthe Sooth the soil will be exhausted, slavery will
,become unprofitable, and then will be " onthe high
road to extinction i"

Now, In reply to all this, it is suoffcient to say
that the census just taken shows an increase of
:slaves lii every Southern State, with the exception
of Mlaryland. Notwithstanding thes large number
'sold to the Gulf States, from Virginia, Nosth Caro-
lina and Kentucky, each of those States has in-
creased the number of its slaoves in the last ten
:years. Equally at fult is the writer in asserting
that the sotil of the border slave States is exhaust.
ed. A reference to the official figures contained in
the census report shows that their agricultural
-prodnctions are constantly increasing in quan-
tity-which would be impossible if the soil were
worn oat. t ake the three States we have men-
tioned, and we boldly venture the assertion that
their agricoltrdil capacity, to-day, is equal to that
ofthe lsame area of contigoons territory anywhere
on-the surface of the globe. And the agricultoral
Interest never before was so prosperous, nor those
engaged in it making money faster. They sell
slaves, not because the soil is worn out, but be-
cause the slaves Increase rapidly, and there in a
steaidy- demand for them in the Cotton States of
thebs Gulf. 'The writer himself disproves his own
declaration by admitting that notwithstauding the
heavy deportation of slaves from South Carolina
within the last'ten years, still the slave population
of that State has increased by four per cent.
e The idea that the "worn-out soils " of the South
cannot be made rich, "because the process of re-
oaperation requires a degree of intelligence in
-agricultural laborers which cannot be possesscd
by.slaves," is a rather odd one. Tile editor of
th1 World ought to knoevw that the improvement
of:lands is a thing which is attended to by the
owners and masters. Slaves havre noticing to do

i t, except to execute orders. We deny, in the
place, that thle soil is worn out at all, except

eand there in a few localities. Bat tihe process
feimprovisg worn-cut soil is as well understood in

the South a anywhere on earth. Tahe the plant-
ers of the South as a clas, and they ars as totclli-

.ent as any class of people anywhere, and esope-
aitaly skilled in operations of agricultare.
Buat itis said that slavery, after a while, will
'overr'ande•idexhaust all the land it now posses-

see.' It cannot be exhausted, for there are means
of keeping these lands fertile for all time to come.
Besides,see what an immense Western and South-
western field there is for the extension of slavery.
Look at Texas, capable alone of a slave population
of aurllions,,to say nothing of other Southern States
and Territories, and future acquisitions.

,The World also brings up the old idea, which has
otfeo nbeen demolished4 about producing cotton

and bthetrstaples, by "free labor," on the

jolts of other tropical countries." It cannot be
duose, Mr. World. Cotton cannot be produced " in
other tropical countries," because the sun and the
rain do not alternate often enough., Nature has put
her veto upon the profitable cultivation of cotton in
every ither prCt of the globe except the Southern
States of this North American Continent--and ona.
tore's laws aannot be reversed to accommodate
those loving friends of the South who are so anx-
tons to find some other region to produce cotton in.
As for other staples, which are to be raised in other
tropical countries by " free labor," we would like
to know what staples, and what sort of free labor?
The native population? The native of tropical
countries cannot be induced to " labor" at all, in
the sense in which we understand the word. Be-
cause there is no necessity for it. The kindly fruits
of the earth grow spontaneously around him,
and thereis need for but little clothing in such
conntries. The native Central American, for in-
stance, lives upon fruits and fish, the procuring of
which costs him no trouble, and dreams away his
nt•atenae under the shade of a tree. Yoeu can-
ibt'mak•sucoh a man work, like the manufacturing

Oterahfie of the North, or the slave of the South,
because there is no occasion for it.

W'hat the C6nfederate
States intend to do, or tot to do, wilh regard to
the extension of slavery or anything else, is some-
thing about which they desire no advice, and with
which they do not intend to permit any outside in-
terference.

TALK ON 'CHANGE.

The gatherings on the flags of Carondelet street
were not so numerous as they have been lor some
days past. War, fighting, Forts Pickens and Sum-
ter, with now and then a little side talk about cot-
ton, were the chief topics. The war accounts or
fighting dispatches of the day previous were
brought up. Towards 2 o'clock later intelligence
was received from Charleston, and though the dis-
patches of the day before were in doubt, the dis-
patches received yesterday by our cotemporary,
the Delta, and published in its evening issue, were
confirmatory of the attempt of a vessel to enter
Charleston. This schooner might have been loaded
with ice, and might have had other "notions as
part of the cargo. The talk on the flags was, the
crisis is at hand, and most everybody felt satisfied
that the long state of suspense is about to be re-
moved. Gen. Beauregard has reported that he is
ready. The further talk was about the staple-15
and 16c. paid for Middling. Fair cotton seems to
take some of the Bears all aback. Unfortunately
for the country,the bulk of the crop, or nearly the
entire yield, has been received, sold and paid for.
We told our readers in December last that Middling
cotton would command 121c. in the month of
March. Planters, however, who have not realized
over 10 and Ile. must not complain. Our market
has, all through the season, been from 1 to sec.
above the currency of Liverpool.

The mails of the 16th from Liverpool were re-
ceived yesterday. Thb commercial and financial
advices are favorable. They allude to our seces-
sion movements, but it is palpable the cause is
understood by our trans-Atlantic cousins. They
will understand better when they have the two
tariffs of imposts before them. - The London Times
is sorely worried about the Northern or Morrill
tariff, and says it is strange that the Southern Con-
gress enters bravely upon a policy of free trade.
The 'imes will be wiser as it grows older. Per-
haps its correspondent now in this country will
enlighten its readers in regard to the Confederate
States. If the remarks, however, made by the
said correspondent at a public dinner in New York
a short time since are to be considered as his
course and views, the readers of the great Thun-
derer will not be much enlightened in regard to
the position of the ConfederatedStates of America.
Much of the private correspondence alludes, in-
cidentally, to the great secession movement. The
blockade of the mouth of the Mississippi is still
talked of. A few fire ships can readily be called
into requisition, and the great Minnesota, with her
great commodores, may be blown up out of water.
No.us verrons ? Our cousin, Mr. Bull, will have a
good deal to say about this contemplated block-
ade.

The talk increases from day to day in regard to
the bonds of the Confederated States. They are
growing in favor every day, and many individuals
say they will take a few hundreds. As the time
approaches, the 17th inst., the ardor and feeling in
favor of th' as securities increases.

The receilfts of duties on imports at the different
custom-houses are increasing from day to day.

The New York papers are harping almost daily
about the indebtedness of the South. We do not

believe that the South is so greatly indebted to
the North. By the following extract from the
Herald of the Iot inst. it appears they expect to
receive some $7,000,000 or $S,000,000 in coin from
the South this season. It is not taken into consid-
eration that we have some few thousand bales of
cotton still unsold, which will command 12 to 15c.
per pound. But here is what the wiseacre of the
Herald says:

The receipts of gold during the week from abroad
have exceeded $1,000,000, and the Sub-Treaoury
t has 1st money. It is understood that the Mint
has sent a fair amount of coin to this city during
the week. We mast expect, therefore, that tIhe
average to be shown to-morrow will be in excess
I of $0t,000,000. The average to be made up on
Monday, April 0, may show a further increase over
this, bat after that date the course of the banksl
average is uncertain, It Is pretty clear that we
ehall receive no more specie from ,egland. for tIhe
present at all events.. And it is not clear but that
we may begin to ship coin to Europe within a
week or two. It is everybody's interest that we
should get rid of some of the surplus money which
is lying idle in our banks. Tile exchange market
yesterday looked uncommonly like rising to tile
specie shinrpig psoint. Itn tle corse of a few
weeks, if tie people of tihe South say their dehts
to the North holorably, the exchanges will turn,
a'•d gold will flow from New Orleans to New
York. As a general rule, tile supply of specie re-
ceived here every snrniner from the South amlrounts
to many millions; this year it is said that seven to
eight millions will coso, if the Soulthern pesople
pay their Northern creditors as usual. On the
other hand,the Wesnt will take some gsld froml New
York this summer. Tile amount of produlce of
every kind sent forward by rihe West during the
year which commeenc:ed on l1t September leot has
been beyond all precedent. and tile quantitiy of
foreign goods consumed at tihe West has not been
in proportion. A part of the prolduce sent for-
ward will, doubtless, be used in liquidation of old
indebtedness.
