The London Chronicle of the 19th says:
The new President of the United States, although

his inaauguratiou speenh may be praised as cne
combining the elements of firmness with thdse of
moderation, is qcrtainly naffording some justification
to those who c arge him with having adopted a
doubtful and procrastinating policy.

The London Standard of the 19th, in a review of
the message, says:

The weakening of the great confederation by its
schidsp into two hostile States would relieve us
from all apprehension of a powerful rivalry in the
West.

The London Telegraph has the following:
If a Southern confederation, in spite of the Re-

publican policy, be established, we shall in due
season acknowledge it. Five millions of our popu-
lation depend on the cotton supply. Secession or
non-secession, we must keep our merchants from
ruin, our manufacturers from bankruptcy, our
operatives from .starvation. We cannot afford to
see the Southern ports blockaded for a month, a
week. or a day. Even withlout calculating , pon
this contingency, the pnsition of affairs is oIfflci-
entty serious. Should civil war break out, wthat
security will the planters have for the safe gather-
ing of their crops. Should the struggle end in a 1
victory on their side, they may revive the slave
trade and provoke hostilities with Great Britain.
Lancashire and South Carolina are too intimately
united for the slightest symptoms 6r forebodings t
of paralysis in the one Iot tl suread consternrationl
through the other. If, then, President Lincoln
choold attemspt to susped the comamerce o the
Southern States, tho European law of blockoae
must be put in force, the effect of which would be
that the navy of tle'Republic would at once be
powerless upon the seas.
