SE1 AID s DAYPLICI'l-TY.

The Washington correspondent of the Cincin-
nati Enquirer telegraphs to that paper as follows:

Mr. Seward is preparing his instructions to the
new Foreign Minieters who are to replace out rep-
resentatives at the Courts of Euorope. I learn they
are of the most antistolavery ind. disparaging tile
Southern epublie, misrepresenting its institutions
and ridiculing the idea of its being able to main-
taio itself.

The correspondent of the Enquirer ir usually so
accurate in his statements, and so well-infoertred of
what is taking place at Washington, that we are
disposed to credit his representations as made in
the above paragraph. If true, Mr. Sewared stands
forth as a man guilty of naparalolled deception and
duplicity.

Foe four weeks lie detained our Southern Colm-
missioners in Washington, deceiving thellm witl
promniss of pence antd ahoied words of concilia-
tion. It was given out that Fort Smtcr was to be
evacuated, that Fort Pickens would not be rein-
forced, that no attack and no hostile demonstra-
tion would be made upos the Confedonate States
and that the policy of thie Northern Administra-
tion was emphatically a policy of peace. Deluded
by these assurances, and trusting too i plicitly in
the honor of the Black Pepublican chief, our acit-
missioners tarried in Washington until all at once
it was discovered that active preparations were
making for an attack upon the Southern forts, and
in addition to this it now leeaks out that every
effrt is about to be made to prevent our recogni-
tion by foreign Governments. In all tile annals
of diplomacy there is no parallel to this, in respect
of deliberate deception and falselhood.

It is not difficult to see tlroogh the condoct of
the Northern Administration, viewed in the light of
recent politiral events. At first, deceived by false
representations fron the South, they concluded
that the Southern movement was but a temipoary
sfflir, the act of mere politicians who were ridiong
roughi-shod over the Southern people. They be-
lieved elit the ' storm," as they called it. would
soon blow over, and the people " return to their
allegiance." They were led into this error fcom
want of knowledge of Southern character, as well
as b the deceptive dneclarations of a ewn disloyai
Southlierners. So believig, they ere illineg to
wait, and to proniso peace. It was only when-
they discovered that they had iade a miestake wit
regard to the temper of the Southiern people. that
they had been deceived by Southern subheission-
ists, that the Southern Confederacy was a poerma-
nent thing which was strengtlening and consoli-
dating its power oevery day, that they changed their
coaurse. They'probahly never had any intention to
recognize the Southern Confederacy, and aorlrge
with it by peaceable negotiation. As long as they
believed that the South would go back into the
Union of her own accord--s hich they dldi believe
until a short time ago-they proclaimed themselves
for peace. When it was ascertained that they were
in error, and that the Southern States under no cir-
cumstances, would "return to their allegiance,"
the policy of " masterly ioeativlty" was abandoned,
and the policy of active aggression detrrmined
span.

Htaving taken this position, it became of the ut-
most importance that every impediment shonld be
placed in the way of our foreign recognition. It is
not, therefore, any cause of astonishment that tile
fresh batch of diplomats aboot to be sent abroad
should be instructed to arrest, by every possible
diplomatie dodge, tle recognition of our natinollity,
When, tnerefore, me are told that Seward, ill his
instructions to his foreign linisters, has disparaged
Ile Southern Repnhlic, misrepresented Southern

institations, and ridiculed the idea of tile Southlern
Confederacy being able to maintain itself, it is only Iin hkeeping with the policy of the Administration ill
other respects, ::t the same time that it is another
illustration of the nwily cunning and duplicity of theav
nan. The Southern tComncissioners have been do-
seived and "sold" by this astute politician. If L
ever again the South is deceived by the pacifica-iiro nlethnc' of tBHach1 e : ,,, ,... _
tory preuges or tIacO oepuolicaniasm, ourselves
only will be to blame.

TALK ON 'CHANGE.

Rather quiet than otherwise on the flags yester-
day, or up to 1 P. M. There were some move-
ments in cotton. There is some inquiry in regard
to the quantity on sale. The estimates we made
out a few days ago prove to be near the mark, and
if some folks desire to talk of the quantity now on
sale in our cotton presses, it amounts to one hun-
dred and ten thousand bales. There was some
talk about the freight market. but freights are run-
ning down to low rates. British vessels have the
preference at one-sixteenth and more over Amer-
loan vessels. There was some talk that Northern
vessels will be partially thrown out of employ-
ment, that is, those now in Lirerpool and other
European ports are declining from tear to take re-
turn freights for the Southern ports; consequently,
British vessels are realizing a good business, ana
will continue so long as Mr. Lincoln and his co-
horts refuse the recognition of the Southern Con-
federacy. It will be a hard time next season for
New England shipping in the event of a war.
About 2 o'clock Carondelet street was enlivened

by the march up to the Carrollton depot of a de-
tachmentof the regular infantry of tihe Confederate
States, en route to embark for Pensacola.
The further talk was, why are all the troops and

recruits required for Pensacola, as the quota from
Louisiana, taken from the city ? Why does not
Governor Moore call on the country parishes? A
requisitioon n the country will be promptly re-
sponded to. The troops are no doubt wanted forth-
with, but those going from the city direct ought to
be replaced from the country parishes.

It is the general belief that Pensacola, the forts
and harbor, are the object of attack. The har-
bor being the only one in the Gilf of Mexico
for a naval depot, strenuous exerlions will be
made to retake the forts and navy yard. Weshall see. In the meantime, some of tile synpa-
thisers (there are such in our midst) are intima
ting something about Massachusetts' army of 8003
men. It is the wish that this would-be valiant
army would land in Florida between Iobile point
and Pensacola, and give the Miosissippi Brigade
of 1300 men a chance at them in a lhanll-to.hand
fight. Very few of those 8000 men would return
tI Massachusetts.
The authorities at Mtontgomery are impressed

that Pensacola is to be thie battle-field. Fort Sum-
ter is sure to fall. It can never be reinforced. As
regards the blockade of the mouths of the Mdissis-
sippi, it will be only a paper blockade. It. will
not do, however, to relax in placing the forts in
fighting order. In the meantime, the Commis-sioners frontom the Southern Confederacy are speed-
ing onward for England, and will be in London by
the last of the month. On reprcsentation of the
dangers British vessels and cargoes will be sub-jected to, and exposed to the rapacity of the
Northern forces under a paper blockade, a pow-
erful British squadron will at once be dispatched
for the protection of the British flag. Mer-chandise, goods, wares and so on, intended for
Southern ports and markets will be protected untillanded at the destined ports, in spite of Mr. Abra-
ham Lincoln's squadron of a dozen vessels. By

the first of June, or before, a British squadron will
