But there is something which serves
to modify, somewhat, the effect of this "free
speech" upon the volatile and excitable French-
man; and which it would be well if Americans
could imitate. I refer to the conditions under
which the debates are reported through tie press ;
these must publish these debates verhbatim, and i
full, on both sides of the matter discussed; or. they
are denied the right to publish them at all. Where
a newspaper is too small to contain the witole,
then a resume of the proceedings is furisphed by
an official of the Government. This most excel-
lent arrangement frostrates all partisan attempts
to raise false issues by partial or garbled state-
ments, and enables the government to stand, as it
should, fairly before the people. Would that our
party papers at home could be compelled by some
law to follow this example. We should then have
far less misrepresentation and abuse than at pres-
ent. We may boast of our freedom as we please;
hut under the severest censureship of Russia or
Austria, do we ind more tetl is decetptive and less
that deserves our confidence, than amnng the par-
tisau journals of our enlightened Northern cities?
Notpoly are you required to read all the papers
within your reach, and to carefully sift their vari-
ous sentiments and statements; bthtoften to wait
weeks, and even months, to get at " tie whole
truth, and nothing but the trtth." Surely this re-
Rects but little credit upon your journalists or your

institutions.
Even Austria has been roused to remonstraonce

by the freedom of debate is the Senate and the
corps legislalif; and asks, through her minister,
whether the Emperor of France assents to the ex-
positions of Prince Napoleon and Mt. Billauit. If

no, Austria takes umbrage. She cannot support
the aggressive policy now pursued toward Rome
by the Sardioion Government; lor, it will he fair to
infer that if Rome is attacked, Venice will also be
exposed to a like fate. And then, the armies that
are drawn up on the banks of thie oincio, will
march upon Milan. This, indeed, is brave talk;
but, if we believe what we hear, Garibaldi is get-
ting ready to anower the call of Ihngary, and to
assemble the discontented populations of Dalmatia,
Croatia and the other warlike racesotf Somtheast-ern Austria, and thus drawt off te preecnt military
strength that holds Venice, and to this way make it
any easy conquest for the Italians. These are
nmong the schemes reported, but I do not vouch
for them. That trouble is near at Ihand, most peo-
ple agree, and differ only in regard to the direction
from whence it is to come.

At the latest accounts from Italy, it was rumored
that Victor Emanuel was under serious apprehten-
sionts or an attack from Austria, and that the sup-
port of France was applied filr through tile Prince
Napoleon. This, however, is oisdly consistent
with tile attitude taken by Cout Cavour, ill the
Chaetbers, in reference to Rome. Pelrhaps I can-
not do better than to take the accounts from the
papers exactly as they are there reported. It will
be seen by these that some decisive action in refer-
ence to Rome is about to be taken ib Saredinia.
This, when carried out, will either le;id to direct
interference on the part of Austria, and bring on a
war, or place this event further in tsle future.
