The telegraphic wires yesterday were heavy
with good news. The gallant respones of tlihe
g(overnors of 'l'enuesee anyd Missouri, to the requi-
sition of Lincoln for troops, were enough, alone, to
stimulate our patriotinvl and excite the highest en-
thusiasm of our people. But when it was an-
nounced that the ('onvention of Virginia had passed
an tOrd inanlce of Sevceesio, the saltisfaltion and de-
light of our peole bheecame almost uncontrollable ;

and the one hundred guns which were fired in Ia-
fayette Square in honor of the event, gave but fee-
ble expression to tile universal joy of the citizens
of New O)rleans.

The Virgilnian especially thoce who were na-
tives of the old C(ommonwealth were particularly
juiilvant. lBut hardly less so were lhe citizens gen-
elally. It made tile hcart of every Virginian in tie
city swell with pride tvo witrlne tile satisfaction
that beamed 'frolll very co•llltenalnce, oil the re-
ception of the gloriolu tidings.

From the Galvreston News of Tuesday we extract
the following:

A meeting of the City Coouncil took place at 6 P.M. on Sunday, for the purpose of taking the netes-eary steps in view of the threatening prospects ofwar anoononced by Sonday's mail.An ordinance was at once passed for appropria-tiono, to be expended under the direction of ien.Sherman as Military Commandant, in order to potthe city in the best state of defence possible withthe meansathand. A reaolution was also passed forappropriations for provisions and suppties for theSate troops on the Rio Grande. The provisionahave been prchased and sent by the schoonerShark, anod with the present favorable wind, theShark will land at Brazos Bantiago on Tuesday.
These prompt measunres were taken in consae-rqence of a dispatch from Hoon. John B. Reagan,

at Montgomery, to Gen. Nichols, confirming thedispatches in the papers, to the effect thatthe
eteamship Atlantic was on her way to BarasSantiago, and was expected to arrive there byWednesday next, with some 600 United Statestroops, the object being osupposed to be to takepossession again of the posts on our Western front-ier. The Atlanti is renorted to hare alongwithher sueorf-boats enough to land 500 men at a time.As noon as the Shark reaches Brazos Santiago anexpress will he sent at once to Brownsville, tonotify Col. Ford of the present state of things,that he may be in readiness to meet the UnitedStates troops on their arrival.Gee. Sherman is now actively engaged in throw.ing up temporary fortifications,. and placing thebalance of the ordnance here in battery. He hasdirected the various military companies to fill uptheir ranks to their foll complement.

We notice calls by the various Captains for vol-unteers, to come forward and fill up the ranks.The reoponee, we understand, is generally made
with alacrity.

Gen. Sherman has notified the Captains of com.ponies in the interior to fill up their ranks and beready to move at a moment's notice. He has alsogiven instructions to the pilots that will preventvessels of an unknown or hostile character cominginto tihe harbor, at least with our pilots' assistance.Hie will donubtless take steps to have the light.hoise light stopped- giving due notice to the ad-jacent ports.
HorUSTON, April Il, 11 A. M.-A salute was firedi• the Court-Honse Square to-day in token of re.joicing at thie fall of Fort Sumter.
Our military companies hold tlhemselves in read.iness for orders to march at a moment's warning.The enthusiasm of our people is very high.A poublic meeting has been called to-night at themarket house.
