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LINCOLN'S POLICY.

The Virginia Convention, some days ago, in
older to ascertain fully and particularly what
course Lincoln intended to porsoe with regard to
the States of the Southern Confederacy, appointed
a coimsiseion of three members, with instrace
tioe to go to Washington and ask the President in
person what were his intentions. The commil
aion ,onsisted. of ir. Preston, Secretary of the
Navy in Gen. Taylor's Administration, Mr. Stuart,
Secretary of the Interior under Mr. Fillmore, and
.*r. Randolph, a lineal descendant of President

jtferson. The Commissioners, it will thus be seen,
were gentlemen of the highest character. The
preamble and resolution of the Convention, which
the Commisaioners presented, were as follows :

'Whereas, in the opin!on of this Convention, the
unlcrtalinty whiich prevails In the public roled ns tl
thie olny which the Pederal Executive iutend' to
pursue towards the seceded States is extremely in-
jorious to the indoslrial and commercial interests
el thr contry, lends to keep up an excir'eelllt
whichll is onfavsrable to the adjunstmdnt of hending
dlliceltics, and tllreatena a disturbance of tile pubL-
li,: pacw e ; therefore

lI:ee.oicd, That a committee of three delegates
Sappinted to wait on the President of the

United States, present to him this preamble and
resolution. and respeetfuIly ask him to eommoui.
Cste to this tonventinol the policy which the
Fedrcral E cnrtive itn•auds to parsue in regard to
tie Conelcirate States.

Lincoln rcplied to these gentlemen,in writing, as
follows :

In aneeer I ,Love to say that having at tile he-
fginnineg if mly e"l ial term eonreated my intriended
polic-y a; plainly as I wes able, it was with deep
rrl'ret aul some imorthcatiin I now learn Ihot
there i; ;reat and iljurious uncertainty in the pill
lii iii ans to what that p liSty is and what course
Sitrnl to ilrsune.
N,T havinig as yet seen occasion to chante, it is
ow niy purpose to pursue the course miarkedd out

in the Inlogtnml Address. I comunend ia c-,efil
counlideratiof f the wholeh dooumeat, as tilri hst
expre.io, I can give of my purposes. As I then
od itherein acni•l, I now reperat:
"The power confided to sile will be ous. to hold,

occupy and poonss the property and planos bie-
hr,:;ireign oe lo t iovrnnnt, aid to collect tile
doie ; ano imposts; ht beyond what is necessary
for those objects there will be no invasien, no
ueine of force against or among tile people any-
wlirre."
Iev the words " property and places beloncing

to thie Government," I chiefly alllr to the military1-,.t, cid property which were In tile Ions•esSiO
of •,ie i;nvernment when it cale to my haildo.

It .oems to us that the Virginia Convention

might hIave ascertained from Lincln's inaugural,
and sill more from his active preparations for
war, what were his intentions with regard to the
Confederate States. Still, the Convention, if it
erred at all, erred on the safe side; and we rather
think there is no further occasion, after the above
reply, for doubt as to Mr. Lincoln's position.

It seems that the Northern President, when he
delivered his inaugural, merely meant to " hold,
occupy, and possess " the forts which were then
in his posession. Thihs is what he snsr now. But
we d lnht if that is what he meant when he spoke
his inangaral address. One nmaning of the word
occupy," aod its original m,-aninig, as derived

Probably he means to carry out his
plans with those eight thousand troops that he has
called on Virginia for.
Besidea this, Old Abrl tl:reaten to withdraw the

mails from the Confederate States,. He says "per-
Ihops" he will do it. That " perl)Tps"' is a very
convenicent word, nunder the shelter of which a noan
has the largest liberty. There is, however, " no
terror in the threat" to the Southern people.
Old Abo does not own Southern railroads and
stel boats--and if lie knows of any mode 1,y
whiri lie can prevent them froim carrying letters
and papers, we hope he will also let us know how
he proposes to do it.
From the way il which he speaks of landing

forces upon the border of a conutry, it is safe to
infer that he intends to reinforce the Southern for to
now held by United States troops. It fact, Fort
Pickene has already been reinforced. The rein-
foreleg business, we take it, will not bh long erpt
u

p
. A "little more grape" will very likely soon

settle tile accountof the Conftderrato States winh
the old Union, so far no Fort Pickens is concerned.

After thin reply to the Virginia Commnisionero,
and the Wetar Proclamation, we think there can he
no further question as to tIincohln' policy. Ite
meaolns to make war upon the South, and sntehbdl
us--if he can. That " if," however, will be
terribly in his way before he gets through,
The Richmond (Va.)
