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Two important" teroclamations appear in our
aolumns this morning. The substance hf the one
has been already communicated by telegraph-the
other appears for the first time.

These proclamations are from two Presldonts,
each representing a regularly organised, indepenud-
ent Government-and both documents broathe
war and destruction.

The objects of these Presidents are as different

V sann-light is from darkness, or pore religion is
from unmitigated infidelity. The history of the

earth may be searched in vain for a more etriking
contrast than these two documents exhibit.

The Government at Montgomery, of which Presi-
dentfavis is the 'head, has, from its first organi
sstion, conduoted its operations witlh consumoate
Abiity, bonor, and fair, open dealing.

The Government at Washington, of which Abra-
ham Lincoln is the head, has blundered from the
beginning of the troubles its own wicked policy
compelled, and has exhib ted neither statesman-
ship, honor or candid dealing. On the contrary, it
has lied from the commencement, and by deceit,
vileness and duplicity, sought to accomplish ob-
jects by means which all honorable Governments
would recoil from with horror. Fortunately for
the right, the very dishonesty of these men has
brought disgrace upon them, and glory upon us.

President Davis is a scholar, statesman, soldier
and patriotic man. He has issued his proclama-
tion for defensive purposes solely. lie does not
desire to injure the Northern people, and only
wishes, Lincoln's proclamation having forced him
to it, to adopt such defensive and aggressive mess.
ures as will be likely soonest to bring the North-
ern people to their senses. From the first he, and
the people he represents, have been for peace.
They are now for peace. They do not wish to fire
a hostile shot at the Northern people, either on
land or sea, and every shot they have fired, or may
hereafter fire, will 5be exclusively on the principle
of self-defene. All they ask, or ever have asked,
is a peaceable separation and an equitable apper-
tionment of the property and debts of the old
national partnership. This has been denied them
by Lincoln's Government. Every proposition for
peace has been spurned with contempt-wanton,
causeless war, has been declared against them-
and, while they are well prepared to meet the
enemy on land, they are preparing. to attack his
Commerce on sea, by issuing letters of marque and
reprisal. We expect, shortly, to know of some
hundreds of privateersmon afloat, and to hear that
Northern ocean commerce is in a rapid process of
extrmInation. As we 'were the first to suggest

this mode of terrible retaliation, it affords nous great
pleasure that President Davis immediately adopted
it after seeing Lincoln's ruthless declaration of
war against the people of seven States that had
never wronged him or his.

Abraham Lincoln is neither a scholar, a soldier,
a statesman, or an honest man. Uneducated, un-
conth, inexperienced, and with nothing to recom-
mend himi of an enaobling nature, he was, by a
mere accident, elected to a position he is no more
fitted to occupy than a baboon is to fill the chair
Louis Napoleon so ably adorns. Hehas performed
his reie characteristically ever since he was in-
duoted into office ; and the antics he has played
would have been sufficiently amuaing to a laughing
crowd of happy plantation negroes, were it not for
the fact that neitiher children nor fools should be
permitted to play with fire near a combustible
vicinity.

Seven States were out of the Union-had re-
sumed their sovereignty, and declared their inde-
pendence-before and about the time of his inaug-
uration; and yet, six weeks after, on the 15th of
April, he issues a proclamation declaring war upon
them I What a miserable fool in the first instance,
and what a sanguinary wretch in tihe second.

The natural conselqenco of wickedness has fol-
lowed all this. The seven States are now actually
extended to the number of thirteen, and we should
not be surprised if the entire fifteen were enlisted
under one banner in less than thirty days.

Lincoln could not, by any possibility, have sunb-
jugated the seven original seceded States. What
chance will he have when he has to meet fifteen ?
Not much, we imagine. He may inaugurate the
bloodiest war on record, but he is as sure to be
whipped as that the sun will ever rise andset again.

But, we will close by referring to the language
of the two proclamations. The difference between
right and wrong-patriotism and demagoguism-is
there as apparent as the noon-day sun.

TALI{ ON 'OHANtbE.

The gatherings on the flags appear to be dimin-
ishing from day to day. Several of our transient
residents have closed up and departed. There are,
however, sufficient remaining, and more than suflli-
clntto close the season's bhsiness. The flags, or
rather the habitude thereof, were in good feeling,
though oexchange could not be freely sold. There
is no desire to extend business relations with New
York. It will not be long before we shall have in-
timations from England about direct trade. Our
Commissioners will be in London in four or five
days. The accounts of the surrender of Fort Sam-
ter will follow. They went out by the different
steamers which leit Now York on Sunday last, they
having been detained from Saturday to await the
result. They talk in New York that the result in
Europe will be disastrous, presuming that they
-will be for the old concern.
Our neighbor and cotemporary, Gee. B. Young,

of the Price Current, appeared on the flags of
Camp street after a short sojourn in New York,
where he had been called by family affifctions.
He says the entire North appears to be united
against the South; that with some exceptions
they appear to be united, and boast of what
they will do with the South. They had not
heoard from Virginia then, nor of the resignation
of Gen. Scott. It is more than apparent that the
Northern States are arrayed in hostility against
the South. Our talk is, let them come ; we don't
expect to travel any further North this season
than Washington 'City. Possibly General Beaure-
gard may be taking a view of the ten mile square
in a short time. It cannot be disguised that great
alarm prevalls in Noew York city. It was suggested
on the flags that our old merchants, who are not
connected with military associations, should meet
and foam a company, and adopt a platform con-
form••le to the presentattirude ot the country,
binding themselves to resist Northern aggression
in every shape. A movement of this kind on the
part of our old merchants would have a better
effset on Wall street. Let Carondelet street come
oat and defy Wall street. We ask no favors of
New York nor any other city. But let them talk
to New York in a plain manner. New York has
made miatons and millions of dollars out of New
'Orleans. Let us toll them that the time for separa-
tion has arrived-that their capitalists have ad-
vanced money for the subjugation of the South.

All debts now duo Now York and other States
from the South ve cancelled, wiped out by the
operation of civil war. Though it is not probable
that it will be taken advantage of to cancel debts,
still while the war lasts there cannot be any trade
carried on between the belligerents. It Is not pro-
bablethat this state of things will come, as Lin-
coln and his Administration will back down alter
thesext grand fight, if they wait for it.

There was talk of President Davis' proclamationqegarding letters of marque, reprisals and priva.
teas. To realize something effective at once, bhear
down, as It were, on Northern commerce, a half
dozen privateers are required to be fitted out. The
bonds required are light. A trip to Aspinwall, or
in the track of the steamers from that port to New
York, will pay-that it would. We shall soon hear
of a tremendous buzzing among Northean under-
'Writrs. As bold as they now talk of subduing the
bouth, they will changeb air tunes before the as-
stbllag of the ramp Oongress of Mr. Lincoln.

Agents entrusted with the matter of negotiation
of the loan at the North for the Southern CoUred-
eracy, have frund ill success, and have retired
without accomplishing the object of their mission.

HIow Northern journals, laying claim to the
smallest share of respectability and decency, can
circulate such abominable falsehoods, passes our
comprehension. There is not one particle of truth
in the paragraph quoted from the Boston Adver-
tiser. Not a single bond has been sent beyond
the limits of the Confederate States s; indeed, the
loan was not offered to the public, even within the
limits of the Confederate States, until the 17th
inst., four days after the abovo paragraph up-
peared in the Advertiser, and, as a matter of
course, "agents entrusted with the negotiation of
the loan," could not have been sent North or any-
whoere else.

We do not want Nortlerners to take any piorion
of our loan or loans. We do not intend to allow
them any opportulity to do so. We are rich
enough within ourselves to meet all the require-
ments of the circumstances which naow suraroud,
or may hereafter surround us.
