We find, however, in our latest Virginia
exchanges, received last night, some exciting and
interesting news from that State. For most of

what follows, *h"re indebted to that excellent
and enterprkieg paper, the Petersburg Express,
which ges the news by special dispatches :

Naval Vessels Sunk.
NloaLro, April 21.-The naval sloops of war

Plymouth, Germantown and Merrimao, were scut-
tied andaunk st the Navy Yard last night, by or-
der of Com. McCanley. All the small arms aboard
were broken and thrown overboard.

The Pawnee left thismorning at 4 o'clock. She
is now at Old Point.

The Cumberland could not pass the obstructions.
Before leaving, the infamous scamps fired the
Navy Yard, and the Pennsylvania is now in a mass
of ruins.

Later.
Noevoex, April 21.-The Navy Yard was fired at

1 o'clock this morning, and the two ship-houses,
sail and rigging lofts, and the Marine Barracks
destroyed, together with the ships Pennsylvania.
Columbia, Rtaritan, Germantown, Merrimac, Dol-
phin and New York.

Every cannon was spiked, and all the small arms
destroyed.
Gosport is now in flames.

- The Federal troops have escaped in the Cum-
berland and Pawnee.

NoarolK, April 21.2 P. .--The prisoners taken
this morning by the Virginians are Capt. Wright,
of the Army, and young Rogers, a son of Commo-
dore Rogers, of the Navy.

The Cumberland is ashore on this side of Nor-
folk and the Pawnee on the other side. There
is much talk of attacking them, and I am of opin-
ion that there will be an attempt during the day
to take the vessels at any hazzard.

The enemy took two young men of our side
prioner, last night. Theywere reconnoitering on
their own ateount.

Wright and Rogers, above referred to, bore dis-
patches to Commodore McCanley. The dispatches
are supposed to be from Old Point, but I have not
learned their contents.
At one time Nqrfolk was in great danger of fire,

but the wind changing, no damage was done.
The negroes are hard at work, and breastworko

are being thrown up to prevent the Cumberland
and Pawnee from getting back to the city, as it is
feared they might fire on s.

Later Yet.
NOvBFOL, April 21, 4 P. .--I have just returned

froom a tour of inspection through Gosport Navy
Yard. The damage is not so great as was at first
oe edo were all spiked with wrought nails, and

are being nnspiked in fifteen minutes each.
French Forresthas been appointed Commodore

of the naval forces of Virginia, by Gov. Letcher.
He now has oharge of the navy yard, and is having
a heavy battery erected with sand bags at Hospital
Point, which is in our possession.

Four large Columbiads have been unspiked and
hauled down to the Hospital. They are now being
mounted.

The Yankees destroyed all the small arms of
modern make.

The Cosmmodore's quarters remain. Also the
naual storehouses, soldiers' quarters, and the new
shin hones, which has only to be covered in.
The Armory is unhurt, and it is estimated that

not more than one-fifth of the navyyard property
Is destroyed.
A splendid lot of shot and shell still remains.
The brass pieces taken in the Mexican war are

spiked with wrought nails, but not at all injured.
The old ship "Pennsylvania" has been burning

all day, and is now down to the water's edge.
Fortress Monroe has been largely reinforced

by men from Massachusetts.
On the Norfolk side of the Elizabeth there is
much activity, and the people are busily fortifying

the approaches to the city.
Wagons, carts and negroes are all at work, and

the people seem to forget that it is Sunday.
The Cumberland is still lying below, bristling

with guns.
There is great indignation expressed at the con-

dnectpf the Vandalincendiaries who seceded from
the navy yard last night.

NonRoLK, April 21, 11 P. M.--The Cumberland
lightened herself by throwing overboard some of
her heavy armament, and thus got over the ob-
strsetioss and escaped.

As one of thle n•meroenarines who fired at •oom

Good Newas from North Carolina.
Gen. Ransom, of North Carolina, reports tlat

every Federal post in that State has been taken.
At Fayetteville Arsenal 70,000 stand of arms were
captured, including 28,000 of the most improved
pattern.

Desertion of U. S. Troops.
Seven of the U. S. soldiers that were stationed

at Harper's Ferry deserted and went over to the
Virginians. Reliable advices also soy that three
hundred regulars have also deserted at Washing-
ton and joined the Virginians.

Texas Intelligence.

From the Galveston Civilian of Monday last we
extract the following:

We have good accounts of the feeling in the in-
terior, and the adjacent counties will doubtless be
prepared to throw their citizen soldiers into Gal-
veston with as much celerity as railroads can
answer calls made by telegraph. At Houston, we
learn from the Telegraph, there are now organized
and ready for immediate service the following
companies: Confederate Guards, Capt. Timmonss:
Bayou City Guards, Capt. Botts; Turner Rifles,
Capt. Snyder ; an artillery company, Capt. Daly ;
besides others forming. At a few hours notice
fully 500 men, armed and equipped, can be mus-
tered for immediate campaign service.

In the lower part of the county the manifesta-
tions are equally good. A fine company of minute
men has been made ready at Harrisburg; Hal.
Runnels and Dr. Ashbel Smith are organizing com-
panies of Cow Boys, who make the beat mounted
troops in America, being superior horsemen and
accustomed to use arms in the saddle from child-
hood. The Telegraph says that more than half
the voters of Harris county are under arms al-
ready.

The steamship Hewes did not land at Indianola
yesterday, in consequence of intimations that she
would be seized5by the United States troops there,
to enable them to leave. A pilot-boat which left
this city for the purpose of bringing away some
arms from Indianola, returned in like manner. A
sloop with 25 soldiers concealed on board attempt-
ed to approach these vessels, but did not succeed.
The two field-pieces belonging to Galveston have
been carried up the Gaudalupe river by Captain
Haws, of one of the Texas river steamers.

The number of Federal troops left in Texas is
about 1000 men, some of whom had to perform a
march of 700 miles to reach the coast-they are
abundantly supplied with provisions and means of
transportation. Tlhe precise number in the vicin-
ity of Indianola we do not yet knou; but it is sup-
posed not to exceed 500.

The steamer Arizona came up the coast this fore-
noon, and sent in Maj. Caldwell, agent of the New
Orleans steamers at Indianola, who reports all
quiet at that point. It is given out that the U. S.
officers agree not to molest the steamers, and they
are requested to bring on their isualsup ply of pro-
visions, which begin to be needed. We give the
report as we get it. The Arizona Ihas not been to
Brazos Santiago, but touched at Indianola, and re-
turned here, as stated. She left immediately after
placing Maj. Caldwell on the pilot-boat for Brazos
Santiago, as is said.

Messrs. A. P. Forsyll, .1. H. March and -. Smith,
passengers on the steamship Orizaba, from Galves-
ton to Brashear, reached this city (New Orleans)
last evening. Their information goes to confirm.
what we have heard before, that the Texas steam-
ers move irregularly in their fear of capture by
vessels manned with Federal troops, and that the
Texans strongly incline to the belief that said
steamers are in sympathy and secret collusion with
the Federal Government.

The passengers by the Orizaba, (which left Gal-
veston on Wednesday,) report as fo!lows: The
Matagorda, (which took Van Dorn and his men to
the capture of the Star of the West,) had prom-
ised to bring the mails and passengers from
Sabine Pass to Galveston, and to put out some
coal for the (Gen. Rusk. But as soon as the last
barrel of freight was landed, the Matagorda put
out, without taking passengers or mails, or putting
out coal for the Gen. Rusk. It was believed that
she went off to coal the Fashion, in the Federal

Four of the passengers thus left in the lurch at
Sabine Pass took the mails and traveled overland
in a wagon to G(alveston, which place they reached
early on Wednesday morning. Gen. Sherman, (in
command of Galveston city and island,) at once
started the Gen. Rask, (then there,) with the " twin
sisters," (the two guns lately restored to Texas by
Louisiana,) and a 24-pounder, and a detachment of
the Galveston Artillerists, to go to Indianola and to
assist the movements of Col. Van Dorn in that
direction.

Ben McCullough, and 1.500 Texan troops, were
reported to be rapidly on the march from San An-
tonio to Indiauola.

The Orizaba did not wish to put into Brashear,
but the passengers compelled her to do so.

Tot NErv YORK Mott.--The New York News
stands up manfully against the Lincoln mob coer-
cionists in that city.

FmINES UPON VESSELs Fr•Io SECEDEDne TATS.-Ac-

cording to a recent decision of thie Trerasury De-
partment, all vessels entering at thlis prrt frorl tihe
seceded States. bearing a clearance fronr their
posts, have a fine of one hundred dollrrs imposed
upon them for violating the act reeularirng lihe
coasting trade.paessed Februarsy ], 173. The rea-
son for tnr is ifound in tile tact that thire clearances
from the Confedetrate States are given by the aru-

thorities there as foreign clearances, and. of course,
signed by officers not recognized by our Govern-
ment.

The owners in each case will enter a protest, and
apply for redress under the IRemitting Act of March
7, 177.

A number of vessels were yesterday entered
under the fine. They came from Mobile, Savannah.
Charleston and other ports, and it is probable that
there may be many more daily for some time to
come.

If a negro
had heen purehased and rescuedl by IBeecher's
exertions, the occasion could not have been more
animated.
