Washington is defended against any hostile ap-

proach; by way of the river, by a fortification
about twenty miles below, called Fort Washing-
~on. This fort is on the IMaryland side, at a bend
in the river, and commands the approaches both
above and below. Its regular garrison is four
hundred men, and it mounts eighty-eight guns.
The l•aryl,,dere ought to storm and take this
tgt -without any delay. Then old Abe couldn't
%getany more troops to Washington at all.

•e•aiies this there is an Arsenal at Greenleaf'a
Point, the lower end of Washington City, where
tile Eastern Branch empties into the Potomac.
This is-an extensive arsenal, not only supplied
with emall arms, but big guns. Several guns that
we have captured at Yorktown, Saratoga, Vera
Cruz, etc., are there. It will be curious if these
gos; that we seized from a foreign enemy, should
now be turned upon us by the Abolitionists. We
almost believe that they would refuse to fire.

The report yesterday was that the Virginians
rresonoentratting in large numbers, and establish-

ing a military camp at Acquia Creek. The tele-
graph says that Acquia is twenty-four miles be-
low Washington. This shows how great a liar the
telegraph is. It is sixty miles from Washington,
inastead,of twenty-four. It is the terminus of a
railroad from Richmond, seventy miles off. The
'Virgiuians can establish batteries there, and com-
mand the channel of the river. Having done that,
they will then, after deaving enough soldiers to
man the batteries, march across thirty miles to
the Orange and Alexandria road, which will put
them down within a mile of Arlington Heights.

The Baltimore and Ohio railroad, coonnecting
Baltimore and Washington, having refused to
transport Abolition troops, the idea now is to
land them at Annapolis and march them across.
-Bat the Marylanders are concentrating along the
i'oad toedispnte their passage. If the Virginians
then can stop troops from going up the Potomac,
old'Abe's supplies of soldiers will be cat oft: If
those he nodf has in Washington do not light
better than they did in Baltimore, where they run
like'dogs before a crowd armed only with brick-
-bats-and paving stones, Beauregard will have an
easy job of it in driving old Abe out. He had
better don that cap and cloak at once, and run
while "'times are good." That request of Beau-
regard's, that the women and children be re-
,moved from Washington, looks like "business."

THE GOSPORT NAVY YARD.

The seizure of the Gosport Navy Yard in Vir-
gioia is of great advantage to the Southern cause.
The Abolitionists,. true to their characteristic
Intanness, tried to- destroy everything before
they left. They burnt some four or five ships,

mnong them the old ship.of-the line Pennsylvania,
the largest war-vessel in the world. They set fire
tqthe bnaldings; spike d the big guns, and destroyed
the small ones. They saved only the Pawnee and
Gamberland to run away in, but the obstructions
-whioh the Virginians had sunk in the harbor pre.

"seUted the Cuamberland at first from getting out,
apd she had to throw overboardher guns and other
hOavy articles before she' ould pass.

-The Gosport Navy Yard Is opposite Norfolk, and
,Ofsthe city of Portaotouth. The river there-

- sabeth river-is 'something less than a mile
-aide. The right name of this yard is Gosport
Navy Yard, though it Is sometimes called the Nor-
folk'and sometimes the Portsmouth Navy Yard.
They have there thae finest dry dock on the Con-
tinent, which the Abolitionists set fire to, but which
fortunately did not burn. Thereis ship-timber and
'other material there, enough to build several first
class war-vessels. There are plenty of large guns
there, which, although spiked, are reported to be
qvinjured. There are three thousand barrels of
powder there, besides shot, shell and other muni-
tions. The Virginians have done a good thing in
getting possession of this important and valuable
place.

By railroads running in different directions from
Norfolk and Portsmouth, the guns and munitions
of war can be transported quickly to any Southern
State where they may be needed. Already, some
of the powder has been sent up to Richmond,
whete they were mnuchin want of it. As Virginia
is ieil armed, she may naowbe able to supply someeo ler Soathern staters who are not so well oi for
7guee. hit only about thirty-six hours by rail from
NorfolktoE Nashville.

There

was some talk about the proclamation of Messrs.
Lincoln & Seward, in regard to the blockade of the

Southern ports. Untortunately for the Black Re-

ptblican President, he has not a sufficient number

of vessels to carry out a paper blockade.
The further talk in the street was varied. There

was some talk that the balances of our banks in

the New York banks had been seized by order of

the United States Attorney in New York, at the

instance of the Washington Government, but were

afterwards released; though it has been surmised

for three days past that something of this nature

was going on; yet it appears a sober, second

thought prevailed, that is, if there is any sober-

ness or thought about the Administration in old

Washington.
There were several dispatches from St. Louis,

which were commented on, that the Black Ilepub-

licans of Washington are sorely pressing on Mr.

Lincoln the ruin of all merchants of the great West.

According to reports, a perfect embargo is laid on

all trade at St. Louis, and all the Illinois towns, as
well as Indiana and Ohio cities and towns on the

Ohio river, are under duress. There will be a

tremendous howling about this interdiction of

trade. However, it will not be of much serious-

ness. We have good supplies of breadstuffs on

hand, with good stocks of provisions. Moreover,
we have an abundance of esculents direct from our

own soil, and in a few weeks corn will be ripe, and

the only injury from the freebooting policy of Lin-

coln will be to the traders and farmers of the West,
who will be prevented from sending their stocks to

market, which, if kept over till next season, will

only increase the supplies for 1861 and 1862.

If Missouri and Kentucky submit to the blockade

at Cairo, we mistake the character of their people.
Two 12-pounders, well directed, will very speedily

cut a passage tlirough the levees around Cairo, and
force the army of Abraham to retreat or flounder

in the muddy water.
There was some excitement about the foreign

freight market. Early in the day yesterday one

penny sterling per pound for cotton to Liverpool

was paid in British and other foreign vessels. At
a later hour lid. was refused, lid. being asked, or

say about thirteen dollars per bale asked to carry
a bale of cotton to Liverpool. It is a good time

for owners of American vessels to sell out to
foreigners.

There was some talk that the blockade will not
go into elfect until the 11th proximo. The pro-

clamation does not state the time. It does not

make much difference. Paper was plenty when

Mr. Seward fished up his proclamatioa.
There are three vessels due from Calcutta. It is

hoped they may arrive before the Rlack Republi-
can blockade. The duties on the cargoes will
amount to about forty-five thousand dollars. The

blockade can be avoided. If we were to talk how,
Lincoln's freebooters would know as well as our-
selves.

The Government of the Confederated States is
desirous of keeping trade and commerce free of all

restrictions. It has no intent to interfere with the
arrival and departure of vessels until the proper

time arrives, as appears by the following notice:
Tse unov PErAiTrUeo. ,

No reason yet to chlange former instrutions.
Our policy is not to violate hospitality. Let vessels
engaged i private commerce go until war is de-
clared by Congress. C. G. Mnnse sxsao,

Secretary of the Treasury.

As alluded to above, there was considerable talk
about the seizure of funds in New York. Though
made, they were released. On close scrutiny, it

was ascertained that there were very light bal-
ances, and that the largest snulerers would be by
Northern and Western parties, who are debtors to

New York. Seizing funds against which checks
were drawn might prove rather disastrous, or
rather inconvenient to holders.
