itns (adets, the Garibaldi Rifles, and the German
and other Companies, were out in full force, the
wholenptesenting the most splendid appearance, as
they restedon Canal from St. Charles to the levee.
Gen. Traey's brigade rested on Canal from St.
Charles to ltampart, and made an equally impos-
ing display. The Washington Artillery battalion,
the Continental Guards, Louisiana Grays, Chal-
motte Guards, Calhoun Guards, Sarsfeld Rifles,
DeSoto ̀iflesn, Delta Rildes, Southern Cadets
Seond Company Orleans Cadets, Bienville Guards,Blheville Rifles, and other companies, constituted
this brigadte The IBienville Guards, Bienville Itiles,and a splendid looking body of men from Algiers,
(whose title we did not learn) appeared in citizens'
dr , their uniforms being not yet ready, though
tll ad their kepis and guns, and they were none
the less admirable for want of their uniforms. But
for want of their uniforms, numerous other new
companinea would have been out, to swell the
already large and sfolendid display. A company
in blue, from Carrolltoo, made an excellent show.
The cavalry, or mounted companies, eight in all,(four companies heading eaelh division), al-o made

a gay and beautilul show--comprising, as they did,
many of the best and bravest citizens of this city
and parish, and of Jefferson and St. Bernard par-
ishes, well mounted and elegantly equipped. One
of these companies was from Plaquemiaes.

Had those companies which did not turn out for
want of uniforms, and the twenty or thirty quar-
tered and onenarped companies abouttown, joined
in the review, it would have been about twice as
large. The conutry companies especially would
have given it more length, breadth and solidity.

The Orleans and Washington Artillery Battalions
had each eight or ten of their brass pieces along,
each piece attended by a squad, and the rest of
the battalion marching as infantry. These two bat-
talions, and the Orleans Guard Battalion, were the
jlargest and most splendid features of the turnout.
The Orleans Guard turned out no less than 427
guns.

The battalions and companies being ranged in'alne, the right to the river and the left on Rampart
-street, the review took place. His Excellency,
Governor Thomas O. Moore, attended by Meaj.-Gen.
John L. Lewis and the usual full cortege of stall-

THE GREAT MILITARY FAIR.
The fair was largely visited during Saturday, and
t night, notwithstanding the bad weather, there
as a great and brilliant multitude in attendance.

All the tables seemed to do a thriving business.
A sthe fair far eelipses anything of the kind yet

S.'n this city, and as visitors spend their money
t more than usual liberality, in view of the pa-

riotie object of the fair, there will doubtless be a
ery large sum of money realized for the equip-
tent o our brave volunteers.
Many of the ladies connected with the fair stay

there daily, from 10 in the morning till 12 at night.
During the leisure hours of Saturday, some forty or
fifty of these ladies, in their plain dresses, assem-
bled in the graud hall and joined their labors in
putting the finish to the uniforms of the Louisiana
Guards.

A feature of uncommon
interest will be seen at tihe " Crescent Iitles"
stand-a stand which, we should state, is so named
in conmpliment to the Crescent litfies, now at I'en-
eacola---in which company is a brave and gallant
son of Mrs. II. Brown, the excellent and patriotic
lady who presides at the stand. The featlre we
speak of, will Ie the presence of Mrs. Preston, a
lady 80 years of age, engaged in picking and pre-
paring lint for the soldiers-an old lady whose
blood has flown in rivulets, so to speak, for her
country-she having lost her husband and her two
brothers in the war of 1812, and her two sons in
the war with rMexico. Who will not desire to
visit and pay their respects to the aged and still
patriotic survivor of such a family of American
warriors as the Prestons? It will certainly be a
great and profound attraction at the fair.
Let everybody visit the fair to-night. Don't be

afraid of lthe squeeze ; and if you should happen to
spend more money than you intended to, remem-
her the noble object to which that money is to be
devoted.

ABOUT THE DANIEL WEBSTER.
In consequence of the sudden wheel-about and

departure of the steamship Daniel Webster, at the
Passes, upon information given by the steam-tug
Tosoarora that she would be seized if she came up
to the city, Capt. Warren, of the Tuscarora, and
his pilot, iePherson, were on Saturday put under
arrest by the military authorities, and the boat put
in charge of a detachment of the Washington
Artillery.

The latter are reported
to be in possession of two schooners, seized with
a design to leave in them.

Fifteen hundred voltnteera were enrolled at
Galveston in four days in reply to Gen. Sherman's
call. One thousand in the country tender him
their services.

There is much excitement in Galveston at the
report of the intended withdrawal of the steam.
ships in the New Orleans and Texas line.

Messrs. Hills, Wharton and Armstrong have
been appointed a committee to wait on the steam-
ship committee.

Messrs. Goon, Morganand and Wharton are on a
special mission from Gen. Sherman and the citi-
zens' commlatee to Gov. Moore.

Active military preparations are going on
throughout the State.

Maj. McCulloch's regimerts for the frontier were
mustered into service at San Antonio on the 25th.

Forts Bliss and Quitman have been surrendered
to the State Commissioners, and will soon be gar-
risoned by Texas troops.

Capt. Moore, C. S. A., is actively superintending
the erection of batteries here.

Capt. Ingraham, C. S. A., has arrived from Mont.
gomery.

Gov. Clark has confirmed Gen. Sherman's ap-
pointment by the Convention as military com-
mandant here.

The Texas Commissioners to the Indian Nation
report very satisfactory progress. The Southern
cause is alive there, and they will secede from
what remains of the Federal Union.

Letter from Cairo.

A gentleman of this office yesterdayreceived the
following letter:

IC.jio, IL,.., AP,,rl 24, 15i1.
Capt. Bartletl--DearSir: At 12 o'clock to-day I

landed from' the steamer W. M. Morrion, at this
place, and proceded at once to inform myself of
the political doings herein. Like all other places
within the two great American Republics at the
present time, Cairo has a very severe military ap-
pearance. Without consulting any other authority
than my eyes, I have come to the conclusiion that
there are about six hundred individoals here arro-
gating to themselves the title of soldiers, and they
have the greatest cause for feeling eqalted by the
appellation of any I have yet seen bearing the
title.

I always wish to avoid insulting-pardon me, I
am at a loss, Iwas going to write gentlemen, buot
the word will not apply, so I will write individual
and let it pass, and leave Cairo as soon as possible,
to avoid expressing the contempt I cannot help
but feel for such as are assembled here under the
appellation of soldiers.' Comparing them with the
sotdierly volunteers of New Orleans, I can find no
phrase to express their appearance better than to
say tihey are ridiculously contemptible.

The principal part of them are tile lowest class
that Chicago could produce, senat here without anly
uniform or arms, or at least, as far as regards, the
latter no two can well be found armed alike. I
have been able to discover some ten pieces of ar-
tillery only, and I think there are muskets enough
for one half the encampment. I was about to en-
ter the camp ground,whent I was stopped by i sen-
tinel, whoss Ilatd not observed. The poor fellow
apologized for obstracting tlae way; said it was
tlhe Captoia's fault and not isi, so I took tle apolo-
gy, of course, and entered the camp from another
dnsection,where there happened to be no sentinel.

I believe I must retract the saying that tthere are
no.uniforms, for after a closer scrutiny, I findthey
are unitormly ragged and dirty.

The United States flag is flying here. It is the
first I have seen since I left New Orleans. The
noarrow stripes do not compare at all favorably with
the bold tri-eolor of the Southern Confederaey.

One peculiarity I remark here amongst the
military arrangements, is an absence of music.
T'ilre is neither bugle, fife or drum to be heard. A
KIentucklan has informed me that preparations are
being made to mount some pieces on the opposite
side of the river, and gives it as his opinion that one
company of Kentncky volunteers would eatnup the
whole enctam•neant. Judging lrom his apparent
capacity, he ih not mistalken.

I am becoming impatient to be again in New Or-
leans to h'arn of the progress the Crescent Blues
are making, and will soon report myself with you,
if no unforeseen delay occurs.
