rtiuh of the imperial complainanta I will endeavor
to give your readera brief sketch of the case, since
It may be dlffienltfor them to go a clear insightinto
it from the published reports, as they appear at
large in the papers.

Kossuth, it is stated in the comp laint, was in the
act of preparing for issue certain notes of credit --
called in the indictment " spurious notes "-as
Governor of Hungary, to be used in that Kingdom,
to the loss and detriment of the subjects of said
Kingdom, and an invasion of the rights of Franois
Joseph, King thereof. The affidavit or reply of
Kosasuth is a document of much interest, the pith of
which may be given-as follows: I. Heo cloms to
be by birth a Hiungarian nobleman, who, when
Ferdinand V ceased to be King of Hungary, by
reason of the revolution of 1848, was elected by ths
Hungarian diet Governor, to administer the af'iru
of the country, until nuch time as a permanent po-
litical settlement thereof, or an independent basis
should be effected. That commisson has never
been revoked; nor, inathe mean time, has a King
been accepted or crowned as King of Hungary.
2.,The Emperor of Austria is not King of Hungary,
de.faclo or de jure. ke is not King de jure, be-
cause the conditions of the settlement have not
,been complied with, an 8because there can be no
a-successor to the crown until after the death of the
last hing, who is yet alive. Again, were Ferdi-.
sand dead, the crown could revert only to the next
heir, which the Emperor of Austria is not; and he
must be crowned within six months after the de-
.cease of the last King. Therefore, he is not King
de•tfclO; but the oungarian noblemen are the
members of the crown. 3. The King of Hungary,
whoever he may be, lhasi no power of himself to
issue notes of credit with,•t the consent of the
Diet; and the Diet never gave its consent to any
otheiperson than Kossuth. A. The King of Hun-
gary never had the exclusive right to affllix the na-
tional arms to any public document; for that in-
heresin the noblemen who have the keeping of the
crowaes members of the.erown. 5. lie deniesthat
he hasany present intention ot introducing those
notesinto Hnoogary; but that, in view of the pres-
ent unsettled state of Europe, they were prepared
to:neet a possible emeorgeny-a probable emer-
geney--when they would be required for the public
service. ,.,They were also designed, in such emer-
gency, lto.indemnify the holders of former notes
conflseatedby Austria, when it robbed the national
treasury of.its specie at Pesth.

This reply, mat have been a damper to the Em-
peror's minister, Count Appouye, as well as itm-
portant infornmation to the public eospecting the
legitimate claim of Francis Joseph. It will be re-
memberedbthat the present Emperor da nephew to
the former, whoresigned the crown in:his favor on
the close of theo,Hungarian war. It discloses the
important factthat, although the Emperor should
be crownedKing of Hungary, which he now pro-
poses to have dons immediately at Buds, this will
entitle him to n liggal or constitutional rigat to the
crown, since theterams of the settlement will not
be, as they cannotbt, compliedwith,by lfin. This,
of course, when intelpreted by his declara• adhe-
rence to national law" and the principles of succes-
sion so often put forth in his protests against the
usurpations of the King of Italy, will all come up
agaiast him. To be.sure, he may appeal to the
ultima ratio repsm--thetast argument of Kicgs--
the cannon-tot this eposed of his true relations to
Hungary, will always remain a ajustification for
revolt. A lawyer of Lincoln's ln has just ro-
duced a pamphlet with he title: "Who is the King
of Hungary that is nowa suitor in the English Court
of Chancery ?" Which sustains, illuminates and
enforces the positions assumed by Kossoth. Kna-
sath concludes his affidavit.with these words: "My
life and actions asm before the world; and it hee
been my wish and eare never to do asy act in Eng-
land, which is, or could be deemed to be, an ia-
fringement of the lasts of England."

The accounts from Hungary afford but little sat-isfaction in regard to the present or future action
of the revolutionists. That the clement overtures
of Francis Joseph are Inot received with favor orconfidence, seems to be apparent; but what pre-

porations, if any, are going on, or whether Gari-
taldi is really getting ready to ceqperate in a sec-
and rising, are things of which I.can say nothing
with certainty. The preparation of tiese notes by
tossuth manifests certain espectatioas on his part,
shios willI be interpreted dtfforentty by different
persons. He is, undoubtedly, besides being a
pure mid noble patriot, a man of great prudence
and saacity; and, we must suppose,'has peculiar
facilitie for obtaining information, which is not
suffered to get into the newspapers. The mis-
fortune of Austria is supposing her present good
intentiqos to be sincere, that her past policy of
falsehoodand treachery has made people distrustful
of her wore. She gainedherprseent place among
the.tions of Europe, neither by bravery in the
held nor honesty in the cabinet, but by mstri-
monial alliances, intrigue, wholesale hatcheries and
the darliet perfidy. And she has so far managed
to bkes her aobjectj provinces loyal by the base
and scruel device of creating suspicion and hatred
between them, and often leading them to, imbrue
their hands in each other's blood. Bat this is be-
ginaing to be bnderstood by them; and the day
may esmo when.hey will combine together to de-stroy ler.

'the London press cootinues to growl over
American affairs; sometimes on one side. aome-
times on the other. The only sensible remarks I
have seen are those anode in a late number of the
London Review. It counsels a peacefulseparation
between the North and South, since their reunion
seems to be an impossibility, when the causes of
their differences are considered. These are climate,
character, institutions and ideas. No doubt this
would be the better course. But, it cannot be ex-
pected. The composition of fr. Lincoln's cabinet
and the tone of the Republican press will over-ride
any purpose of peace of the Preaident, if he enter-
tain suach porpose. The head of his cabinet is es-
teemed the ablest of Republican statesmen. He
may be such; but, so lar, when we look at the
efecta of bhis public words and acts, we must say
that be is remarkably deficient in those two very
necessary characteristics of statesmauship-prn-
dance and foresight. In his political course, he
has displayed, at different times, rashness, bold-
ness, eunning, and fear. He has been inconsistent
and false to his own principles ; and yet, upon the
whole, like all cunning men, be has been timid.
The danger he invokes he is never prepared to
meet. It is his rhetoric that has won for him his
present reputation. Eloquence it cannot be called,
for it has not a particle of honest tervor or inspira-
tion. He has no heart; and not enough brain to
compensate its absence. His influnece has been
most disastrous. With Ihis popularity, had he had
the prescience and boldness to combhat the aboli-
tion movement, he might have deferred perhaps
indeflnltely the present revolution. But he was
blinded by his own selfishness and ambition. His
reward will be defeat and disgrace.

I think you will have war, and that it will be
brought aboutin such a way asto attemsut to throw
the odulom of beginning it on you. Daring tiis
reign of foanatis and small men, you munt be pre-
pared for every resort of esunsig and treachery
on their part. Yeo mustbe pre p)red also to meet
a combined assault by sea and lhOl. The Nosrtlh is
inflamed. You have cippled its commerce and
emptied its workshops, and in doing so Ilave sup-
plied men for the recruiting service. The Northern
firces will not now have Moexicans to encounter.
They little appreciate the activity, daring and
spirit of the Soulh. Besides, yos ale on your own
soi, defending ysour property ad Imoes. This is
half the battle won before st is begin. War will
consolidate yoer strength and give olity to publi,
opinion. Perhaps it will give yu.the sipport of
the Brder States. They, nurely, canstio stanl
idly by. and see you repelling tile citnnion enemy.
Your cause is as much theirs as y-o"r own. I do not,
at e he same time, profess ti understtnd their exact
posnition. are they hesltsating inthe expllectti-ii
that tlI NoIrth will make eoucesironslln? I so, they
certainly will be deceived. The North will make
no concessisones-no comprpmises. This is ai ques-
tion which has been arnoid for forty years, and
which no argument can settle. The sword must
do that. PIerhepl there never was a time when
men tosk nides witih such a fixed daterminations to
yield notsing-to modily nothing. I ligh as I put
tlhese refieetions upon paper, l)r they evsoke nessi
of carnage and bloodshed, which will be dread-
ful to loikh upon.

Here, in Europe, the marshaling and encounter
of armies is an every day ocnurrence. War is al-
ways actual or expected. For a city to he taken
and sacked, for whole villages to be burnt as a
etragetio mstvemet squanre miles of a rilpeling
harveest to hoe trodden downr; whole fleesta, with
their ireighta of precious lives, to be enguliphed in
the remorelerss sea, scarcely tmakes the readerr
shudder. But, in America, you know nothing of
this. You have enjo)yed a lhat ceuiney of undis-
tnrbed and prosperous tranquility. Your or-atealt
enemies have been your polisticians. In tile North-
ern Statles, they have been a reok i-so crew, ready
to seize uspon any snhiject of discord to helpl them-
selves ineto odlce.
