Assemblingof the Confederate Congress.
MosToo•TsRv, April 29.-Congress met at nooe

to-day. The President's message was read. He
announced the ratification of the Permanent Con-
stitution by all the Confederate States, and that it
only reins for an election to be held for the de-

fignatiof the officers to administer it.
He s the declaratio of war made against thte

Confederation by Abraham Lincoln rendered it ne-
cessary to convene Congress to devise measures
necessary for the defence of the country.

The President then reviews, at length, the rela-
tions heretofore existing between the States and
the events which have resulted in the presen war-
fare.

In referring to the result of the mission of the
Commissioners to Washington,he says the crooked
paths of diplomacy can scarcely furnish an ex-
ample so wanting in courtesy, candor and direct
ness, as was the course of the United States Gov-
ernment towards our Commissioners.

The President incidentally refers to the prudent
caution observed by the fleet of Charleston during
the bombardment of Fort Sumter, and pays a high
compliment to the Carolinians for their forbear-
ance before, during, and magnanimity after the
bombardment.

He says Commissioners have been sent to Eng-
land, France, Russia and Belgium to ask our recog-
nition as a member of the family of nations, and
make treaties of amity and commerce. He recom-
mends the appointment of other diplomatic agents.

The President says the Confederacy, through
Vice-President Stephens, has concluded'a Conven-
tion with Virginia by which Virginia has united her
powers and fortunes with us.

He has satisfactory assurances that other South-
ern States will soon-unite their fortunes with oers.

He says modt of the Executiv Departments e are
us•taesfosfn sltoidrattn. •T•tie hPostmaster-Gdenerat

willsoon be ready to assume the direction of pos-
tal affairs.

In conclusion, he cdngratulates the Confederacy
on the patriotic devotion exhibited by the people
of the Confederacy. Men of high offiecial and so-
cial position and wealth, were serving in the vol-
unteer service.

Railway companies, at liberal rates, were per-
forming the duty of transporting the mails.

The President says a people thus united and re-
solved, cannot fail to meet with final success.

We feel that our cause is just and holy, and pro-
test solemnly in the face of mankind. We desire
pence at any sacrifice. We ask no conquest, no
aggrandizement, no concessions from the free
States; all we ask is to be let alone, that none
shall attempt our subjugation by arms. This we
will and must resist to the direst extremity. The
moment this pretention is abandoned, the sword
will drop from our grasp, and'we shall he ready to
enter into treaties of amity and commerce, mu-
tually beneficial.

So long as this pretention is maintained with
firm reliance on that Divine Power which covers
with its protection the just cause, we will continue
to struggle for our inherent rights to freedom, in-
dependence and self-government.

Foreign Ministers with the South.
MONTGOMEtR, April 29.-At an election held to-

day for officers of the second regiment of Alabama
volunteors, Hun. J. 11. Withers was elected Col-
onel; Tennent B. Lomax, Lieutenant Colonel;
and Col. Battle, of Tuskegee, Major.

A large portion of the first regitment left last
night for Virginia.

The city is full of volunteers, and the hotels are
jammed.

Tihe war feeling is up to the fighting point.
Dr. DeCastro, the Brazilian Minister, arrived

here last night, and says he had an interview with
President Lincoln, and that all the foreign diplo-
mats at Washington sympathize with tile Confed-
erate States, and thing their Governments will op-
pose a blockade of the Southern ports.

A large number of Congressmen has arrived.
ArEXANDRIA,, April 29.-Four vessels, two of

which were war steamers and two transports, with
Northern troops, passed up the river this morning.

Gov. Hicks, of Maryland, has issued a proclama-
tion, recommending the State of Maryland to oc-
cupy a neutral position.

The mail steamer Adelaide Bell, of the Norfolk
Line, was fired at by the revenue cutter Harriet
Lane on Friday night last off tRappahannock rivern
in Chesapeake Bay. After having been boarded
by the officers of the Lane, she was allowed to
proceed on her voyage.

The citizens of Washington who sympathize in
the Southern movement are still compelled to
leave Washington in large numbers.

A large quantity of shell has been landed at
Fort Washington by orders of the Lincoln Govern-
ment.

Two gentlemen, one of whom is a citizen of North
Carolina, the other a resident of Washington, have
been arrested and are now confined as prisoners is
the Capitol at Washiogton, for having expressed
secession sentiments.

The celebrated New York Seventh Regiment
having openly declared that they will not invade
tile South, are evidently looled upon with much
suspicion by the Lincoln administration.

The Seventy-First New York Regiment, quartered
at Inauguration Hall, revolted on account of their
bad quarters, and had to be removed to the Navy
Yard.

A man by the name of Boyd, was shot on Island
Washington on account of his having expressed
Southern sentiments. He was called from bed at
midnight, and was led without preparation to be
shot.

Burning of the ship Ironsides at the Bar.
PAss-A-L'OU1rE, April 29.-The ship Ironsides,

Chase, master, with twenty-four hundred bales of
cotton and eight thousand barrels of flour on
board, was put on the bar yesterday morning,
bound to Liverpool.

At half.past 3 o'clock this morning the ship was
discovered to be on fire, the smoke issuing from
amidships.

The towboats Jas. W. Whann, Junius Beebe,
L. Millaudon and Anglo-American, are now en-
gaged in pumping water into her.

They have already pumped eleven feet water into
her, and hopes are entertejned of saving the ship.

The towboat L. hillaudon has on boeard filty
bales of cotton and all the ships sails.

The Ironsides main-deck is burned through at
midships.

Troops to Attack Cairo.
CAnmo, April 27.-Passengers from the south

who have arrived here report that troops are
being raised in Memphis and other points, to pro
coed by rail through Columbus, Ky., to attack
Cairo from the opposite side of the river.

The steamer J. D. Perry, from St. Louis to Mem-
phis, was brought to. Nothing of a contraband
character being found on board, she was allowed
to proceed onher trip.

And,
dearCi eseent, we have not to look to our cap to
se the Crescent there, for we can see them daily
in.our camp, and as often as We see your (Cres-
cent) paper do we bless the day we took the name
of Crescent Rfles, and hope to be an honer to all
Cresoceints, and even our nobte oountry.

The Cresoent Rfles, as well as the" Louisiana
Guards, urall quite iwell, and hard at work. Weehalgeoff-Teach party work half an hour-"and
our Work goes bravely on." Our officers are of
the very beet, and our Captain will live in the mem-
ory of every member of this company in altar
years. There is nothing be deprives us of which
will promote our happiness. May God bless all
such men and make them all captains.
Do•ar Crescent, how can we ever repay you for

all the papers yonu send us? I wish you could once
bear the cheers that are offered to the giver when
a package of your papers arrives at our camp
each morning.
But I will now close this for the present, hoping

all our friends at home are well, and that they wtll
all be satisfied to hear from us, as they will not see
us return until we return victorious.

I hope you will excuse this, an it is written as I
rest on the blade of my shovel on my half hour
relief. And may the Cod who blesses us in the
ramp, protect our dearfriends at home. Youshall
hear more anon.

Mr. Editor-Nothing of interest has occurred
here since my last. The army is daily reinforced.
Yesterday there arrived the Shreveport Grays, 130;
Captain St. Paul's Chasseurs i Pied, 83.; and the
first company of Marines, Captain Van Benthuy-
seon. The two rst are encamped stPensacola. The
last came down to the Navy Yard. The. compa-
nies at Pensacola now number 500 rank and file,
and are all under the command of Major Bradford,
of the let Louisiana Regulars, who is charged with
the defence of that important point-especlallnyirh.
portant on account of its being the depot of the
Montgomery Railroad, and of all the supplies of
the army. Major Bradford is engaged in throwing
up two batteries, of two forty-two pounders each,
above and below the city, so as to command the
approach to town by boats. The boys had some
hard work in digging their trenches. The palms
of their hands would hardly be recognlzed by their
most intimate friends in New Orleans. Delicate
young gentlemen, fastidious young clerks, have
been compelled to try their hands at the spade,
shovel and wheelbarrow. Some of them murmur
a little at it5 not because the labor is too great, but
because it is grating to their heroic impulses and
military pride, to be reduced to the level of day-ila
borersanddiggers. But all admit thatthis. xercise
has been of vast benefit to themin developing their
mousles, in invigorating their whole systems, in
making new men of many pause or delicate con-
stitutions. In the camp at Pensacola there was
quite a asnsationol occurrence night before last.
A suspicious stranger had been seen hanging
about the wharf and the hotel for severae days
past, whe appeared to be observing matters very
closely. Night before last this stranger mysteri
osaly disappeared from his room of the hotel,

in which he slept with a Tennesseean, harite rifled
the pockets of his room-mate, and proceeding to
the wharf at midnight, hired a beat to talke him
over to a ship in the Bay.

The boat was rowed by a blackn boy; after get-
ting some distance out, the stranger told the boy
he wanted to go to the island; the boy objected,
when the stranger drew a bowie knife and threat-
ened to cut the boy's throat if he did not comply
with his demand. The boy, under this threat, was
comielled to land on the island, when the stranger
jumped out of the boat and proceeded towards
tort P'ickens. It is believed that the fellow is a
spy. There is great anxiety here in regard to spies
and imprudent divulgers of the movements and in-
tents in the cnamp, since the defeat of the plan to
storm Pickens at night some weeks ago. This plan
wouldhave certainly succeeded. Tie men were als
marcelled to the Navy Yard, whence they were to
be sent at midnight with ladders overto the island,
and surprising thu outposts, they would have
stormed the fort and taken it by esoalade, when
there were less than 200 men in the fort. This plan
was communicated to the commander of the fort
by some person on the wharf, iu a conversation with
omne of the men from the fort, who had come over

in a boat to communicate with Gen. Bragg. This
information was imparted in the form of a silly
boast, and not from any dishonest or traitorous mu.
tive. But itis this very kind of boasting which fre-
qsently does as much harm as real treachery. The
men in the boat, en their return to the fort, oom-
municated what theyhad heard. There were iome
movements in the troops on this side to confirm tilhe
intelligence, and the commander immediately ur-
dered the signal for relief and reinforcement from
the squadron. A gun was tired from the fort and
three rockets discharged, and in afew minutes a
number of launches were seen puttingoutfrom the
ships ; all the.reinforcements, together wits a large
number of sailors and marines, were thrown into
the fort. After these preparations it would have
been great folly to attempt an escalade. This in-
cident led to the adoption of new and rigid rules
by Gen, Braeg in regard to the admission of out-
siders into the camp, and the pnublication of any
movements of the army, which are not at all more
rigormous than the nectasity of the case and sound
pollcy require,
