JMESSAGE OF IRESIDENT DAYIS.

MoNToGOERV, April 30.-The Congress of the
Confederate States of America assembled at noon
yesterday---Ion. Howell Cobb, of Georgia, Presi-
dent, in the chair.

After the usual preliminaries of organization had
been got through with, the following menssagb o
his Excellency, leffarson Davis, President of the
Confederate States of America, was received and
read:

The Meessage.
Genllemen of Congres--It is my pleasing duty

to announce to you that the Constitution framed
for the establishment of a permanent Government
of the Confederate States of America, has been
ratified by the several Conventions of each of
those States which were referred to inaugurate
the said Government in its full proportion and
upon its own substantial basis of the popular will.

It only remains that elections should be held for
the designation of the officers to administer it.

There is every reason to believe that at no dis-
tant day that other States, identified in political
principles and community of interest with those
which you represent, will join this Confederacy,
giving to its typical constellation increased splen-
dor, to its Government of free, equal and sovereign
States a wider sphere of usefulness, and to the
friends of constitutional liberty a greater security
for its harmonious and perpetual existence.

It was not, however, for the purpose of making
this announcement that I have deemed it my duty
to convoke you at an earlier day than that fixed
by yourselves tor your meeting.

The declaration of war against this Confederacy
by Abraham Lsncoln, President of the United
States, in his proclamation issued on the 15th day
of the present month, rendered it necessary in my
judgment that you should convene at the earliest
practicable moment to devise the measures neces-
sary for the defence of the country.

Tihe occasion is, indeed, an extraordinary one.
It justif,,s me in giving a brief review of the rela-
tions heretofore existing between us and the States
which now unite in warlare against us, and a suc-
cinct statement of the events which have resulted,
to the end that .mankind may pass intelligent and
impartial judgment on its motives and objects.

During the war waged against Great Britain by
her colonies on this continent, a common danger
impelled them to a close alliance, and to the for-
mation of a Confederation, by the terms of which
the colonies, styling thiemselves States, entered
severally into a firm league of friendship with
each other for their common defense, the security
of their liberties and their natural and general wel-
fare, binding themselves to assist each other
against all force oflired to or attacks made upon
them, or any of them, on. account of religion,
sovereignty, trade, or any other pretence what-
ever.

In order to guard against any misconstruction of
their compact, the several States made an explicit
declaration in a distinct article-that each State
retain its sovereignty, freedom and independence,
and every power of jurisdiction and right, which
is not by this said Confederation expressly dele-
gated to tihe United States in Congress assembled
under this contract of allegiance.

The war of the Revolution was successfully
waged, and resulted in the treaty of peace with
Great Britain in 1783, by the terms of which the
several States were each by name recognized to
be independent.

The articles of Confederation obtained a clause
whereby all alterations were prohibited unless con-
firmed by the Legislatures of every State after
being agreed to by the Congress. and in obedience
to this provision, under the resolution of Congress
of the 21st of February, 1767, the several States
appointed delegates for the purpose of revising
the articles of Confederation and reporting to Con-
gress and the several Legislatures such alterations
and provisions therein as shall, when agreed -to in
Congress, and confirmed to the States, render the
Federal Constitution edequate to the exigencies of
the Government and !th preservation of the Union.

It was by the delegates chosen by the several
States under the resolution just quoted that the
Constitution of the United States wasn formed in
1787, and submitted to the several States for rati-
fication, as shown by the seventh article, which is
in these words:

"The rarification of the Conventions of nine
States shall be sufficient for the establishment of
this Constitution between the States so ratifying the
same."

I have italicised certain words in the resolution
just quoted for the purpose of attracting attention
to the singular and marked caution with which tihe
States endeavored in every possible form to ex-
clude the idea that the separate and independent
sovereignty of each State was merged into one
common government or nation, and the earnest
desire they evinced to impress on the Constitution
its true character-that of a compact between in-
dependent States-the Constitution of 1787, how-
ever, admitting the clause already recited from
the articles' of Confederation, whlich provided, in
explicit terms, that each State reclaimed its sover-
eignty and independence.

Some alarm was felt in the States when invited
to ratify the Constitutionlest this omission should
be construed into an abandonment" of their cher-
ished principle, and they refused to be satisfied
until amendments were added to the Constitution,
placing beyond any pretence of doubt the re-
servation by the States of their sovereign rights
and powers, not expressly delegated to the United
States by the Constitution.

Strange, indeed, nust it appear to the impartial
observer, yet it is nevertheless true, that all these
careftully-worded clauses proved unavailling to
prevent the rise and growth in the Northern States
of a political school which has persistently claimed
that the Government set above and over the
States an organization created by the States to
secure the blessings of liberty and independence
against foreign aggression, has been gradually
perverted into a machine for their control in their
domestic allairs.

The creature has been exalted above its creator,
the principals have been made subordinate to
the agent appointed by themselves.

The people of the Southern States, whose almost
exclusive occupation was agricultnre, early per-
ceived a tendency in the Northern States to render
a common Government subservient to their own
purposes, by imposing burdens on commerce, as a
protection to their manufacturing and shipping in-
terests.

Long and angry controversies grew out of these
attempts, often successful, to benefit one section
of the country at the expense of the otller, and thle
danger of disruption arising from this cause was
enhanced by tle fact that the Northern population
was increasing by emigration ald other causes
more rapidly than the vlpulation of the South.

By detgrers, as the Nrrtiherr States gained pre-
pouderrenc in the National Congress, self-interest
taught their people to yield ready assent to any
plausible advocacy of their rights as a majority to
govern the minority. Without control, they learn
to listen with impatience to the suggestion of alny
constitutional impediment to the exercise of their
will: and so utterly have tle principles of the
Constitution been corrupted in Northern minds,
that in the inaugural address delivered by Pre•i-
dent Lincolr in tMarch last, lie asserts as a maxim
whlich he plainly deems to be undeniable, that the
theory of the Constitution requires in all cases
that tire majority shall govern and in anotlcher
memrahble instauce, tihe same Chief Magistrate
did not hesitate to liken tie relations bh.tween
States and the United States to those which exist
between the county and the State in which it is
situated, and by which it was created.

This is the lamentable and fundamental error in
which rests the policy that has culminated in his
declaration of war against these Confederate
States. In addition to the long continued and
deep seated resentment felt by the Southern States
at the persistent abuse of the powers they had
delegated to tile Congress for the purpose of en-
riching the manufacturing and shipping classes of
the North at the expense of the South, there hlas
existed for nearly half a century another subiect
of discord, involving interests of such transcend-
ant magnitude as at all times to create apprehen-
sion in the minds of many devoted lovers of the
Union that its permanence was impossible.

When the several States delegated certain pow-
ers to the United States Congress, a large portion
of the laboring popuolation was imported into the
coloaies by the mother country. In twelve out of
the fifteen States, negro slavery existed; and the
right oftproperty existing in slaves was protected
by law ; this property was recognized in the Con-
stitution, and provisions was made against its loss
by the escape of the slave.
. The increase in the number os slaves by foreign

timportation from Africa, was-also secured by•s
clause forbidding Congress to prohibit the slave
trade anterior to a certain date and in nO clauso
can there be found any delegation of power to the
Congress to authorize it In any mannertto legisltte

to the prejudice, detriment or discouragement of
the owners of that species of property, or excludiog
it from the protection of the Governmont. The
climate andsoil of the Northern Statoesoon proved
unpropitioup to the cootinuance of slave labor,
wh:ie the reverse being the ease at the South,
made unrestricted free intercourse between the
two sections unfriendly.

The Northern States consulted their own in-
tereots by selling their slaves to the Soath, and
prohibiting slavery between their limits. The
South were willing purchasers of property suitable
to their wants and paid the price of the acquisition
without harboring a suspicion that their quiet
possession was to be disturbed by those who were
not only in want of constitutional authority but by
good faith us vendors prevented from disquieting a
title emanating from themselves.

As soon, however, as the NortherneStutes that
prohibited African slavery within their limits had
reached a number sufficient to give their repre-
sentation a controlling vote in the Congress, a
persistent and organized system of hostile measures
against the rights of the owners of slaves in the
Southern States was inaugurated and gradually
extended. A series of measures was devised and
prosecuted for the purpose of rendering insecure
the tenure of property in slaves.

Fanatical organizaions; supplied with money by
volutary osubscriptions, were assidooasly engaged
in exciting among the slaves a spirit of discontent
and revolt. Means were furnished for their escape
from their owners, and agents secretly employed
to entice them to abscond.

The constitutional provision for their rendition
to their owners was first evaded, then openly de-
nounced as a violation of conscientious obligation
and religious duty. len were taught that it was a
merit to elude, disobey and violently oppose the
execution of the laws enacted to secure the per-
formance of the promise contained in the constitu-
tional compact. Often owners of slaves were
mobbed and even murdered in open day, solely
for applying to a magistrate for the arrest of a
fugitive slave.

The dogmas of the voluntary organizations soon
obtained control of the Legislatures of many of the
Northern States, and laws were passed for the
punishment, by ruinous fines and long continued
imprisonment in jails and penitcntiaries, of citi-
zens of the Southern States, who should dare ask
aid of the officers of the law for the recovery of
their property. Emboldened by success, the
theater of agitation and agression against the
clearly expressed constitutional rights of the Con-
gress, Senators and ltepresentatives were sent to
the common councils of the nation whose chief
title to this distinction insisted in the display of a
spirit of ultra fanaticism, and whose business was
not to promote the general welfare, or ensure do-
mestic tranquility, but to awaken the bittereost
hatred against the citizens of sister States, by vio-
lent denunciation of their institutions.

The transaction of public affaird was impeded by
repeated efforts to usurp powers not delegated by
the Constitution. for the purpose of impairing the
security of property in slaves, and reducing those
States which hold slaves to a condition of inmeri-
ority.

Fionally, a great party was organized for the pur-
pose of obtaining the administration of thle Gov-
ernment, with the avowed object of using its power
for the total exclusion of the slave States from all
participation in the benefits of the public domain
acquired by all theitates in common, whether by
conquest or purchase, er rnunding them entirely
by States in which slavery should be prohibited,
thus rendering the property in slaves so insecure
as to be comparatively worthless, and thereby an-
nihilating in effect property worth thousands of
millions of dollars.
This party, thitus organized, succeeded, in the

month of November last, in the election of its
candidate for the Presidency of the United States.
In tile meantime, under the mild and genial climate
of the Southern States, and the increasing care for
the well-being and comfort of the laboring classes,
dictated alike by interests and humanity, the Afri-
can slaves had augmented in number from about
six hundred thousand at the date of the adoption
of the Constitutional compact to upwards of four
millions.

In moral and social condition they had been
elevated from brutal savages into docile, intelli-
gent and civilized agricultural laborers, and sup-
plied not only with bodily comforts, but with care-
ful religious instruction under the supervision of a
superior race. Their labor had been so directed
as not only to allow a gradual and marked amelio-
ration of their own condition, but to convert hun-
dreds of thousands of square miles of the wilder-
ness into cultivated lands covered with a prosper-
ous people. Towns and cities had sprung into ex-
istence, and rapidly increased in wealth and
population under the social system of the South.

The white population of the Southern slave-hold-
ing States had augmented from about 1,250,000 at
the date of the adoption of the Constitution to
more than i,6(10,000 in 1800, and the productions
of tihe South iu cotton, rice, sugar and tobacco, for
the full development and continuance of which tile
labor of Atrican slaves was and is indispensable,
had swollen to an amnount which formed nearly
three-fourths of the exports of the whole United
States, and had become absolutely necessary to
the wants of civilized man.

With interests of such overwhelming magni-
tude the people of the Southern States were
driven by the conduct of the North to the adoption
of some course of action to avoid the danger
with which they were openly menaced. With this
view the Legislatures of the several States invited
the people to select delegates to Conventions to
be held for the purpose of determining for them-
selves what measures were best to be adopted to
meet so alarming a crisis in their history.
Here it may be proper to observe that from a

period as early as 1798 there had existed in all of
the States of the Union a party almost uninter-
reptedly in the majority based upon the creed that
each State was, in the last resort, the sole judge,
as well of its wrongs as of tile mode and measure
of redress. Indeed it is obvious that, under the
law of nations, this principle is an axiom as
applied to the relations of independent sovereign
States, such as those which had united themselves
under the Constitutional compact.

The Democratic party of the United States
repeated, in its successfutnl canvass in 1S36, the
deduction made in numerous preveaus political con-
tests, that it would faithfully abide by and uphold
the principles laid down in the Kentuckhy and Vir-
ginia Legislatures in 1709, and that it adopted those
principles as constituted one of the main founda-
tions of its political creed.

The pinciples thus emphatically announced em-
brace that to which I have already alluded-
the right of each State to judge of and redress the
wrongs of which it complains. Their prieciples
were maintained by overwhelming majorities of
the people of all the States of the Union at dif-
ferent elections, especially in the election of Mr.
Jefferson in 1805, Mr. Madison in 1809 and tMr.
Pierce in 1502.

In the exercise of a right so ancient, so well es-
tnaliishecd. and so necessary fir self-preservation,
tihe peotle of the Confe'ederute States, in their Cen-
ventions, determined that the wrongs which they
Ihad sullcred and the evils with which they were
menaced, required that they should revoke the del-
egation of powers to tie Federal Government
whicih they had ratliied in their several Conven-
tions. They consequently passed ordinances re-
sumaing all their rights as sovereign and independ-
ent States, and dissolved their counecrion with the
other Stares of the Union. Haveing done this they
proceedo I to fcetr a newv compact amongst them-
selves, by near articles ef Confederation, which
have been also ratilied by Conventions of the sev-
eral Statres with atn apreiach to unanimity far cx-
cecdise that of the Ceonventions whichl adopted tihe
Cunstitiutin of 1787. 'They have organized their
new Goverumentio all iesdepcrtmtents. Tile fuetc-
titnes of the Executive, tetgielative tand Judicil
Magistrates are perforuled in accordu:lce witi the
will of tile people, as displayed not merely in a
erheerltl aeqiesicence, but in the entllousiastic suip-
port of the etevernmnlet t tIhus estahlisthed by ttlenl-
selves, and but for the interference of the G(overn-
imenit of tile United Srates in this leeitimute exer-
cise of a people to sell government, has been mau-
itested in evcry posiblet form.

Scarce Ihad you assembled in February Inst,
ttior even to tihe inauguratio n of the Chiief

iagistrate you had elected, when you expressed
your desire fotr the appointment of Commissioners,
and for the settlement of all questions of disagree-
ment between the two Governments, upon prin-
ciples of right, justice, equity and good faith.

It was my pleasure as well as my duty to co .per-
ate with you in this wosk of peace. Indeed, ih my
address to you on tabing the oath of office, and be-
fore receiving from you the communication of this
resolution, I had saidthat, as an ecessity, aot ao a
choice, we have resorted to the remedy of sepa-
rating, anrd henceforth our energies mast be di-
rected to the conducting of our own affairs, and
the perpetnity of tile CMnfederacy which we have
formed. If a just perception of muteal interest
shall permit us to peaceably pursue our separate
political career, my most earnest desire will then
have been fulfilled.
It was in furtherance of these accordant viowae of tho Congress and the Exeautire that I made

d choice of three discreet, able and distingulshed
-citizens, who repaired to Washington. Aided by

a their cordial eioperatlon and that of the Secretary
of State, every effort compatible with self-respect
a ni the dignity of the Oonfederacy was exhausted

a before I allowed myself to yield to the convictior
a that the Government of the United States was de
te termined to s.tempt the conquest of this people
e and that our cherished hopes of peace wereeanob
t~ i tnamble.

On' the arrival of our Commissioners in Wash-
ington, on the fth of March, they postponed, at
the saggestion of a friendly intermediator, doing
more than giving informal notice of their arrival.
This was done witb a view to afford time to the
President of the United States, who had just been
inangurated, for the discharge of other pressoing
official duties, in the organization of his Adminine- t
tration, before engaging his attention in the object
of their mision.

It was not until the 12th of the month that they I
officially addressed the Secretary of State, in- i
forming him of the purpose of their arrival, and I
stating, in the language of their instruction. their t
wish to make to the Government of the United
States overtures for the opening of negotiations,
assuring the Government of the United States that
the President, Congress and people of the Confed- h
erate States honestly desired a peaceful solution
of these great questions--that it is neither their i
interest nor their wish to make any demand which
is not founded on the strictest principles of justice; d
nor to do any act to injure their late confederates.

To this communication no formal reply was re- a
ceived until the8th of April. During the interval,
the Commissioners had consented to waive all
questions of form, with the firm resolve to avoid I
warif possible ; they went so far even as to hold,
doriog that long period, unofficial intercourse I
through an intermediary, whose high position and r
character inspired the hope of success, and through a
whom constant assurances were received from the
Government of the United States, of peaceful in-
tentions, of its determination to evacouate Fort Sam-
ter; and, further, that no measure c'anging the
existiag status prejudicially to the Confederate
States was contemplated ; that in event of any
change in regard to Fort Pickens, notice would be I
given to the Commissionersa.

The crooked paths of diplomacy can scarcely a
fnrnish an example so wanting in courtesy, in can-
dor and directness as was the course of the United
States Government towards our Commissioners in r
Washington. For proof of this, I refen to the an-ie
nexed documents marked, taken in connection
with further facts, which I now proceed to relate :i a
Early in April the attention of the whole country
was attracted to extraordinary preparations for an r
exteasive military and naval expedition in New t
York andother Northern ports. These prepara-
tions commenced in secrecy, for an expedition
whose destination was concealed, and only became
known when nearly completed and on the th,6th
snd 7th of April, transports and vessels of war,
will troops, munitions and military supplies,
sailed from Northern ports bound Southward.

Alarmed by so extraordinary a demonstration,
the Commissioners requested the delivery of an
answer to their Official communication of the 12th 1
of March, and thereupon received, on the 8th of
April, a reply dated on the 15th of the previous
month, from which it appears that, daring the
whole interval whilst the Commissioners were re-
ceiving assurances calculated to inspire hope of
the success of their mission, the Secretary of State
and the President of the United States had already
determined to hold no intercourse with them what-
ever, to refuse even to listen to any proposals
they had to make, and had profited by the delay
created by their own assurances in order to pre-
pare secretly the means for effective hostile opera-
tions.

That these assarances were given has been vir-
tually confessed by the Government of the United
Statds, by its act of sending a messenger to Char-
leston to give notice of.its purpose to ue force if
opoosed in its intentions of supplying Fort Sumter.

No more striking proof of the absence ol good
faith in the clindence of the Government of the
United States towards the Confederacy can be re-
qoired, than is contained in the circumstances
which accompanied this notice.

According to the usual course of navigation, the
vessels composing the expected fleet, and designed
for the relief of Fort Sumter, might he looked for
in Charleston harbor on the 9th of April; yet,
with our Commissioners in Washington, detained
under assurances that noticeshould be given of any
military movement.

The notice was not addressed to them, but ames-
nenger was sent to Charleston to give notice to the
Governor of South Carolina, and the notice was so
given at a late hour on the 8th of April, the eve of
the very day on which the fleet might be expected
to arrive.

That this maneuver failed in its purpose,was not
the fault of those who controlled it. A heavy tem-
peat delayed the arrival of the expedition, and gave
time to the commander of our forces at Charleston
to ask and receive instructions of this Government.
Even then, under all the provocation incident to
the contemlptuous refusal to listen to our Commis-
sioners, and the treacherous course of the Govern-
meat of the United States, I was sincerely anxious
to avoid the effosion of blood, and directed a pro-
posal to be made to the commander of Fort Sum-
tee, who had avowed himself to be nearly out of
proviricons, that we would abstain from directing
our lire on Fort Sumter if he would promise to not
open fire on our forces unless first attacked. This
proposal was refused. Tile conclosion was, that
the design of the United States was to pilace the
besiegiing force at Charleston, between the simul-
taneous fire of the fleets. The fort should, of
coarse, at once he reduced. This order was exe-
cuted by Gen. Beauregard with skill and success,
which were naturally to be expected from the well.
known character of that gallant officer ; and altho'
the bombardment lasted some thirty-three hours,
our flag did not waive over thle battered walls until
after the appearance of the hostile fleet off Char-
leston.

Fortunately not a life was lost on our side, and
we were gratified in being prepared. Tile neces-
oity of a useless effusion of blood by the prudent
caution of the officers who commanded the fleet
in abstaining from the evidently futile effort to
enter the harbor for the relief of Major Anderson
was soared.

1 refer to tihe report of the Secretary of War and
the papers accompanying it, for further particulars
of this brilliant affair.

In this connection I cannot refrain from a well-
deserved tribute to the noble State the eminent
soldierly qualities of whose people were conspicu-
ously displayed. Tee people of Charleston for
months Ihad been irritated by the spectacle of a
fortress held within their principyl harbor as a
standing menace againsttheir peace and independ-
ence, built in part with their own money-its
custody confided with their long consent to an agent
who held no power over them other than such as
they had themselves delegated for their own bene-
fit-intended to be used by that agent for their
own protection against foreign attack. lHow it
was held out with persistent tenacity as means of
oltfence against them by the very Government
which they had established for their own protec-
tion, is well kiown. They had beleaguered it for
monthls and felt entire confidence in their power to
capture it, yet yielded to the requirements of
discipline, curbed their impatience, submitted
without cotmplaint to the unaccustomed hard-
ships, labors and privations of a protracted
siege, and when at length their patience was re-
lieved by the signal for attack and success had
crowned their steady and gallant conduct, even in
the very moment of triampl they evinced a chisval-
rous regard for the feelings of the brave but un-
ortunate offlicer who had been compelled to lower

his flag.
All toanifestations of exultation were checked

in his presence. Their comanindmg Geoeral, with
their cordiail approval anrd tle consent of Itis Gov-
ernment, refrilied front imposing lany terums that
would wound tie sensibiliiy if the commuarder of
the fort; ie was permitted to retire withl tIhe
honors of' war, to salutre his flag, ti depart freely
wit all his comernd, aind was escorted to the
vessel on which he oembar ed w it tihe lighest
norksi of respect irom tlhose against whom his
gunr had so recIntly been directed.

Not oinly droes eery event c-rniected wilt the
siege relect thle higihest honoir on Southl Carolina,
but the ['orlfterauee of her people and of this Gov-
erumernt Ilronl makinlg any i harsh use rf a victory
obtuilled nultce circumtances of such peculiar
provocation, attest, to the fullest ewxtelt, the ab-
sence ot any peurpose beyond securing their tran-
quility, and a sincuere desire to avoid the calamities
of war. . . .. .. . . .....

Scarcely had the President of the U•itred Staes
received intelligence of the failure- of tlhe scheme
wiich he devised r or tire reiforcement of Fort
Sumter, when he issued the deelaratnr of war
against this Confederacy, which has prompted ome
to conboke yu. In this extraordinary prodc:tion
that highl focletionary affect total ignorance of thel
existence of an independent. Govertment, which. ,
tossessing the entire and enth"siaroie devotion at
its people, is exercising its foncliotr without ques-.
tion over sevegnsovereig States--over more than
five millions if people, sad over a territory wilos
area exceeds 5u0,000 sqiare miles.

Apparently contradictory as are the te•m of
this ingular donument, one point was unmistakablyM
evident.

The President of the United States calls for an
army of 75,000 men, whose first service was to be
to capture oar forts. It was a plain declaration of
war, which I was not at liberty to disregard be-
cause of my knowledge that. under the Consitau
tion of the United Stategthe President was usurp
eBg a power panted exclusively to the Congre•s.
He is the sole organ of communication between
that country and foreign powers. The law of
nations did not permit me to question the author.
ity of the executive of a foreiga nation to declare
war against this Confederacy. Although I might
have retrained from taking active measures for
our defence, if the States of the Union had all
imitated the action of Virginia, North Carolina,
Arkansas, Kentucky, Tennessee and Missouri, by
denouncing it as an unconstitutlonal usurpation of
power to which they refuse to respond, I was not
at liberty to disregard the fact, that many of the
States seemed qaite content to submit to the exer-
cise of the powers assumed by the Peseident of the
United States, and were actively engaged in levy-
tag troops for the purpose indicated in the proc-
lamation. Deprived of the aid of Cengressat the
moment,I was under the necessity of confining my
action to a call on the States for volunteers for the
common defence, in accordance with the author-
ity youn bad confided to me before yeour adjourn-
ment.

Sdeemed it proper, frther, to issue a proclama-
tion inviting applications from persons disposed to
aid in our defence in private armed vessels on the
high seas, to the end that preparations might be
made for the immediate issue of letters of tmareo
and reprisal, which you alone, Bnder the Constit-
tion, have the power to grant.
