But for the fact that the people of Virginia
voted that the action of the Convention should be
referred to them for approval or rejection, no im-
pediment would exist to an immediate and uncon-
ditional union of Virginia with the Southern
Confederacy. As it is, the union is already ac-
complished, except in form. It has been made,
subject to the approval of the people at the gen-
eral election on the fourth Thursday of this month.
Little or no opposition will be made. Still, it is to
be regretted that Virginia did not do as all the
States of the Confederacy did, except Texas-that
is, vest in the Convention the final disposition of
the whole matter. If that had been done, Vir-
ginia might now be represented in the Southern
Congress at Montgomery.

But this alliance of Virginia, " offensive and de-
fensive," with the Confederate States, is an event
of great importance. It is a great point gained.
For all military purposes it amounts to the same
thing as if the State were fully incorporated into,
and a memberbf, the Southern Confederacy. Vir-
ginia and Maryland hold the key to the Abolition
Capital, and they can lock old Abe up there, or
drive him off, just as they may choose. Virginia
alone can put one hundred thousand brave fellows
in the field, who can drive the enemy from the soil
of Maryland, though he have double the numlber
of undrilled new Yankee recruits. Virginia and
Maryland command all the approaches to Wash-
ington City, and from all portions of the former
State volunteers are swarming towards the Poto-
mac like bees out of a Ihive. Old Abe. in the be-
ginning, started out to defend Washington City-
but unless he change his plans and keep open an
avenue of exit, so that he may easily escape, he
may wake up some fine morning and tid himself a
prisoner of war. It maybe only a few days before
he will be driven to the alternative of making
peace upon any terms the South may dictate, or of
seeking personal safety by a precipitate and igno-
minious fight.
