Having been officially notified by the public b
authorities of the State of Virginia that she had
withdrawn from the Union, and desired to maintain f
the closest political relations with us which it was a
possible at this time to establish, I commissioned
the Hon. Alex. H. Stephens, Vice-President of the
Confederate States, to represent this Government
at Richmond.

I am happy to inform yon that he has concluded
a Cunvention with the State of Virginia, by which h
that honored Commonwealth, so long and justly
disetingulsied among her sister States, and so dear f
to the hearts of thousands of her children in the d
Confederate States, has united her power and her t
fortunes with ours and become one of us. This I
Convention, together with the ordinance of Vir- d
ginia adopting the Provisional Constitution of the
Uonfederacy, will be laid before you for your con-
stitutional action. h

I have satisfactory assurances from other of our
late confederates that they are on the point of
adopting similar measures, and I cannotdoubt that
ere yon shall have been many weeks in session,
the whole of the slaveholding States of the late
Union will respond to the call of honor and affec- I
tion, and by uniting their fortunes with ours, pro-
mote our common interests and secure oar om-
mon safety.

In the TreasuryDepsrtment, regulations have
been devised and put into execution for carrying
out the policy indicated in your legislation, on the
subject of the navigation of the Iississippi river, I
as well as for the collection of the revenue on the
frontier,

Free transit has been secured for vessels and
merchandise passing through" the Confederate
States, and delay and inconvenience have been
avoided as far as possible.

In organizing the revenue service for the various
railways entering our territory, as fast as expe-
rience shall indicate the possibility of improve-
ment in these regulations, no effort will be spared I
to free commerce from all necessary embarrass-
ments and obstructions.

Under your act authorizing a loan, proposals
were isosued inviting subscriptions for five millions
of dollars, and the call was answered by the sub-
scription of eight millions by our own citizens, and
not a single bid was made under par.

The rapid development of the porpose of the
President of the United States to invade our soil,
capture our forts, blockade our ports, and wage
war against s,induoced me to direct that the entire
subscription should be accepted. It will now be-
come necessary to raise means to a much larger
amount to defray the expenses of maintaining our
independence and repellitg invasion.

I invite your special attention to this subject,
and the financial condition of the Government, with
the suggestion of ways and means for the supply
of the treasury, will be presented to you in a
separate communication.

To the Department of Justice you have confided
not only liv organization and sopervision of all
matters connected with the courts of juolice, but
tlso those connected with patents and with the
bureau of the public printing.

Since your adjournment all the courts, with the
exception of those of Iississippi and Texas, lhave
been organized by the appointment of marshals
an district attorneys, and are now prepared for the
exercise of their fanctions. In the two States jast
named the gentlemen conftirmed as judges declined
to accept the appointments, and no nominations
have yet been made to fill the vacancies.

I refer you to the report of the Attorney Gen-
eral, and concur in Iis recommendation for imme-
diate legislation, especially onthe subject of patent
rights. Early provision should be made to secure
to tihe subjects of foreign nations the full enjoy-
ment of their property in valuable inventions, and
to extend to our own citizens protection not only
for their own inventions, but for such as may have
been ssigned to them or may hereafter be as-
signed by persons not alien enemies.

The Patent Ofice business is much more exten-
t sive and important than had been anticipated. The

applications for patents, although confined under
the laws excluoively to citizens of our Confederacy,
already average seventy per month, showing the
necessity for the prompt organization of a bureao
of enatet.nt

ihe Secretary of War, in his report and accom-
panying documents, convoys full information con-
ceruing the forces, regular, volunteer, and pro-
visional, raised and called for nunder the several
acts of Congress-their organization and distribu-
tion; also, an account of the expenditures already
made, and the fthe f r estimates for thie ienalyear
ending on the 10th of Febroiary, 1862, rendered
necessary by recent events. m

I refer to ihe report, also, for a full hiotory of l
the occurrences in Charleston harbor, prior to, and oi
including the bomnbrdment and reduction of Fort a
Sumter, and of the measures subsequently taken ta
for commott defence on receiving the intelligence
of the declaration of wnor against us, made by the th
President of the United Stntes. eo

Two vessels20
have been purchasd and manned, the Sumter and
MeCtar, and are now beinng prepared for sea, at
New Orleans, with all piossible dispatch. Con-
tracts have also been made at that city, with two
different establishmenuts, fnr the casting of ord-
nance-caunon, shot and shell--with the view to
encourage tihe mannrfature of these articles,so in-
disp ensable for our defence, at as many points
within our territory as posnsible. I call your atten-
tion to the recommendation of the Secretary foro
the establishment of a magazine and laboratory
fnr the preparation of ordnance stores and tihe nec-
cesary appropriation reqntred for that purpose.
Hithberto such stores have been prepared at the t

navy yards, and no appropriation was made at
yeer last session for this object.

Tihe Secretary also calls attention to the fact
that no pirovision has been made for the payment
of invalid pensions to our ciltizcens. Many of these
persons are advanced in life--they tlave no means
of support--and by tile secession of these States
have been deprived of their claim against the Gov-
ernment of tihe United States.

I recommend the applropriartion of the sum neces-
sary to pay these ipenosioners, ns nelles tIneo of the
army, win,,se claim caa scarcely exceed $20,000
per ann•nm.
