ItO the •inuthern Confederacy, sooner or later, is a

neven0talmoat positively certain.

Thes, then, the South is already a unit. There
al no difference of opinion among us in regard to
the defence of the South against the approach of
the -Northern invader. As one man, the South
stands, presenting a united front and a defiant at-
titode to those who are so eagerly clamoring for
ourhbbjugationand disgrace.

The' folly of the Government at Washington, in
atfecting to treat this as a rebellion, finds no paral-
let in the past history of this land, or any other
uponthe surface of the globe. Rebellion, indeed!
,Every single State of the Union had the right to
determine for herself whether she would remain in
the Union or withdraw from it. If not expressly
" nominated in the bond," it was the universal on-
derstanding at the time the Constitution was
framed. The sovereignty of the States was never
nurrendered When the Federal pact was entered
into.. If SVoth Carolina 'alone had repudiated the
:Federal Government, there would have been no
rebellion insthe act.

But, Instead of South Carolina, here are ten
States which are out of the Union, and four ethers
whichh are out, to all intents and purposes. These
States cover the greater part of the territory oc-
copied by all the States, and comprise nearly one-
half of the whole population. To affect to con-
esider this as a " rebellion," and to treat twelve
millions of people as "rebels," is as absurd as it
is contemptible.

'set uo suppose that other States-some of the
Free States of the North-should determine to
withdraw from the Union, and resume their sover-
eignty, That would be "rebellion" also, we
suppose. Then other States yet might withdraw.
Still, it would be rebellion ! But suppose every

,one should withdraw. Suppose every State in the
Union should cease to send representatives to,
Washington, and cease to respect the Federal laws
in their limits-what then? Would Lincoln and
Seward still sit in the White House and claim to be
in.power, and decide that the whole people were
in rebellion? There would be no Government
then, anduno authority. The Government would
be more immaterial than the " shade of a name."
it 'TKlwuld be no Governrent at all, but the ghost of

a departed Government, flitting about among the
iruln of ih former habitation.

It is evident then that some limit must be fixed,
whereby the extent of a rebellion may be determ-teed, It is not rebellion if one State only secede
from the Union. Still less is it so when nearly one-
half of them, by a common impulse, throw off the
restraints of the central authority, and exercise
the rightproclaimed in the original Declaration of
Independence, to abolish and reject a Government
Swhich has become oppressive.

History furnishes no instance of a peaceful and

beneficent Government in, which there were half
as many antagonistic interests as there were in the
late Unoin ;.to say nothing of the radical differ-
-eideia between the two, sections in race, in educa-
-tiii, in social customs and laws, and in their views
Sof the ends for which Governments were con-ic stuted.

,Upon all other points the people of the South have
hid their differences and their disputes. We have
quarreled fiercely among ourselves, in past times,
overlocal and gederal elections. Party spirit has
rdn high, and party lines have been closely drawn.
Yet, at the first intimation of aggression upon us
from the North, the hatchet has been buried, and
the people of the South, oblivious of all past dis-
sensions, stand in serried ranks to meet the foe.
Is such a spectacle of so little importance and
grandeur as that it may be flippantly called a
rebellion?

Let not the North make any further calculations
of divisions in the South. Whatever differences of
opinion may have existed heretofore, have disap-
peared utterly; and but one sentiment, one im-
pulsa, one determination now animates us all.
We have the fairest land upon which the sun
shines, and a population invincible against the
world in arms. If the North refuses to believe
this, and is willing to pay the fearful cost of learn-
ing it, the South is ready for the onset.
