BEST JOE OF THE SEaSON.

The following, from the NewYork Herald, of the

2d inst., we consider decidedly the best joke of

this rather wondorful season:
IM[ILITA•o MOOVEMENTS AT TE SOUTII. - The

Southern journals say very little about the military
movements of the revolutionary party. Here we
Ihrve a free press, and hence we publi.eh everything
conoerisog the ntocemntcs of our troops that we coa
yet: but the Southern papers are existing under a
military censorship, and they are almost mute
with reference to what is going on in the Southern
States.
Eat we have no doubt whatever, from all the in-

formation we receive from private sources, which
is the only reliable intelligence these days, that the
most strenuous efforts are being made in the Sooth
to advance trooes towards the Potomac and the
vicinity of Washington, and we should not be sur-
prised if they had 50,000 men concentrated there
within a week or two. Gen. Scott should not be
deceived by the apparent quiet and calm in the
South. He should anticipate the movements of
the revolutionary leaders by taking some decisive
action at once in Maryland and Virginia.

" Here (in New York) we have a free press,"
etc., etc. Old man Bennett must have chuckled
grimly when he penned, or caused to be penned,
the foregoing paragraph. Notwithstanding his
advanced age, only a few days ago he was
hooted and pursued in the streets of New York by
an infuriate Abolition mob, and such violent de-
monstrations were made, that on the tollowing
morning the Herald was as violently Lincolnish in
its tendencies as it had been violently anti-Lincoln-
ish the previous morning ! But, they "have a free
press" in New York ! Of course they have ! Who
disputesit? They are "free" to lie about and
slander the people of the South, and they do so
with a freedom astonishing to witness. Whether
they are blessed with any other sort of freedom
would seem doubtful, judging from the recent esx-
perience of the chief editor of the Herald.
Eut, the editors of the Herald are altogether

mistaken when they impute the comparative silence
of the Southern press to " military censorship," or
to any kind of restraint whatever, save that which
true patriots exercise over themselves unasked, in
withholding important news from the common en-
emy. That is all-the beginning and the end.
Perhaps the value of the patriotic discretion we
have exercised down South, as a class, may be
made fully apparent st no remote day.
In the meantime, we suppose the " free press"

of New York ought to be congratulated on ac-
count of the unlimited freedom it enjoys. Our con-
gratulations are hereby tendered ; and if any of
them should happen to be strung up to a lamppost
for telling the plain, simple truth about the South,
we engage to become as sorry as we can.

Fount PENSoACOan.-The following extract is from
a private letter from a soldier at Pensacola to a
friend in this city, dated the fth :

We have erected two fortidfiations by our own
labor, and at present we are able to repel any at-
tack. The enemy could have taken the place be-
fore our arrival. The only communication we have
is by the railroad to iontgomery. Its loss would
have placed the army in the power of the Yan-
kees.

The blockade by seven large men-of-war is com-
plete and effeotilee. No ingress or egress is al-
lowed. Last night we put a lincher on the opera-
tions of the enemy. The ships on the outside which
intended to steam op when the attack was opened
have been made comparatively harmless on ac-
count of our sinking a large number of brigs,
schooners and barges, completely stopping up the
entrance to the harbor. This is a great point
gained, when we consider the guns on the ships,
numbering some four hundred of the largest
calibre. Now. they cannot get nearer than three
miles of us. With a clear channel they could have
pneppered as at half a mile distance.

We have been waiting for some l0-inch Colum-
binds and Armstrong guns, also heavy mortars,
etc.,from Charleston. The gap in the railroad
was closed on day before yesterday, and to-day's
train brought us the long expected material. It
will all be pat in place within a week or ten days
at farthest. While I am writing. 3000 men are
busily engaged in moving them off to their proper
places. Our success will be certain, though at-
tended with some loss. We can seethem working
every hour in the day at Fort Pickens. Their guns
are now pointed at the Navy Yard.
