It was announced on the flags that one of the ex-

pected vessels from Calcutta bad arrived at the

Balize. This is the ship Robert Herding, bringing

22,632 pieces of gunny cloth and 61,250 gunny bags.

Bagging sufficient to cover 130,000 ba es of cot-

ton. This is a mostvaluable arrival at this time,

though the market is rataer inactive at this mo-

ment. This cargo will pay keeping for a few

months, particularly as Kentuckians are prohibited

from sending bagging hither by dictator Lincoln.

There are two other vessels due fromCalcutta ;

one put into the Island of Mauritius, but she has

had sufficient time to reach here. This is the

Rowan Tree, a British vessel. The three vessels

have sufficient cloth to cover 360,000 bales cotton.
