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FANATICISM RUN MAD.

The following from the New York Evening Post,
of the 11th lst., proves incontestibly that Abolltion
fanaticism makes intelligent men fools, as well as
thieves and Cowards:

These braggarts, who talk as if they were in the
bahabit of eatting a Union man for hreakfast every day,
lose no time oin appealing for foreign help for their
bad canae. But they will not get it. Great Britanm
and France understaod very well tihat all the cotton
whlohthe South has to sell will be shipped from
loyal ports without their intervention. They know
that the planters cannot eat cotton, that they can-
not afford to keep it, and that New York, Philadel-
phia and Boston are excellent avenues tor tle sale
export of allthat l raised. They are not alarmed
about their cotton.
The Confederate States have asked for no

" foreign help." They have not appealed, nor are
they going to appeal, to "Great Britain and
France" for assistance. All they are going to aske
thoke Governments is for recognition, and that
they will obtain. So far as the North is concerned,
they feel fully confident of whipping Lincoln's
myrmidons wherever and whenever they have a
fair chance at them.
But, the Post's idea about the cotton crop find-

ing ite- way to a market, foreign or otherwise,
through"New York, Philadelphia and Boston,"
is en supremely rich that it convulses us with
laughter, and will cause a grim smile on the other
side of the water. Why, are you such fools as not
to know that such a contingency has already been
provided for; and that the planter, factor, con-
doctors and managers of railroads, shippers and
captains of steamboats, or controllers of any other
omeans of transportation, would be shot like mad-
dogs-and deservedly, too-and their property
coafcsated, lf they attempted to forward a bale of
cotton Northward, until tihe blockading squadrons
were withdrawn, peace declared, and the inde-
pendence of the Confederate States recognized?

We "cannot eat cotton," and don't intend to,
having plenty of substantial food to eat, and plenty
of clothing to wear, but we can keep our cotton
on the plintations, and there the new crop is going
to stay safely, accumulating in value, paying its
owners well for the detention, until those who
want it come for it, and take it away-bringing us
all we want to buy in exchange, and the balance
in gold. If the aforesaid " Great Britain and
France" don't want our cotton-won't trade with
us-won't allow us to fill their ships with profitable
cargoes of our cotton--it will be rather hard on us,
but we will accommodate ourselves to circum-
stances, and will cheerfully endure any privation,
any rain, any fate-even death itself, were death a
million fold more terrible than poor mortals
I4maginoe-sooner than live unrder the foul rule of
Abolitlondom. That is what we will not submit
to under any circumstances whatever.

If the New York Post will tell os the amount of
cotton the Yankee manufacturers have on hand,
we will tell the Post wlCn their manufactories will
become silent-desolate-deserted-when some
hundreds of millions of Invested capital will cease
to yield a dividend-will become valueless. Will
the Post vouchsafe the informatio n?

It makes little difference, however. The unre-
lieved liendishness manifested by the Abolitionists
towards the Southern people-amounting, in lan-
guage scarcely disguised in dubious phraseology--
to wholesale murder, violation of matrons and
maidens, to general conflagrations and universal
destruction-has b-rought forth its natural fruit,
and we are rejoiced at it, for it has prevented a
reconstruction of the old Union on any terms.

But, editors of the Post, you get no more cotton
from the South. If, after two or three years of
ruinous probation, you demonstrate that you are
making honest efforts to reform, we may let you
have a few bales--hbut not before.

About one mile north from Norfolk our camp
is pitched, and the wide, level field is white
with canvas tents and alive with offiers and
soldiers, engaged in all the multifarious occupal ions
which render military life, even in camp, anything
but an idle one. Whenever, during the short time
we have been here, the troops have been put
through regimental drill or dress parade, the ladies
somehow have managed to get wind of it and
flocked here in great numbers, many of them es-
corting their male friends to the ground, who would
otherwise probably fall of gaining ad mission. Yes-
terday was Sunday, and all the afternoon the
streets and alleys of our canvas-town were gay
with bonnets and petticoats, until twilight came
down. broke up the warlike exhibition of forming
and charging columns, and dispersed the soldiers
to their quarters.

Commodore Pendergrast experienced an exam-
ple of Southern vigilance and spirit a few days
ago, which must have been rather mortifying. He
is engaged, as the reader is probably aware, in en-
forcing the bloctade of the Virgionio ports.yet lie had
been in the habit of permitting tie regoular packe•R
between New York and Noroolk to transfer their
passengers and baggage to the lt1le steamer Win.
Selden, at Old Point Comfort, to be conveved to
the latter city. Tr was quite reasonable to suppose
that the Federal Commaneder had sorme otlier ob-
ject in view than to facilitate travel or to oblige
the people of Norfolk, and Gen. Gwynn soon be-

came satisfied that that object was nothing less
than to obtain information through spies of the
tilitary prelrastions here, and of other matters
pertaining tlhereto. Accordingly, when the Wm.
Helden steamed into the harbor, a few days ago,
she was quietly taken possession of by the military
authorities and tied up. Whether the Commodore

tornmeld and swore at all when he learned this
trifling circurnostance, deponent saith not, hut cer-
tain it in that lie sent a peremptory demanuod for the
immediate liberation of the vessel, to which Gen.
Gywon replied by politely requeting tile Commo-
dore to " come and take her." le has not corno

yet, ad as the vessel is a staunch, stong, fast-sail-
log little craft, it is possible that the (General
would not consent to give her up if he should
come.

I must give the Commodore credit for one act of
justice, which will not be likely to recommend him
to the fanatical Government he serves. Six negroes
disappeared recently from the fishery of a gentle-
lean i oi'Princess Ann county, and it was ascerraied

that they lhad been stolen and takeitonn board the
Quaker City, one if the vessels of the blockadimg
fleet. On Saturday last the owner, with two other
gentlemen, visited the flag-ship under a flag of
truce, and on learning their errand, t'endergrast

promptly ordered the negroes to be given up,
which nwas done.

Thie Portsmonth Transcript states that on Satur-
day last a side-wheel steamer fired a shell at the
fort on Craney Island, live miles below the city.
The missile exploded before reaching its target,
and of course did no harm. The compliment was

retprned, and a few exchanges followed, without
harm to the fort. Tlse hostile vessel soon turned
tail and fled. If the statement be true, it would
seem to indicate that more active operations than
a mere blockaide are resolved upon.
About one mile from our encampment is sta-

tioned the Alabama Regimeut, 1100 strong, under
Col. Withers. HIearing that a fatal accident had
occurred there last night, I went over this morning

and obtained the particulars from one of the offi-
cers. Lieut. Stores, of the Wetumpka Light
I Guards, started at a late hour to go outside the

lines, and to the challenge of the sentry replied.
