The latest European mailo bring innumerable
expreaoionsoof contempt and diasgut for Lincoln's
vacllatsing and ridiculous policy. From none of
the landing journals of the Old World can the Lin-
colettes obtain consolation. On all bands they are
tabooed . Even those who sympathize with the
FreeBStates havei no words of friendship to utter
in bebalf of LiUnoln's imbecile Administration-it
having a+k sO low that, although their prejudices
are agalnst the South, their self-respect will not
pei dt them to justify, much less praise it. Well
igay a leading Black Republican paper of the
North, after reading the European journals brought

article in a late London periodical, which is the
highest authority in the department to which it is
devoted. We allude to " Mitchell's Maritime Regis-
ter," an organ of the shipping interests of Great
Britain. The tone of the article unmistakably in-
dicates that the powers of England regard our free
trade system as decidedly appetizing. Says the
journal to which we have referred:

We were amongst the first to eassert our convic-tion that a great commercial question was really
the issue, between the North and South, and that
slavery was only the pretence under which that
question was advanced. The progress of events
has strengthened this conviction. Amongst the
very first acts of the Southern Convention were the
revision of the tariff and the opening of the naviga-
tion of the Msilssippl. These beneficial measures
have been followed by the expressed determination
'to open the Southern ports to the fags of all na-
tions. We may he quite sure that, come what
may, there will be no reversal of this saltary
poley. The diversion of even a portion of the
magnificent trade which has hitherto been mo-
nopolized by BoSton and New York to the ports of
the South, will give to the Confederate States a
commercial importance which they will never re-
sign, except upon a compulsion which will never
be brought to bear upon them. The problem,
then, ot the openingof the American coasting trade
is admittedly solved along the vast intercept be-
tweenthe northern limitsof North Carolina and the
western limits of Texas. The South, conscious of
the necessities of Its trade, has suddenly ltaken a
course which has atotslhed.the world and basfled
the anticipations of the most proreuod statesmen
and politicians of the West. Happily for the
South, and, we may add, for Europe, that course
has been in the direction of the liberation of her
marinime commerce. By this stroke of policy the
Southern States have at once conciliated the good-
will of the powerful nations with whom they have
tradal relations, and laid the foundation of qom-
metelal importance to which they have hitherto
been strangers.

Really, we lshould'nt be surprised if the English
were perfectly willing to do all our carrying trade
for us, and would tender ships in such numbers, of
selh capacity, and on such equitable terms, as
would enable ojto dispense with Yankee shippieg
altogether for all time to come. Indeed, we
should'nt be utterly astounded if France, Spain,
Rus•., Germany, etc., etc., all pitched in after
the sene trade at the same time.
"We yould like to know how much the Yankee

ishipping interest is worth. Then we would be
able to make an accurate estimate of Yankee
Abolitioneshipping interest losses I That is all.
Won't the Boston Advertiser supply the desired
infermation?
