" NOBODY HURT.I,

This is what the head of the " Goilla " Govern-
ment at Washington said in one of his speeches,
before he sneaked away from Philadelphia irgthr
night, disguised le a'" Scotch cap and long military
cloak." The general idea among a great rmmber
of people at the time was,, that an immense amount
of important interests were seriously injured, and
that the future threatened vrtal "hurts;" but
when the President elect assured them they were
altogether mistaken, and that, instead of being
"hurt," they were on the exact high road which
led to nuparalleled •ammercial amt industrial
greatness, they all threw up their bhat and shouted
-" Great is the Rail Splitter of ltlireis! " Whethes
they are of the samne mind now, •s they were -ai
the time referred to, it is not oar purpose tc'in-
quire in this article. We may be permitted 'to ob
setee, however, that as bankruptcy is the 'rtle,
'instead of being the exception, in the Nolthern
cries, that there are some ofw people in thosh
ocalities who would a•ckneowedge that they were

'badly "hart," werit it not for the far' that Lin
coln's armed AbeOtion hordes would •tdict sum
mary punishment upon any individuals'who dared
compltai because they hral been rained.
Somem ew we•ks agoLincoln's 'Gdvernment de-

sired to make a loan of some fourteen millions of
dollars. A mighty eifort was made; for the sake ol
appearances, to secure an immense'ember of bids
The Secretary of the treasury sent word to cona-
dential friends in New York that-na bids under 90
cents on the dollar wruld be accepted. Sub rosan,
tits was commua~ioted to the' manufacturers oa
New England, the ton men of Tennsylvania, etc.
and the consequence was that bis to the amount
of nearly thirty ni ions were prmsented, all undre
:the figure of nt•aht-four-and only three millions o:
the 'lona was taben at ninety-four, the banks •,
'Newt'ork taking $2,500,000:!ihe Lincoln journah
pqblished columns of jubilation about the patriot
ism-of the moneyed men oft:he North-the vast-
ness of their capital, and the readiness with which
they were prepared to respond to the requisitions
of their Government to the extent of hundreds of
mtiltions--and-assumed such airs that they even de-
,reived prominent English j•nrnals. But, the actual
tfacts soon leaked out, and'cre now as well known
on the other-aide of the water as they are on this
side.
In the meantime, the tontgomery Congress had

authorized a loan of fiftcen millions of dollars -
five millions of which were only called for at first
-but the -hole amount afterwards. Before the
time had elapsed, as advertised, for closing the
books of subscription fr the whole amount, they
were closed by a telegraphic dispatch from Secre-
tary. Itemminger, because more money than swas
needed had been subscribed, at par, anedl a .pre-
miuin, inusany instances!

This remarkable contrast between the high
credit of a new government, the fruit of revol-
tion, with•a prospective war on its bands-eom-
posed only of seven -overeign States-and the low
credit of the old Government, composed -of twen-
ty-seven States, with all the advantages of organ-
ization, and a regular army and navy- has pro-
duced a marked effect. People at the North and
abroad commenced enquiring how such things
could happen. We are very well satisfied with
the'result of those erquiries.

Lincoln's Government is now in the market ne-
gotiatinga nine million loan. The telegraphic dis-
patches, published-yesterday morning from New
York--let it not be forgotteh that the Northern
ends of the telegraph are under Abolition -surreil-
lance-state : " About $3,000,000 would be taken
at 04. The bulk of the loan will be treasury notes,
for which the Government will endreaor to.get
par."

This is the rich, the solvent, the monied Abesi-
tion Government of the North! only ahle to soel
one-third of its nine millions of bonds at sixteeos
per cent. discosnto! Driven out of the New York
market, for a small loan at a heavy discount, and
compelled to resort to the issuance of treasury
notes to prevent downright bankruptcy" This
resort to Lreaeary no ,.;l beo •on e.,oro dino.
trons than selling bonds at a ruinous discount; for
those who wil hbe compelled to .receive them, or
get nothing, will regulate their charges and con-
,tracts accordingly. Forced loans-and this is
nothing more'nor.lessthan a forced loan-are al-
ways destructive to the-Governments and countries
which employ them. Lincoln, Chase & Co., wonld
have made money by selling the remaining six
millionE ot bonda at thirty'-two per cent. discount,
for ready hard cash. The contractors, etc., who
mill be forced to take these notes will exact, one
way or another, a much •arger rate of discount
than that.

The expenses of Lincoln's Government are now
about one million dollars per day. His principal
source of revenue-duties upon imports-is well
nigh cut off, and is destined to still further curtail-
ment. From the 4th of last March to the 4th 6f
next March, Lincoln's Government will do aston-
ishingly well if it realizes twenty-six millions cus-
toms revenue. The way they are going on, their
actual expenses will be fully $300,000,000-to say
nothing of the frightful losses on the sale of their
bonds.
Lincoln must soon be in the field for another

loan. If he realizes GG1 for it, he will do well.
There is "nobody hurt," however ! Of course
not. If the Northern people can stand such a dis-
astrous pressure, it's none of our business. We are
getting along as well as we expected down South.

TALK ON 'OHANGE.

It was remarkably quiet on the flags yesterday.
There was some talk about the seizure of vessels
now in port,which have arrived since the thto inst.,
the date of the declaration of war. The seizures
are all in conformity to the rules of war : May 7,steamship Louisiana; this was a Philadelphia
concern. Ship Ironsides, returned in distress, re-
cleared yesterday for New York, cannot be detain-
ed. May 9, ship Express, owned in New Orleans;
ship Charles S. Pennell, now loaded with tobacco
for Sparn ; ship State of Maine, arrived on the 11th;
ship Charles A. Farwell, on the 13th; 14th, ship
Ariel, cleared in ballast, and escaped, owned by
some of the blackest kind of Republicans in the
State of Maine; 16th, ship Robert Harding; 17th,
ship American Union; 17th, ships Toulon and R.
D. Shepherd; 17th, ship Lemuel Dyer, owned in
part here; bark Chester and ship J. H. Jarvis
captured at sea. Ship Marathon : this vessel has
been changed very quick from the 'old defunct to
the British flag. Steam propeller Mobile : this
propeller can be used very advantageously in
Southern waters. She is owned in Philadelphia,
and was at Berwick's Bay a few days since. IIer
class-mate, the Louisiana, departed for Philadel.
phia in ballast about two weeks ago. It might be
well for our authorities to look after the Mobile.

Although it was remarkably quiet on the flags
generally yesterday, Carondelet street and envi-
rons were not alttgether deserted. The great in-
sigmia of Great Britain floated throughout the day
from the office of the representative in this em-
porium of tihe British Empire. Queen Victoria at-
tained her forty-second year yesterday, and as
usual, her subjects duly and feelingly remembered
the occasion. A happy coincidence w beserva-
ble as a passing event. The flag of Great-Britain
was waving, as it were, with the stars and bars of
the Confederated States from two different locali-
ties, though adjoining. They waved harmoniously
together.

There have been some talk about our citizens
giing away money, as it were, to Northern insur-ance companies foe ricks on lives. The followiong
remarks show that our citizenus are not covered
during the war. It will be well Ior our citiezens to
understand the true intent of their policies.- We
have no belief whatever in the system of life in-
surance. But to the point. We give the follow-ing, and add that we have local and home offices
which insure lives. Another question presents
itself: How much money has been paid to North-
ern offices for life insurance ? We never had, neverexpect to have, and don't care about having anyfaith in life insurances:
