A great truth is about to be told to the world.
A new light is about dawning upon Europe. Amighty fact, in clear andl unmistanablo proportions,
will soon compel its pathway throughout Christen-
domn; and then the statesmen, students, political
economists, merchants, manufacturers and bank-
ers will lift up their hands and wonder why it was
they never perceived it before.'

It is difficult to make the world reverse a long-
settled opinion. In fact, it cannotbe done by ordi.
nary means. But, in this instance, the sharp lanceof revolution will acconmplish the object. For a
long time the belief has been prevalent among
many of our own people that the North was the

7 rich section of the country, and the South the poor
section of the country-so poor, indeed, that she
could not get along without the patronage of the
North. We have controverted this false impres-
sion for years--produced facts and figures showing
the exact condition of things-and have, on more
than one occasion, been told that we were radi-
cally wrong by intelligent citizens of our own
State. Across the water-in England, especially-
the belief we have alluded to is so wide-spread
that it may be ternmed universal. All this the
Southern secession is about to set right, and the
New as well as the Old World will soon begin to
see through the spectacles of truth.

If the South was the poor country she has been
represented to be, the rich North would not now
be waging war upon her. She would be told to go
in peace, and take care of herself hereafter. The
contrary being the case, however-the North only
being rich and prosperous on account of the pa-
tronage of the South, the withdrawal of which
threatens her with ruin-a war of subjugation is
set on foot, to carry out which successfully scores
of thousands of lives and hundreds of millions of
money are to be sacrificed ! Were ever such sac.
rifices before made by a (so-called) rich country
to compel the trade of a poor country? HIistory
furnilshes no parallel.

That tile North will be comparatively ruined by
the Southern movemlent is amply demonstrated by
a letter from the New York correspondent of the
Cincinnati Enquirer, writing under date of 20th
inst" After referring to the spirit which seemed
to prevail, the correspondent asked "a leading
citizen what was the cause of New York having on
her such an extra military fever 7" That "leading
citizen " replied in this wise:

Her hread and butter is in imminent danger now
and hereafter.

GI'NPsOWDER tsor THEn SOvTus.-Apprehension has
been frerquently expressed, lest thie supply of powm-
lder at tle Sosuth mighlt prove inadequate to the de-

nandls of a protracted war. Thle apprehension,
we think, is groundless ; for, independent of what-
ever supply of tile manufactured aeticle, or of the
raw article material, iay now be on hand, tile
elementary substances of which gunpowder is
made can be extracted ill exhaustless anmount
from our own soil and forests. It is well known by
our older citizens that in early times the settlers
made their own powder from nmaterials easily ob-
talined. The numlerous caves in this region abound
in'nitrous earth, and in many of theml nitre lhas
been made in large quantities. If crude sulphate
cannot be obtained in suficient quantity ill our
cities, the sullshsirets of copper and iron in East
Tennessee can furnish an unlimited supply. Our
willow, linwood and other trees canl furnish the
best charcoal.

In this connection, we will state that an enter-
prise has already been set on foot, having in view
the production of gunpowder material. Messrs.
(. W. Iice, John F. Anderson and John D. Borin
have leased the celebrated Santa Cave, in Jackson
county, Ala., and are making extensive prepara-
tions for the production of nitre on a large scale.
It is also the intention of these gentlemen to ex-
tend their operations to include the manufacture
of plowder. This enterprise we regard as judicious,
patriotic, and, we doubt not, will prove highly re-
nlnuerative.

Tile powder mill near Nashville is inl vigorous
operation, and we expect to hear of many similar
establishments springing up magically throughout

Crescent-Sir: A certain train of ideas
having come to my mind, I have spread them on
paper and submit them to you, to nne an you
please. I am an old resident, identified with New
Orleans, and nothing moves me to this but the
good will I have for the place as a citizen.

A late Madrid paper (the liEoca) states that the
Spanish Government was about to favor the city
of Havana, by granting it the privilege of "En-
trep;t "- of entering for exportation, free of duty,
cotton and cotie of foreign production. This will
make Havana a great depot for RIio ctire. It
will also give our cotton planters another mnlaket
of s,,pportl to depend upon, besides their own ship-
ping pa'ts a market lwhere a stocki wilt always
he erinteined, dimrinishing that at home, and yet
not weighing on the markets of consumption.

'ris morve is agreat one for Iavana, at the same
time that it is a matter of congratalation for all
Southern commerce, for it inaugurates that liberal
policy on the part of Spain, which, if followed up,
in unison with ourselves, will bring out and de-
velop the resources of all Southern America, for
our mutual benefit. Let intelligent and practical
minds examine the question, and I believe they
will see that the aggrandizement of Havana anl
of New Orleans may be worked simultaneously,
and may be brouglit to promote the good of each
other. Through lhrana ned its Spanish mer-
chants, we can best reach the Spanlish Main, and
secure, under the most advantageous and favor-
able auspices, their trade as consumers of all tile
productions of the Misisissippi Valley. We would
contribute to the improvement and weliare of that
large Itortion of the American hemisphere, (yet
comparatively quiescent) and with which we
ought to be most closely allied. Commerce, the
refinements and blessings of a happy social coudi-
lion, the power of virtue and principle, are to
achieve thli victory.

Our
Chamber of Comnmerce might cone out onl the
field, and lead the onward march, naming a stand-
ing committee of their own members to study and
devise, and ever to be on the watch, jointly to
wtrk out with the course of time, and constantly
to be pulshing forward this glorious object. Sh

to have lor eooperation a corresponding committee
formed at Havana, composed of Spanish mer-
chants.
