It appears that an officer of the Pawnee notified
Col. Territt, the commander of our troop at
Alexandria, that the Northern army were coming,
s~nehosnerbrefnnow eirarrvial, andal all our troops
in the town had orders to leave. Terifit gotaway
safely with all his men.

The flying artillery and cavalry, from Washing-
ton, came by the chain bridge-the other trdops
were landed from steamers. Their landing was
well done. A spectator declares that the work
was one in silence and with remarknable speed.
He thinks the whole number were landed in five
minutes.

Our sentinels and pickets at the Long Bridge
fired on the steamers as they passed. All the
riflemen down the side of the river did the same.
We eo not know whether they succeeded in killing
any of the individuals on board.

The Yankee pickets were immediately posted
all around the city, to the distance of three miles.

After landing there was a good deal of row-
dyism. The New York men, particularly the Fire
Brigade, ran all over the city with their usual cry
of "Hi! Hi!"

The telegraph office was the first place seized.
Mr. Kates, the principal operator and manager,
had just time enouguh to gather up his instruments
and run around one corner as the villains rushed
in rat the door. Tire last heard from tihe office, the
Lincoln agents were busily exaoriniog the dis-
patches. They did not make a large haul, as only
two days' dispatches were left in the office, all the
others, dating for weeks and months back, had
been previously sent away to Richmond.

The telegraph office, we are happy to say, was
rendered completely useless for work. Nothing
was lelt but the key, which could not be wrenched
from the table.

iMr. Durnin, the junior operator, got the imple-
ments all safe in a buggy, and passed the pickets
at 2 o'clock. They are safe at Manassas Junction.

The Manassas Gap operators immediately de-
tached the wires to Alexandria, rendering it impos-
sible for the enemy to learn anything from the in-
terior.

Gen. Bonham has a fine force at Mhanassas-of
course, we decline stating their number-and that
gallant Carolinian telegraphs to a friend that he in-
tends to make a strong fight.

It appears that Capt. Ball. of the Fairfax cav-
alry, had told his command that the Federaltroops
would not be there until 8 o'clock, and a portion of
them laid down to sleep. The consequence was
that lortv of these soldiers were taken prisoners.

The Federal troops hurried on to the depot, but
the train, with Virginia troops and passengers,
moved away just in time to escape.

MANAssas ,JlucaTlo, May 26.-Persons arriving
here from Alexandria report that 12,000 Yankee
troops are stationed in and around the city.

The stores and business houses, with one or two
exceptions, are closed, and citizens are leaving as
fast possible.

The port is open, and steamers are making regu-
lar trips to and from Washington.

Telegraphic communication kept up with Wash-
ington.
