The flags were not crowed yesterday, nor was
there any excitement following the receipt of a
dispatch to Governor Moore, that the Mi-sissippi
was to be blockaded, which frightened citizen
Geddes so much that he telegraphed for the mail
boat which left yesterday morning for Mobile to
return. The blockade in the lakes is based on a
dispatch from the Commanding-General at Pensa-
cola, saying that two light-draught steamers had
been dispatched from the blockading squadron off
Pensacola to intercept tie Mobile boats. How did
the Commanding-General obtain this information,
is the question? Thiat is not of much import, but it
only servestorefresh our memory that months ago
we talked that some picayune gunhoat could
anchor off the eastern outlet of the Rigotets and
block the route. Fort Pike might as well be in
KIamchbatka for all use in plvention agaoinst a
blockade of the IRigolets.
The coast packet Creole arrived last evening,

and met with no interruption, She leaves at tile
usual hour this morning for Ocean Springs and in-
termediate landings. Grant's Pass and Dauphin
Island Paassmay be blockaded, but no conllirmation
of such movement on the part of the enemy was
received last evening. At any rate, Com. Robinson
says the Gips? will move to-day and run the
blockade at all events. It puzzles us to know how
Gen. Bragg should obtain information from the
enemy that Mississippi Sound was to be blockaded
yesterday, orto-day, or to-morrow, and communi-
cation with Mobile cease. A long totm on board the
Gipesy or Corypheus, with fifteen or twenty rlso-
lute seamen and volunteers would easily compel
any guonbat of .incoln's to scamper from Mlisis-
sippi Sound.
There was some talk about the European al-vices, bnt nothing 0t a decisive nature coold be

ascertained. The Asia is now due wil tile fo ll de-
tails for the week ending the 25th May. Tie po-
litical intelligence from the other side is more re-
garded at this moment than commercial or fimmn-
cial.

The " one-horse " bloackade at the mouth of the
Mississippi has full sway, and after Sunday next
there will be no egress, ingress being already
stopped. Three ships outward bound crossed Ihe
bar yesterday morning, and were graciously per-
mitted to proceed. There are eight vessels now
detained inside for want of water. If our fire ships
had been in readiness, the mouths of the Mississippi
could not have been closed by one or two Black
Republican cruisers.
