The War Spirit of the South.

We are permitted by a friend to publish the fer-
lowing extracts from a letter addressed to him by
a friend of his and ours, who lately left this city
for Virginia, to see the sights. The letter is dated
lynchbarg, May 31st :

Along the whole line of the road the utmost en-
thusiasm prevails, and it was well worth the trip
up along the road to see how thoroughly aroused
the people are. At every house and hamlet, men,women and children ran out in crowds to throw
bonnoets and wave hats and handkerchiefs at the
soldiers. No description I could give would afford
the slightest idea to one who has notyet sen these
things, how much of a unit the South i.

The Washington Artillery were eagerly looked
for all along the route, and they will meet with a
brilliant receptiron everywhere. Everybody has
heard of them, and want to see them. aine con-
firemcd.-Ed ] e stopped one day in tHuntaville,
Ala., the prettiest place I have ever been in. The
scenery an Virginia esrpames anything I ever ex-
pected, and the living is ahead of anything I ever
saw-- strawberries and cream in ahundance, andas much -milk as one can drink.
We passed some 10,00 troops- at Corinth, Miss.,

some fifty rmies east of Grand Junction. some of
the mroost aflieting scenes I ever witnessed were
the partings of the Missi ilppi troops and their
families and sweethearts Tt the various stations
along the Mis•i•sippi road. They are the wildest
net of boys I ever met, and can beat any Indians

It is said here that .ackson's brother has killed
some ifteen or twenty of the New York Zouaves
in revenge of his brother's death, by concealing
himself in the busles and undergrowth around
Alexandria, and pitking them off with his rifle
whenever the opportnity offers.

It is said that the oarylanders have a large num-
ber of arms buried in their State, and that as soon
as the U. 0. forces sos•ain a defeat, they will be
attaceld in the rear by the Maryland boys.

The ladies of this place (Lynchburg) are very
enthusiastic; and make ap uniforms for a whole
regiment at tie shortest notice. They have an
immense society room, with a couple of dozen
sewing machine~, and tnon out an altonishing
amount of woak every day.

The citizens here have made excellent provision
for their soldiers' families. A. large warehouse is-

filed with bacon, flour, sugar, etc., and every day
rations are issuedl to all families who are in need
o help.

ft does one good to see how these Virginia peo-
ple open their iearts and parses in the cause. It
seems to afford them pleasure to be able to assist
a soldier in any way, and do not look upon assist-
ance so rendered as a bore. The gentleman at
whose house we are staying has three sick sol-
diers in his house. and this house, as all others
in the-place, are open to similar sufferers.

Mr. Frank Higgins, makesa pretty good paper,
nevertheless, out of the materials athanL He
gives us the latest news, good and bad. Asregards
the first, crops and the mines are promising, and
people are paying, as well as promising to paytheir
debts. fhe U. S. troops have not lelt the Terri-
tory yet, although it is understood that the Mesilla
belongs to the Southern Confederacy; but there
appears to be no collision. The Quartermaster and
Commissary Departments at Fort Fillmore are in
funds, and are making disbursements. The people
do not object to receiving the coin of the United
'tates. A nsusl,er of persons from the mines and
new comers, have opened new ranches in the fertile
valley of the Mtimhres this season. Wheat, barley
and all crops are looking well, and the most san-
guine expectations.realized of large crops.

Mlining seems slill to he the leading topic, but
"prospecting" appears to take the lead of actual
results. Quartz rich in gold is represented as
abundant ; but quartz of gold appear to be scarce.
Silver mining, or ratherpreparation for it, is active
in the Organos mountains. An extensiveand com-
plete outfit of machinery is now on the read from
Port Lavaca for the Stephens Silver Mining Com-
pany. A company has been formed to work the
'Santa Susana silver mine, situated in the Organos
mountains. Col. Colt, of pistol fame, has gone into
mining extensively on these mountains. Ashebas
offered to kill for the Kaiser of the Republicans
North, his interest in the mines should be looked
after by the friends of ths Southern Confederacy.

The Indians are still troublesome and dangerous
in the Mesilla. They have broken up several
American settlements, and murder and rob where-
ever they have an opportunity. The San Pedro
valley has been abandoned by the settlers. The
Times gives details of recent Indian outrages in the
neighborhood of Stein's peak.

Nine men are missing, and it is feared have all
been massacred, although there exists a hope that
some of them are retained as prisoners. The sav-
ages inflicted upon some of their victims a horrible
torture, and exhibited a refinement of crueltyn•n-
paralleled in the catalogue of Indian barbarities.
