Edilaor-This section of country literally
swarms with flies--the common house-fly-which
appear in myriads wherever man shows his face,
unless it be on some broad expanse of water or
other place inaccessible to their tiny wings. Their
hosts hover in clouds over the dining tables of the
hotels and meat stalls in the markets; they buzz
tp from the leaves under our feet in the woods,
and thrust their impertinent bills into our faces
when we walks the streets of the town: bat chiefly
are they in their glory in this our encampment, and
particalarly do their countleass aiiliona strike us
with wonder when we open our eyes in the early
morning and find the canvas roofs and walls our
tents bIlack with them. The like of it, after a fall
of rain, I have never before seen. It needs no
morning reveille then to rouse the soldier from his
slumbers; the tickling sensations about the ears,
eyes, mouth, nose, etc., caused by the microscopic
feet and inquisitive suckers of an army numerous
as the sands of the sea-shore, will awaken a regi-
ment of men from innocent sleep to wide-awake
profanity more promptly than "the near beat of the
alarming drum," as we here have good reason to
know, from the experience of the last three or four
days. Flies are, individually, rather hlarmless than
otherwise, but collectively they are an intolerable
nuisance -as much so, almost, as mosquitoes. I
trust that in our new encampment, to which we
are about removing, their visits may be as few and
far between as they are along the breezy shores
of Lake Borgne and Pontchartrain. For several
days it has been' rumored in camp that we were
soon to pull up stakes and repitch our tents at
' Pig Point,' oit this side the James river, where
it debouches into Hampton IRoads, and almost ex-
actly opposite Newport's News, where the enemy
are entrenched in strong force. Early yesterday
morning I fancied that I could catch, through the
various sounds in our encampment, the distant
rnmble of artillery, seemingly so far away that the
direction could no more he guessed than if it were
sonme one striking heavy blows upon a mullled
drum under ground. Its frequent repetition and
thle evidence of other ears than my own, soon con-
vinced men,that I was not deceived, and the first
thing I heard on rearhoing Norfolk was that a heavy
cannonading had taken place iln te direction ;of
Pig Point, a-where a battely was erected some time
ago, and has since been strengthened and rendered
iuite efficient. Later in thie day I learned tile piar-
tculaors of this little brush, whlichl, likee thos at
have preceded it, seems to have resulted in not
nmclh more than a waste of powder, much idle
specnlation and some excitement. On the day
previous, the steamer 'Water Witch had been sur-
veying and taking soundings along the Sotuthern
slhore, and yesterday morning, at fifteen minutes
past S, she ran into the mouth of the river, and at
about the distance of one mile and a quarter, as
nearly as could be estimated by the person who
furnishes the report, colrmenced firing upon the
batteries both at Pig Point and Town Point. ier
challenge was piromptly answered, and after pannd-
ino away for nearly an hour, she mitlhdrew beyond
range of the batteries--to repair damages perhlaps.
The cannonadiug could be lteard so distinctly in
Norfolk and on Craney Island that the shots were
counted-seventy-nine in all, twenty-seven of which
were fired by our batteries and fifty-two by the
Water Witch. An officer in command of abattery
on Craney Island witnessed the affair with a tele-
scope, and he declares that aricochet ball, the last
one fired from the batteries, struck the steamer
while retiring from the combat, and that he dis-
tinctly noted the fact by the tremendous "list"
she gave as the ponderous missile crashed through
her oaken ribs. He may or may not be mistaken
as to thiat. Craney Island is five or six niles from
Pig Point, but she occupied a position between

, -at tir•.. •rma.ihngoaad telescope would
have brought her quoite plainly in view. The
officer was of opinion that he migl.t ossibly htave
pitched a shot into her himse:f with one oaI his big
guns, but he t ought it would be hardly fair, as it
was' none of his fight."

We received last night, directly from the scene of
action, an account of the damage inllicted pon tihe
batterlies, shiscilsimply naouoted to tile disabling
of one gun ands the promiscuous tumbling about of
certain quantities of sods, sand, etc., but inobody
hurt. The report, which was official to Col. Beau-
regard, did not state how the gun was disabled,
but I was informed that it was struck in the muzzle
by a hostile ball and broken. If that shot was not
accidental, it shows very fair artillery practice
but in thle matter at skill it was doubtless much the
same as the one fired by the Yankees at the Asoia
Creek battery the other day, which took off the
head of an unlucky chicken wandering about on the
beach. The Pig Point gunners declare thabtthey
struck the steamer certainly three times, and prob-
ably five or six, and that she got away in appa-
rently sore distress. The nuicmber ot shots fired was
rather greater, according to the report, than stated
by tile Craney Island spectator, many of them be-
ing from the steamer.

The order for a portion of our regiment to pro-
ceed to Pig Point, was received yesterday morn-
ing, and in a few hours the Montgomery Guards
had struck their tents, and were on tile march.
The Emmett Guards and the four companies of
Light (uards will probably follow to-day, and it is
expected that the remainder of the regiment will
soon be ordered to join tlhem. We shall have very
good water privileges when there--the James river
is front, the N ansemond on our left, and HIampton
IRonds on our right-thouagh those privileges may
be liable to a certain degree of curtailment by the
presence of hostile cruisers.

Capt. Nolan's company must have had a very
disagreeable march yesterday, for from about the
time they started the rain poured down in torrents
until night; and th - prospect this morning seems
to be that the other companies will fare no better,
but will have to perform the six or eight miles'
march with muddy, marshy roads under foot, and
pouring skies overhead. The campaigner most ex-
pect many such little inconveniences, and lie soon
becomes accustomed to and cares nothing for them,
provided tie can get enougl to eat and a dry sleep-
nlug place, which are not always to be had.

Another flag of truce gobs down to-day to Old
Point Comfort, for the purplose of transferring an-
other lot of nonscombatants, mainly women and
children, on their way to the North. These are the
last, it is said, that will be permitted to go, as the
Government at Richmond will issue no more pass-
ports to persons wishing to leave the State.

Levee streets, and kept in prison ever since, was
put upon trial for passing said counterfeits. The
first witness examined was Muller, the prosecutor.
The bogus gold coins being present in evidence, he
was asked how he knew them to be counterfeit.
He answered, because the very first person he of-
fered them to refused to take them. A second
witness was introduced, an officer of the Bank of
America, of high renown as a detector of counter-
felt silver and gold. The coins were submitted to
his inspection, one of them being clipped in two.
He pronounced them genuine coins, and said that
just such coins were received at the bank every
day.
District Attorney Reynolds was evidently moved

at the idea of an innocent man having been in
prison ever since January, and the Court used
some reproving language about the IRceorder com-
mnitting a tian without being sure that the coins
were actually counterfeit. The jury, without
quitting their seats, rendered a verdict of not
guilty, and Brown went his way rejoicing.

The counterfeits being restored to the astonished
Muller, he ventured to suppose that the bank
officer might have been mistaken in his judgment
of the coins. So he took them to a jeweler on
Royal street, who tested them with aquafortis.
The test showed them all to be counterfeits.
Muller came running back to Court, but two late-
Brown had been acquitted by the jiry, and nothing
more could be done with him. MIuller then went
to the bank, found the officer who had testified to
the genuiness of the coins, and offered to let him
have them for silver. The officer confessed that
he had made a slight mistake, and respectfully de-
cliucd oacepting the coins. And then bluller went
home, thinking, as he had reason to, that this is a
Sfunny sort of a world.

fBrown doubtless well knew the coins were coon-
te"rfei, ftor after being so nonesoetedi.' an, honor-
ably 'acuittted, io miczzled in a little less than no
time. Brown certainly has " a big thling on
Schneider."
