probable progress of events, and their natural

consequences. In these respects, the statesmen
and editors of England and France are better c

informed than the leaders and press of the North, a
unless the latter, which is most probably the case. ,
affect ignorance and practice duplicity, in order to
impose upon and deceive their own immediate
countrymen.

The principal
battles won during the war of 1776 were won by
Southerners, led on and directed by Wosmsotsts.-
The North never produced a general of ability,
save Benedict Arnold-Arnold. the traitor !---who
sought to betray Wosuitoros and tile revolution-

ary cause for gold! In the war of 1-12, nearly 3l
the tighting was done, and most of the victories
were gained, by Southern officers and troops.
