(,;diota e -- I-l receive with sincere pleasure the
assurance tliat tihe State of Maryland sympathizes
with the peolle of these States in their determined
vindicatidn of the right of self-government, and
that the pieople of Maryland "are enlisted with
their lwhole hearts on the side of reconciliation and
peace."

The people of these Confederate States, notwith-
standing their separation from their late sister,
have not ceased to feel a deep solicitude in her
welfare, and to hope that at no distant dat, a.
State, wshose people, habits and institutions are so
closely related and assimilated with theirs, will
seek to unite her fate and fortunes with those of
this Confederacy.

The Government of the Confederate States re-
ceive with respect tihe suggestion of the State of
Matryland, " that there should be a general eessa-
tio, of Iostilitieos niow impending until the meeting
af iongrees in lJuly next, in order that said body
smay, ii possible, arrange for an adjustment of ex-
isting troubles, by means of negotiation, rather
tha thie sword," but is at a lass hew to reply,
witlloit a repetition of the language it has used on
every possible occasion that has presented itself
since the establlishment of its independence.

In delerence to the State of Maryland, however,
it again asserts, in the most emphatic terms, that
its sincere anI earnest desire is for peace; that
whiilst tl UGovernmolent would readily entertain any
iproposition from the (Government of the United
