UNBLUSHINI lI.-lt.11EUIOOUS.

The Louisville Journal, erst-while a paper of re-
spectability, is becotolig as menmlacious and tn-
truthful as the most infamous among the leading
Abolition organs of the North. As it is published
in a slave State, and as it has derived all its conse-
quence from the patronage of slaveholdetl, we are
ford~r to consider the motives that govern its pol-
icy as infinitely more detestable, corrupt and vile,
than the motives which animate the (ireeleys,
Weeds, Raymonds, Webbs, etc., wltho have recton-
mended the cutting of levees and consesquont tnur-
ders, enroa ipation of slaves, the stirring up of s•r-
vile insurrections, and all the horrid incidents which
mark the course of a brutal and barharotus ear,,
unrelieved by the observance of any of the nusagen
of civilization.

In the Louisville .ournal, of the 1-th inst., a
lengthy editorial article leads oYa in this wise :

The disunioni leaders in the South, firliing that
the war is prnessibg with an almost ierualterable
weigiht upon the people there, and fearing that
they may, if left to their own refleetion'apuon ftIs,
rise up in rebellion against its continuance, are
publishing in regard to it the most sao!rdalnos fale-
hoods and misrepresentations that ever were il-
vented by enscrupulous tmen.

The above is false alike in statement and infer-
ence. There is not a particle of truth about it. It
is all unmixed untruth, no matter in what light it
may be viewed. The Southern people are a unit
in the prosecution of the present war to lhonorable
peace and absolute independence. There is no dis-
content of any hind among them. They have fall
confidence in their great and tpatriotic leaders, and
are prepared to submit cheerfully to whatever in-
conveniences and losses the circumstances of the
times may impose upon them. They counted the
cost carefully before they enforced the solemn act
of separation ; and it makes no difference to them,
so far as their struggle for liberty is concerned,
whether it costs them one hundred millions or one
thousand millions. They ree:uad the possession of
liberty-the inestimable heriage of fieemen e an
cheap at any price. They would willingly sacritice
their staple crops and wage a bloody nar for the
next ten years, before they would agree to a re-
construction of thle old Union on any terms what-
ever-even if the tAbolition hordes of the Ncrtil
would unanimously ratify any draft of a new Con-
stitution the South might present.

Then the Louisvillo Journal proceeds to stigma-
tize the Mobile Register, in terms alike bitter and
disgraceful to the utterer, on the ground that the
latter journal had said that "the armies of the
United States are invading tihe South for the
avowed purpose of putting instantly and indis-
criminately to death all theslaves who shalt fall into
their hands." We have been a regular reader of
the Register for a long time, and have never no-
ticed anything of the kind in its editorial columns.
The editors of that paper are fully competent to
take care of themselves. At all events they were
not very far from the mark, even if they did use
the language imputed to them. The New York
Tribune proposed " to spike the negroes." Unless
this means murdering them. we cannot make out.
what it does mean. The New York Courier and
Enquirer, Cincinnati Gazette, and numerous lead-
ing Abolition journals, proposed a great many
times, an strenuously insisted upon the proposi-
tion, that the levees of the Lower lIissisuippi
should be cut at night by Abolition enmissaries,
with the view of drowtning several hundred thou-
sand blacks and whites. We are not aware tllat
the Louisville Journal has ever charged that these
propositions were - as base, as infamous, as atro.

venamous description. As Major Anderson said ina reply to an interrogatory, we say: " Gen. Beau-
regard is a gentleman, and cannot lie." We once
If thought thus of the chief editor of the Louisville
Journal. We do not think so now.. Would that
we could!
But was Gen. Beauregard mistaken in regard to

this " booty and beauty" business? We think
not. The Westchester (Pa ) Democrat encouraged
a regiment of Pennsylvania ragamuflius to march
upon Maryland, by telling them that " the women
of Baltimore "here renowned for their tbeauty."
Another journal said that the "whole South wasu
full of beautiful women;" and another journal,
with more decency of language, but equal in
atrocity of sentiment, remarked: "None but the
brave deserve the fair." For these infernal utter-
ances no rebuke was heard throughout the realms
of Abolitionism! A large number of Abolition
journals, anticipating an easy subjugatioarof the
South, proposed to divide the property of private
citizens among the conquerors; the Abolition
