The New York Day Book, in reply to a BIlack
Republican cotemporary, sensibly observes:

We do not believe that one, two, or three o';

South. The war, if continued. mayr be kept usl for
years, with alternate defeats anti victories upon
hoth sides ; but we do not beli-ver and si'.d not
until we see it, that either halt of this col.ltry can
conquer the other half, We expect, th,'treoe, if
the Republican programme is carriat oct. t si:
" no parley with traitors untiltile Federal! flag
waves over every fort and 1e•oto-ilorse i: the
South," a war hose eost will inr, the hoty and
muscles of unborn generastions toiteed. e ex-
pect to see what is even wor0se thl'a !a ntiontll
debt-a military despotism in tei nFlae ct a lree
constitutional goveronment.

No possible nnmber of defr ts w` ever s:;
due the opposition at tile Osruth." we c•e,.n to .
reeonstruction of the old Union. or to s:bml:i:,ic:
to the North under anl eii•rmstaus,' es 'n c i,atsoorevs.
So far as that end or object is counterned s con-
templatod, the sooner it is put out of sight tihe et-
ter for all parties interested. To cnltivate that
idea is to stimulate the progress of war. csan age
and impoverishment-to place the Nortll and tlhe
ro'cth farther apart from easch other-and to make
the sections war against each other with a ss.eit of
unomitigated hatted, which, instead of satiating,
will, as it goes on, increase the mutual appetite
for bloodshed and devastation.

There are good men at thle North. Thecy may
te few in numbers, but they have showvr t•Sm-
selves strong in patriotic resolve. Their numbers
are increasing, and will continue to in rease as
long as the present wicked and unnat: al war is
waged against the South. They may do much
good to their section, and to the cause of irhmanity
generally, by enlarging upon tile patrirtic pro-
gramme they have hitherto advocated creditably
and zealously, which is that, instead of attempting
the hopeless tash of sohjoeating tihe south by fore
of arms, the North should recogniz" our ind'epend-
entexistence and enter into mutually advantageous
commereial treaties with us. It-.rh sections ni'llt
be benefitted by such an arraongement. while
neither can hope for nakht save irnjury froem a pro-
tracted war, only thar tile South will emere•e frotm
the conflict will a great advantage, even if accom-
panied by a heavy national debt. tlht of direct
trade with Europg--with imports corresponding to
her exports-which will compensate her for her
losses in a ten-fold ratio in.five years, while the
North is bound to meet all the disadvantages and
expenses of the war, in face of dimionished trade,
small manufactures and a loss of all the importing
business which previously depended upon the use
of Southern exports.

The South wars not upon the North. She has
nevef warred upon the North. She never will war
upon the North, save in her just defence, and in
the vindication of her inalienable right to self.gov.
ernment. The North is warring upon the South
for the purpose of subjugating and despoiling her,
all of which is in direct conflict with tile Declara-
tion of Independence. Here is simply-the issue
hetween the two sections : The North wars to sub-
jugate and ravage. The South wars to defend
and vindicate. The South will come out of tile
stroggle victoriously, and although she may suffer
serioudly in the interim, her independence, once
achieved, will speedily bring forth such results as
will repay her many times for the sacrifices she has
made.
Indeed, the " military despotism in the place of

a free constitutional Government," spoken of by
the Day Book, is already a stern, fixed fact, at the
North. The mob, or the milirary power, has su.
perseded civil authority. Libhrty of speech and
the press has been denied. The writ of habeas
corpus has been suspended by older of the Preoi-
dent. No man is safe in his own house from mili-
tary surveillan-e and arrest. Private letters and
dispatches are violated; and all the protection
law and constitutional Government have been sup-
posed to throw around the citizen are openly
trampled under foot by Lincoln and his myrmi-
dons. Well may the New York Day Book aptpre-
hend the worst of all despotisms--a military des-
potism-from the conduct of the people in author-
ity in its own section. It, and those who agree
with it, would do well to strike for the commonest
rights of freemen before it is too late. The hour
and the day may be at hand. If not properly em-ployed they may pass from their grasp forever.
They should s.tike at once nd vigorously.
