GE fTING LuESS BLOODTHRIRSTY.

The Abolitionists are becoming less and less
sanguinary as' the difficulties of the situation thicken
around ther'. At the commencement of the war
the blosodthizstiness they manifested would have
sickered, the stomach of an East India Sepoy or
a Gomatche Indian. They were as ferocious' as
wolves, as savage as hyenas, and as remorseless
as pirates. They declared a war of subjugation,
devastation, confiscation and emancipation; and
after they had hung, shot and putin chains or made
to laboa on the public works all Southerners who
had taken up arms in defence of their liberties and
firesides, even the children and wives and other
relatives of the non-combatants were to be so im-
poverished that the pangs of hunger should be seen
in their pinched cheeks and dire poverty in the
rags that covered their persons? This was the
unutterably horrid programme with which the Lin-
coln Abolitionists started out-a programme op-
posed to every rule of civilized warfare-and that
they would have prosecuted it ruthlessly to the
bitter end, if it had been in their power, there is
abundant reason to believe. No thanks to them
for the difference in the sentiments they now ex-
press.

When the proclamation of President Davis ap-
peared, informing the world that letters of marque
and reprisal would be issued by the proper officers
of the Confederate States. pursuant to an act of
Congress, the" Gorilla" Governomnt at Washing-
ton put forth a pronunciamiento that all persons
captured as privateersmen should be hung as pi-
rates-should be swung off at the yard-arid with
the leastpossible ceremony. Theprivateer Savan-
nah has been captured-the persons composing her
crew were put in irons-and the latest telegraphic
intelligence from New York is to the elect that
they are to be tried for piracy on the high seas.
If they are so tried they will undoubtedly be con-
victed, and if convicted they will be hung, unless
the fears of the Administration at Washington
compel the interposition of Executive clemency on
the part of Lincoln. We have no apprehension
that they will be executed; and if they are not.
the Lincoln Governmeat will neither merit praise
nor commendation of any sort. They would mur-
der, under the forms of law or othlerwise, if they
could do so with safety; but as they cannot-as
they know stern retaliation would certainly fol-
16w-thay will spare the liv^s of the privateersmen
of the Savannah. They had better act with these
men, and all other prisoners, in accordance with
the usages of citilized nations, for, if they do not,
the exactions of a just vengeance will be in the
proportion of ten to one.

As an evidence of the mild and merciful dispo-
sition the Abolitionists are lately assuming, we
quote the following from the New York World-
high authority in the realms of Abolitiondom.
Says the World:

It is understood that the Government has deci-
ded upon adopting a merciful course toward all
armed rebels made prisoners by our forces. Tie
war will be conducted on the most humane and
civilizedprinciples, and the hanging business will
not be commenced on our side. Even if there
were no better reason for such a course, it is cer-
tain that reprisals, in like manner, would he made
by the enemy, and the war would beronme one of
murderous externlination. If thle Secessionists
treat foully such of our men and ofliers as they
may capture, they wsill be dealt withl in the most
overwhelming and retributory manner.

No thanks to you, gentlemen of the World, for
your Christian disposition. WTe neither care for
your cruelty or your mercy. The wolf either runs
like a poltroon as he is, and as you are, or only
stops when he is fully gorged, as you neyer shall
be. We will neither tale your word, believe in
your honor, or repose confidence in your patriot-
ism, while we have a contempt for yonr courage
the language is inadequate to express. We know
you would torture and hang Southern prisoners, if
you dared; and we are also aware that you know
that the prisoners taken by the Confederate forces
will be treated honorably and hoianely, and that
none of them will be executed except in retalia-
tion for brutal murders on your part -a reprisal
procedure fully in accordance with the rules of
warfare. "Therefore, do not attempt to ' steal the
livery of heaven toserve the devil in."

TALK ON 'CHiANGE.

There are more merchants, traders and eitizens,-
generally, in our city at at this time than ever be-
fore known at this season of the year; conse-
quently, the gatherings on thie l•ag continue, from
day to day, well sustained. If there is no business
doing, it creates n,) wonder; for beyond furnish-
ing supplies for plantations, and a few shipments
of produce to the West Indies and some small mar-
kets, there has not been for decades of years any
operations at this period of the year. We have no
cotton for sale; relatively speaking, there is a
very light stock of sugar on the market. True, the
blockade above does cause some little interrup-
tion; but the effects are harndess, compared to
what they are in tile Western States. The city of
St. Louis is irretrievably ruined for the war. The
States of Illinois and Wisconsin are out-and-out
bankrupted. Indiana and Kentucky are fqllowing.

The European mails by the Africa, of the thi inu-
stant, came through yesterday. The Black RIe-
publicans are relaxing in their prohibitory mean
sures. Priv'ate advices from England are much
occupied with the great contest on this side. The
death of Count Cavour is regarded as is great Euro-
pean calamity; in what way it is to be so largrly
conceded, our correspondent does not say. Thie
blockade of the Southern ports does not appear to
alarm them on the other side, because-they are
aware it cannot be sustained. By the first of July
they will learn that Gen. Scott dare not move out
of Washington ('ity; that tincoln, Seward & ('o.
will be preparing to migrate ; if they should not
happen to be taken prisoners, so much the better
fior them: There was some talk that several car
loads of public records and archives were received
in Philadelphia a few diys since front Washington
Cty.
Contributions of cotton, sugar, wheat and other

productions continue to be made throughout the
South towards aiding antd sustaining tile Southern
Confederacy. From the liberality evinced and the
manner in which, cotton is being subsct ibed, the
Confederated Treasury will have control of one-
half of the present growing crop. The liberality
of tendering crops, on the part of planters and
others in Louisiana, is extending from %ay to day.
Among the last tenders, we have to notice that of
Capt. Levi Wilson, of the parish of iiapides, the
senior of the house of Wilson, Pomeroy ,t Co.,
factors of this city; Capt. Wilson, who was a
quarter of a century ago fiavorably known, :s cron-
nected with the great steambioat interests, tenders
as a loan to the Confederated States one hundred
bales of cotton and one hulndred hogsheads of
sugar, of his present growing crop. Itapides is a
wealthy and populous parish ; its planters are
proverbial for their high-toned generosity cand
liberality, and we expect lo have the pleasore of
recording many acts of a similar nature, as we now
have to talk about.

We observe that the appearance of tile enemy's
squadron on Mississippi Sound somewhat startles
tihe denizens of Jackson, Miss., and other interior
towns. The public prints of Mobile, of Tuesday,
notice tie movements of Suanday las' with some
surprise. What else could have been expected
from the great oversight of our authorities? They
gaRa X3:1,000 for.the Spanish steamer Marqelis deHabana (not the propeller Habana) and slle has
done no good? not a sliver of service has been
reallzed out nther as yet. The same lmoney would
have purehased five or six small propellers, oreven sailing schooners, which could have been
promptly fitted out, and doing good service on the
lakes at this time. It appears to be entirely over-
looked that the first great battle in defense of our
city (in the campaign of teil and 1i15) was fought
by. ptboats on the lakes, some carrying one andd three guns. It is not too late now to repair

fui•n•eglect, by purchasing three or four of tiresmall propelling togs now lying in the Mlissiasippiriver, but not by paying "Yankee " prices for
them. -These small tugs are just the things; they

,an bhe got into lakes Pontchartrain and Borgue

with ease.
The accounts from the cotton-growing sectionare favorable. In isolated places there is a want

of rain. Judging front appearances for the past

four or live days, the impresslon is, these wants
have been supplied.

We are grieved to say that we have lost the
whereabouts of our worthy friend, Col. Wrong, of

New York.
