In the" First General Order" of Major-General
Polk,-publebsd in yesterday's Crescent, there is
much admirable sentiment and sound political doc-
trine. Nothing that he says, however, is truer
than his declaration that " the Northern invasion
comes bringing with it a contempt for Constitu-
tional liberty, and the withering influence of the
infidelity of New England and Germany combined.

SIts success teoold de•-rice us of a fsutce."

Let ns see how much of truth there is in this
declaration of the venerable Bishop-for, although
itis a military order, wd cannot read it without
thinking of the sacerdotal character of its eminent
author. What would be the future, then, of the
a States of the South, if it were possible for them to
be conquered and subjugated by the barbarian
hordes of the North?

Leaving out of the account the false morality and
religions heresies to which allusion is made, it is
plain that in such an event the position of the South
would be one of utter degradation. Bad as it was
in the old Union, it would then be infinitely worse.
Bishop Polk says it would " deprive us of a future,"
but it would be worse than that. Just as death is
preferable to an existence made miserable by horri-
ble ttorures, so would it be better for us of the South
to have no future at all, than such a future as will
be in store for es if we ever again pass under the
Abolition yoke.

In the old Union we were annually plundered of
I our substance and deprived of the fruits of our
labors by tariffs, bounties, and special legislation
for the benefit of the North. What we have suf-
fered in that respect will be nothing to what we
will be compelled to endure if we ever again sub-
mit to the Northern majority. A war debt of im-
mense proportions will hang over the land, and
that debt we of the South will be made to pay.
We have too often shown that it was the produc-
tions of the South that kept up the national credit
and constituted the annual surplus wealth of the
country, to render it necessary to repeat the facts
and figures by which that conclusion is reached.
Here then, alone, if there wege no other reasons,
do we ind motive for resistance as long as a South-
ern man is left alive to defend Southern soil.

The North, in the old Union, had secure major-
ities in both houses of Congress, and it had the
numerical power to elect a President by a sec-
tional vote. For some years there were a few
Northern statesmen who refused to side with the
Abolitionists in carrying out their unholy purposes.
But where are they now? Either driven from
public life or, apostates to their former faith, in
open alliance with the enemy. In the event of re-
construction of the Union (we hate even to write the
word) there is scarcely in the whole North a single
man to whom we could look for sympathy or as-
sistance. Worse offthan ever before, nothing
would be left us but abject submission to every
kind of unfriendly legislation, and what is more
galling still, continued insult and contumely from
a people who know not how to respect either the
feelings or the rights of those they may have in
their power.

Fortunate, indeed, was it for the South that she
struck the blow when she did. We tremble to
think what would have been our condition after
one year of passive submission to the Abolition
despotism. Sooner or later, of course, the issue
had to be made; for it is impossible to suppose a
free people would have bowed their heads to the
tyranny for all time. But it would have been after
Abolitionism had insidiously gained a foothold in
every Southern State. The military stations of
the South would have been in possession of Aboli-
tion armies. Imported Abolitionists would have
filled all the offices. The struggle to be free would
have been infinitely greater and more costly than
it will now prove.

What our future would have been in the Aboli-
tion Union, as well as what it will be under our
own Government. it is easy to see. Submission on
the part of the South would have been dishonor
and rain. Resistance, ' till the last armed foe ex-
pires," was and is the highest obligation of every
man who is not a dastard and a craven. While
our subjugation, as is truly said, would " deprive
us of a future," except a future of shame and
slavery, our success will give us such a future as,
in after ages, will cover with imperishable renown
the names of the brave patriots who have inaugu-
rated, and are now accomplishing, our independ-
ence of Yankee despotism.

TALK ON 'OHAiG~ .

It was remarkably quiet on Carondelet street
yesterday.. Here and there might be seen two or
three old steadfasts cogitating on passing events.
Now and then an outsider would haul up and in-
quire'why the great battle in Virginia does not
come off, for which a very good reason can be
gived-the parties or belligerents are not ready.
The same question was propounded every hour
previous to the battle of Fort Sumter.

There has been some talk about a Convention of
Factors, to take into consideration the course that
planters should pursue in regard to their cotton.
The policy of sending it to market, as in regular
business seasons, it is thought, ought not to be fol-
lowed this season; that the cotton, after being
picked, ought to remain in the gin-houe uontil it is
wanted for market. This course wdil relieve many
planters of buying bagging and rope at present
advanced prices.
Some simple-minded folks have suggested that

an arrangement might be made with tne Northern
and foreign Goveruments, whereby vessels could
come in and take our cotton to market with-
out regard to the war and the blockade. People
that talk thus, or entertain such ideas, are certainly
candidates for the lunatic asylum. We hope our
authorities w.i pass an ordinancr for a number of
straight jackets for lolks that make such foolish
suggestions. We think these views had tbeir onrgio
outside of Naw Orleanrs; perhaps in NewYork. At
all events, not a bale of cotton should leave the
ports of the Confederated States until they are
recoguized. The South can stand the loss of one
entire crop of cotton without filachn ; we will go
farther, and say two :rops. As the great essential,
bagging or baling, is largely delicient, there not
being more in the South than will cover two mil-
lions aLd a halt balts, if no much, planters will do
well to consider that if England and Franccr desire
cotton they must send baunh t, cover it and
ships to take it away, racoglizing our indepen d-
ence in the interim. It is eound policy fr the
planters to hold back. A planter yesterday said,
he had baling ufllicient for half of his crop, which
he would bale and put in his shed, ready tfor the
first good offer; the balance of his pickings he
would store iu his gin-house. and await the resu t
of impending events. Also. that he secured sufti-
cient corn for the year; had lots of hugs and cat-
tie, and did not care a copper for Lincoln, Seward
& Ou. These remarks will apply to almost every
section of the great Southwest.

The telegraph from the Northern States, via
Louisville, brought another batch of stfit yester-
day, about ights and Confederate reveraes, which
carry deception on the face, as the lollows that
sent them asked to have them suppressed. The
belief is, that the secessionists in fissouri are
doing well, vdry well. These accounts do not
conse over t)' Louisville and Clncinmnat wires.

The Savannah Republican, after publishing the
Lt,. D. Russell's letter, dated New Orleans, May
25, doubts its authenticity. We can assuro the IRe-
publican that it is genuine. We received a copy
from the London Times, or a papelr called such.
The learned Mr. Russell has turncd up ju-t as we
pideted and talked of in April last. It is very
tottaunte for the Boston Club, of this ci!y, that he
did not extead his stay in Nesw Orleans for ten or
filteen days longer. The cellars and pantries of
the club rooml would have been depleted, " smiled
out." Some of the members think it was a happy
deliverance when he " vanmosed." The pre.ump-
tion is that many of his epistles are written after
post praosdlal enjoymenta.
The office of the committee for the aid of the

volunteer families was again crowded yesterday.
Itappeara the dependents on this committee are
increasing. It has been suggested that the com-
m4ttee should extend the time one day or more, as
thb crowd is very pressing during the hours of
payment. We have no doubt the committee would
willingly and cheerfully extend the time another

day, if our affluent citiaens would come forward
and aid the holy cause by increased subscriptions.
The talk is, that there are many citizens who have
only given tens instead of hundreds. A great many
thousands of dollars have been retained by the
holders thereof remaining at home this season.
The money that would have been spent in North-
ern cities cannot be more judiciously applied than
in subscribing to this volunteer, patriotic and
charitable fund.

Long before the usual hour for the close of busi-
ness the preparations for the funeral obsequies to
the lamented lieut. Col. Dreux were the purport of
remark. Some of the banks closed in advance of

the usual time. Stores and offices were generally
closed, and the afternoon given to mourning. For
