PILLr TO PrOMOTE EFIFICIENCY IN TIlE U. S. AuY. t
The following is the substance of a bill reported in
tile United States Senate and referred to a select
comnmittee:

The P'resident may retire, upon their own appli-
cation, oflicers who have served as such for forty
y'ors, srd are incapacitated, Iby reason of wounds
receivedt in tlei line ol duty, fronl sickness or ex-
poesre, florhl cay other iocidcnt of service, with
tle lpy proper and allowances fixed by lawe for
thle hlighest rank held by thlen at their retirement,
whether by regimental or staif comlmissions, and
the next oilicer in rank shall be promoted to the
ilace of the retired olficer, according to the rules
of tie service ned tile sare rules of promotion
shall be alpplied successively to the vacanrcies con-
seeient upon tihe retirement of an officer.

'Tce iresident, on thIe au rlication of noffirer
to be placed upon tire retired list, may, in his di-
