BE'NElncTIco: Of Tiune FL.tG Of TIl: FI•t:SCI L:-

ooN.-Last evening, the French Legion had their

flag consecrated, on Jackson Square, by thoe Most
Rev. Archbitalop Odin.

A richly arrangad pavilion, shading but not con-

cealing the Ja!;aan statue, and facing the Cathe-

dral, had been arnaog,:d for the benediction. The

flags of France, the Confedlerate Stutes, and the
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State of Louisiana, fluttered over thie pavilion, and
were tastefully comb'nl d in stacks around, whilst
festoons of ever-green and flowers swung all
around tilhe canopy. The carpeted dais was eleva
ted abovs tie tstatue railing, its rear resting against
the granite pedestal of the statue.

Long befolre the Legion arrived, the whole neigh-
borhood outside the square was densely crowded,ii
the galleries of the lP'ntclba Buildings and the
windows and elpolals f ,lhe ceort-houli es, (iorling
three sides of the square) being lit to break down
with ladies.

Shorly after 5 o'clock, the French Leg ion ap-
peared, some 000 strong, ilakieg a splendid ap-
pearance. They were all in tile French uniform of
red kepis, blue frsocks and red pants. They were
cormnanded by 

Mlljir .\:l Rchereau, and preceded
by Majar-(; ectral Leeis and stall, and many regi-
I mental and eoimpacy oficers of the dii'renet city

orga•;nzatimos, including eflliers of tile British
S(uard, the Gsaribaldi Legion, tile Slavonians, the
Cazadores, the Orleans gulard, the Ch:lsaesour and
other companlies too nunlerlos to menltion. We
shlould mention that the SBiohs Guard were out in
their handsome uniform of black, and hlad a place
in the procession with the Flrench Legion--this
C egiso being composed entirely ot French citizens,
who are all merely residents, and not citizens of
the Confederate States.

All things being in readiness (the Legion filling
two semi-circles in tile square) an avenue was
opened frocm the CathtcdrO door to the pavilion in
the center of the square. Throughl this avenue tile
Most Reverend Archbishop proceeded with his
priestly retince, and ascended the stand, around
which were seated tile Veterans of 11t-iC15, with
their timle-worn and tnttered flag. Madame
(;ueb;i, who was donor of the new flag to the
Fresch Leg on, and several lovely young ladies.
acting as god-mothers to thle flag, aisotpeeclied
seats on the stand. The Rev. Abbe Percrh'i opened
withll n oratiuen which stirred all heIrers. yOrce
himself a Flrench soldier, or.a chaplain il thile
french army, hic soul was in all he said, and all
thpse who were within lrachl ofi vii oice betrayed
the very h]igch-t leeling of warlike eathusiasoe.
When he concluded, tihe Ileg way slemlhly canse-
crated by ti•e Archbiihop. Alter tihe departure of
the Arclhbislop and his retinue, thie troops were
addrerc:ed by Mr. Ferdacndoz and Mr. I u'nett,both
veterans of lt13, andl their remlarks sihowld that
whilst their hiiad were grlay tahey felt I ice tile boys
they Bwreer ,; years ago. They were iimmensely
applauded.

AfterBwald, the Legion filed out of the square
and paraded throughi the priocipal st:rets, thle mul-
titrude lcrllawing thet:, only to be crowded iot of
nthe way by fresh multitudes who had not been at
the qiuare.

Ve muinht not forget to describe the ftl.g present-
ed t thile I.egi , ein, as it is, no empha;ica tlupe
i t!le tilie' aOane of the Ilcot aor~gcls t rgl ever

rmtae in this ccty. it reprcsents France alnd the
State of Lou iani:l. 'Tilee are the thirteeln tripes
of red, white and blue, repre cntig louisiana;
the upper corner next tilhe stall or "unrlioi,' is
icomposed of :hie tri-clor of France, in perpendie-
liar ebar, with a yellow r talr representing Louis-
iana in the c-ntral or white bar; and all three of
the b:rs are crossed hy a golden emlbroidery of
vines and letters, the latter spelling " Legion Fran-
ecise, N. I., 1,6 I. Tle Legion should be proud
of such a flag, ilst as New reileans should be
proud of her -' elch Legion.

Tur:esto THare TAIere ON A MIf :to Lrl.n.otr.-
Sonic three months sinece, a certain landlord, one of
those noble old fellows who would skin a flea for
is hide andi tallow, seized the etieta olf a poor wo-
man wleo owed hirm $20 rent. teItr husbhand is a
soldier at Pensacola, and she avers that before he
left the landlord promised him that.he would not
lash his wife for the rent wlilst lie was absent.
When the poor-swolmants elfects--a basket of crnach-
cry, a few coroiking utensis, a baby's chair, a few
pictures, any a few articles of old brhk:en-down
furniture, a wrerothed-looking lot, making about a
cart-lod, and not derstined to bring more than $20
at auctin- were stored by theConistable, his heart
was moved at her distress as well as at the land-
lord's meanness; so hie consoled thewomanbhytell-
ing her he would see what he could do for her.
He told the story to two able and ingeniots law-

yert, who at once voluntered their gratuitous
servires. He then impressed the landlord with tie
idea that he would have a hard time gaining hii
case, and so induced him to employ an expensive
lawyer and summons an unnecessarily large nunl-
her of witnesesses. The Constable and the two law-
yers for the woman resorted to every lawful ex-
pedient to stave off the trial, thus allowing the
costs to accumulate. One of the lawyers got him-
self allpointed curator ad hoe. for the woman's
absent husband, and obtained a delay of sixteen
days inl which to correspond witil him. The land-
lord's lawyer had a lawyer's timre of it in opposing
rules for this and that, filed for purposes or delay
by eounsel for defendant. At last the trial cautme
oil, and judgment of course was given for the land-
load. All possible delays were again resorted to,
to stave ,il tile sale of the furniture, and with such
ellect that when the sale does take pl.tce, it will
be sixt tsix days from the day of seizure.

The bill of costs, for serving citations upon the
landlord' a nmeroui wite•sses, appraiser's ex-
penses, taking inventory, labor in moving tIe fur-
niture, serving process verbal, drumming, adver-
ti-ing and storage--the latter item being :Ol, that
is, saxty-six days Etorage, at fifty cents per day-
will be over e71. Whilst the furniture will he
bught ill by friends to restore to the poor woman,
tihe lar:dord will get his ?20, but then he will have
to pay the balance, or rather all the costs, amnount-
leg t, $71. The Constable, having 31 left, will de-
duct only so nlich as was necessary to buy in the
furniture, say $20, and will then have left somte $10
to hand over as a gift to the woman with her furni-
ture. I;'nt tlhi a good thing ? The generosity of
the Contable and lawyers in this case is equaled
only by their ingenuity. The landlord, besides
losingrs above, will have to pay hislawayer
some $25 or 9O;0, that legal gentleman having
well earned his money. Total loss of the landlord,
about $100.

'htie audacious policemen found some thirty dar-
keys holding a society meeting in the elegant par-
lurs of the residence. The darkeys had lots of ale
and spruce beer, and were drinking the same at
intervals, out of cut-glass and silver goblets be-
longing to tihe house. As Mr. Baquie and family
were not known to be weakr in regard to the above
liquids, it was unmistakable that their glass and
silverware was being pressed to Africanic lips,
whilst their parlor furniture was gradually ac-
quiring an Ethiopian odor.

Of the crowd of darkeys there assembled nineteen
were captured--fifteen bucks and four wenches,
all belonging to respectable masters. They were
all slaves, and all had passes, money and jewelry.
And among the things captured by the police were
a printed constitution, certain written documents,
and a freslly begun set of minutes dated July 20th,
showing that the " Morning Star Benevolent Asso-
cioatio r' lre-oli;bg their regular society meet-
irgaJ

There was no fault as to the object of the meet-
ing; but as an assemblage of slaves is unlawful,
and as this assembly waglholding a session in Mc.
Baquie's parlors without Mr. Baquie's consent, the
police took them in. Those not arrested got oil'
by their practiced agility in scaling back fences.

FIIE.-A grocery at the COrner of Nayadesand
Clio streets caught fire at0 o'clock last evening and
did about $1000 damage before the firemen got it
under. As the grocer wscs absent, the fire was put
down to incendiarism.

ColiVN'a s INQUESTS.--An inquest was held on
Saturday on the body of an unknown man, found
in the river between Soraparu and First streets.
Verdict : " Accidentally drowned." Deceased
was about 3 feet 10 inches high, with dark hair,
and was entirely naked. Though not identilied, it
is almost certain that the body was that of Peter
Schmidt, a volunteer soldier belonging to the third
company of tihe Orleans Battalion of Artillerj,Wdsho
was drowned while bathing in front of Camp

An inquest was also held on the body of Ann
Beget, a free woman of color, aged 99 years. Ver-
dict: " Died of dropsy." Deceasd wat a native
of St. Dominlgo, and came here after the terrible

assacre in which so mnany of tile white inhabitlnts
of the island were destroyed, preferring esile,
with a few whites that escaped, to the rule of
butchers, though of her kind and color. The old
woman was full of reminiscences, and often told of
the St. Domingo revolution.

tinres, and I had to exchange him for another one.
One piece of shell struck my hat and turned it
round on my heal."

TIHE CAPrTIc:E OF SIIAItAoN'o B.tTTEcur.-The
Richmond Enquirer of the 25th says:
From hieutanant Warren Wilkles, of the Fourth

tegiment of South Caroclion.volunteers, who arrived
here yesterday in churce of the remaius of his
brotiher, Adjutant S. M. Wilkes, killed at Manassas,
we obtain the following particulars of the capture
of this celebrated biattery. The battery was
masked in a pine thicket, from which position it
opened a fire, at about ten minutes past s o'clock
inc the morning, upon Major White's battalion of
tile Fourth South Carolina tegiment, which main-
tained its ground until the Fourth Alabama and
Eleventh Virginia regiments came to its assistance.
The battle continued to increase in vigor and in-
tensity, and whilst rging most furiousloiy, our men
at this point finding they were being overwhelmed
in nunimbers, were about giving way in the center
of thi colcu. At tlis ceitical junct'e Ex-GCUvernor
Smlith, with hi; Forty-ninth Regiment of V'irginians
came to the rescue. Seizing a Confederate flag he
unfurled it to the breeze, and appealing to tne
troops in short, forcible terms, to rally to the res-
cue and make one gallant, linal charge with their
comrades in ;lemns and win the day, he put himself
at the head of the column, and followed by our
g'allant men, charged through several comrlanies of
sharp shooters stationed in the bushes and behind
fences, reached the terrible battery, anld amid a
blinding storml of " leaden rain and iron hail,"
cal"cicd it and turned tile pic'cs oi tile panic
solic-ii foi, . Not one mean of SihLeen.l's battery
was left to tell of its capture, and but four horses
recmain alive.

I saw a large, fine looking soldier to-day, who
participated in the bloody conllict ot Sunday. He
is on his way to New Orleans, where he resides,
having procured a furlough. lie had a very valu-
able grey overcoat, a costly vest, and a superior
silver time piece, whiclh he secured from the body
of a dead sldier. In tile vest pocket was a silver
qluarter dollar, all the money found, andia the coat
pocket was a piece of raw cotton saturated with
blood, which looked as if it had done good service
ill staunolling tie blood of some severe wound.
ThIis soldier was in a posilion near the " Pet Lamnb"
Zoalves, and says he never before witnessed such
ia lorrioying spectacle. They lay piled npon one
another, in some places, three or tour deap, and
were scattered over a space of some hallf acre or
more. The sight was too sickening for contenpla-
tlon. How terribly buit righteously has tile inva-
cion of Alexandria and tho nmurder of the patriot
Jlackson beren avenged.

Fromn Manasaso.

The trains which reached this eityyesterdayeve-
ning from Manassas bring rumors of strange and
tremendous import. (Gentlemen direct from the
late ,battle-field assure us that it is reported and
belive'd in the neighborhood of Manaase, that on
Tuesday the Federal troops, who had retreated tov
Alexandrian aftcr their defeat, fell to fighting
amongst themselves, and that, after great numbershad been rlain, the remainder took up their line of
march for Washington.

The rrnor which was current on our streets on aTuesday night, to the effect that the Long Bridge
aver the Potomac had been burned, was also re-
newed, and, in a measure, confirmed by the P-a.
nengers. They do not say whether the bridge 'had
heen.destroyed by the troops who had passed overin tlight, or by order of the U. S. anthorities, to
prevent their pasting. Whilst we cannot reposeimplicit confldence in these reports, we think they t
receive great color of truth from the vague sen-
tence of the telegraphic news from Washington, E
published in our ye,.terday'a sane: "Washington,
July 22--oon.--O r trolas, after gaining a great
victory on yesterday, were repulsed, and com-.
menced a retreat on Washington. After thip in.
formation was received last night from Centrevtlle,
a series of etents took place here in the highest
degree disastrous." What the series of events
were, we cannot certainly say,t hbt, taken in con-
nection with these rumors of wild flight, intestine
strife and the abandonment of our shore and the
destruction of the Long Bridge, this telegram re-
ceivea increased importance and significance.

In connection with the above, rmors also reach
no from Mfanaroas that the whole Federal force
have deserted the Virginia side of the Potomac,
and that the flag of the Southern Confederacy is
now floating ovar Alexandcia and Arlington. How-
ever this may be, we have reliable information
that Gen. Bcauregard at the head of a large col-
umn of troops, left Fairfax Court-house on yester-
day morning, and took upe his line of march for
Alexandria. [Plichmond Examiner, 25th.

They threw down their guns and madb tihe charge
witllh their brandished bowie knives. The Zouaves
at first seemed petrified milkf amazement. Then,
as ttheir ansailants knocked aside their bayonets and
fell upon tlem with their furious bladtes, they fairly
screamed with terror, and fled in the utmost con-
sternation. Tihey were nearly exterminated.

ancOTiER ACCOUNT OF TIE BULL RUN P FIHIT EY A

WAnsiINGTON ARTtILLErIST.-The Memphis Ava- I
lanche, of the 26th, has the following letter from a j
member of the Washington Artillery, to a sister 1
living in Memphis. The writer graphically describes i
the battle at Bull lIun:

cv v•lver,VI. A, V tJuly "0,11.

Dear Sistler Olicin--I suppose that ere this you
have heard of the fight we had wisthe Yankees
on the 18th inst. However, I will give you a cor-
rect history of it, or at least as near as l can. Our
battalirn (the New Orleans Washington Artillery)
were stationed on a small creek called Bull's Run,
live miles north of Matnassas Junction. On the
morning of the 17th couriers came running into our
camps, brioinging the information that the enemy
had taken Fairfax Court-house, and were advancing d
towards Manassas. We immediately left our tents I
standing, and went two miles turther down on the
same creek, to a ford where we thought the enenmy
would attempt to cross. Arriving at the ford we v
found the Seventeenth and Eighteenth Mlississippi t
Regiments awaiting the approach of the enemy.
We planted our battery of -seen guns, and waited
till morning, but the enemy did not come. About r
12 o'clock on the 18th, fLen. lBeauregard ordered
our guns to be removed to another tord one mile 1
above where we were. We lelt imncediately, and
had just reached the ford when the enemy com-
menced firing on our infantry. We only had five
regiments at this ford, and the enemy were between 1
fifteen and twenty thIousand strong. However, our
little force waded across the creek, pitched into
them and they immediately retired. It was not
long, however, before they rallied on another part
of lthe hill, and commenced firing on our artillery.

They were on a high hill behind some thick
trees, so that we could not see them; but our boys
guessed from the direction their balls came where
they were, so we commenced firing on them, and
they again letreated. They soon returned again,
and an incessant fire was kept up until about one
hundred rounds were fired, when the enemy re-
treated some three miles, leaving about one thonu-
sand tilled and wounded on the field. Our side
lost five killed and about forty wounded. Out of
this number there were six of our battalion
wounded, though none of them seriously. I an
one of tile number, which accounts for my being
here. A small ball passed through my upper lipt
on the left side, knocking out one of my lower and
one of ny upper teeth--also giving two o her front
teetth such a jO:r that I am fearful they will have to
be taken out.

I left tile samne evening of the fight, and came
here, where 1 will remain about a week, when I
will go hback and join our battalion.

I was ollired a discharge to go home, but Ican't
think of goiltg home while there is a live Yankee
to light on our soil :obesides I want to go back and
get satisfaction for the shot I received. It the shot
had strtucl mo two inches higlher, I would have
been a ' gone chiakon."

Brother was il a mile of the fight, but was not
in he ogagnigtont.

We oroe exicectiug another attack on the 19th,
but I have not heard whether there was one or
niot.

My wound is getting on very well--pains me but
littlb.

I hope "ou are all well-wish I could see you.
My love tI all.
