Mearnwhile the friends of
the membere of the regiment will be pleased to
leari thalt " ur Harry" ahnd his command iave
not been idle spectators daring the exciting events
of the past few dayn.

Our
second platoon, under command of Lieutenant Ad-
rian, ran a party of cavalry sonte distance towards
their lines. We were then ordered to deploy to-
words the left, and hold them in check lor rein-
foricements to prevent being outilanked on our left,
atid here we had the honor to open the ball and
receive te first fire.

ItlcOxto\o, July 27.-It is rumored here to-day

that the number of small arms captured at flan-
assas, including five thousand found in boxes in
the captured wagons, is between twenty and thirty
thousand. I fear, however, this is an exaggera-
tion. Every day adds to the conviction of the
completeness of onur grand victory, and to the im-
portance of its results.

We have captured--
1. Over sixty magnificent rifled cannon.
2. About one thousand wagons, of which at least

five hundred were loaded.
3. About fifteen hundred horses.
4. Supplies for a full campaign for fiftythousand

men.
5. Over twenty thousand stand of arms.
G. tEnormous quantities of knapsacks, haver-

sacks, pi.tols, blankets, belts, bayonets, accontre-
ments and clothing of all sorts.

In addition to all this, they have lost in killed,
wounded, missing and deserters, not less than fromi
rit een to twenty thousand men.

He was taken aboard, kitidly treated and conveyed
to the navy yard. He tells about tire same tale as
Boothby, who came over a week ago, and says
that Boothby's desertion was discovered about
twenty-four hours after he left.
