The telegraph tlforms us that Gen. Wise, ooms
manuing the Confederate ferees In Western Vir-
giniat has fallen back from the Kanawha valley
and established himself at LAwisburg. This looks
something IIke a retreat, and of course is disagree-
able information. But we have no doubt there
are sound reasons for it, though it may be difficult
for as, so far from the scene of action, to under.

But
for tit,. he woul d not have been in a position to
I Bse~earegard on the glorious field of Manassas,
and the fortunes of that day might have been
dl4fbrent. So, also, there were complaints that
our advance fell back upon Manassas at the ap-
proach of the enemy from Alexandria. But it is
now plain ttipt Beauregard knew what he was
about, and that our great victory is due to that
movement. We may rest assured that our com-
manding officers are doing what is for the best,
and we ought to give them our implicit confidence
Sand truet.

'Some are doubtful of Gen. Wise's ability to con-
doct a campaign, from the fact that he has nevertreceived a military education. But be has with

hri that accomplished soldier, Gen. Henleogeen--
a man who understands the art of war, both from
study and from constant practice. The pluck,
1 dash and gallantry of Wise, seconded by the

militaryskil'and science of Henningsen, will make
the army of Western Virginia, for its numbers,
equal to any that we now have in the field.

We do not, of course, understand the reasons of
Wise's fallinghack, but our conjecture-and it is
only a conjetoure-is, that his object is to entice
the Federals under Gen. Cox to advance as far as
possible into Virginia, and thus afford Gen. Floyd
an opportunity of getting in their rear. We state
a fact already known to the enemy, when we say
thatFloyd has been for several week( past con-
centrating a large force at the court-house of Taze
well county, in Southwestern Virginia, and by this
tine he ought to be ready to move. Of this force
a heavy portion consists of cavalry-a very effect-
ive arms of the service, anA especially effective in
mountainous regions like Western Virginia. Now,
then, if Cox is induced to follow oup Wise until he
penetrates into Virginia a hundred or two miles
from the Ohio river, and in the meantime Floyd
advances from the Southtwest, and gets behind
him, it is plain that the Federal General will have
his force cut to pieces. He would have Wieo in
his front, and he would have that which old Scott
has always so much dreaded, " a fire in the rear."
Between the two, he would be ground up like corn
between the upper and the nether millstone.

Nor is Wise's army sufficiently strong to make a
stand against Cox. He has only four thousand
men,and his adversary has ten or twelve thousand,
ppsted all along the Kanawha river. Besides this,
to say nothing of reserves, Wise is in that part of
Virginia where there are resident traitors, who
are ready:to sacritlee him, just as they sacrificed
the brave Garnett in the northwest, by pointing
out all the mountain passes and points of military
strength.

It is not to be expected that civilians, so far dis-
tant, should understand the movements of our
Generals, and it is natural that anything that looks
like a retreat should be received with dissatisfac-
tion But we maut reflect that our commanders
know what is best much better than we do; and it
is of advantage to them that we exhibit entire con-
fidence and trust in the wisdom of the steps they
foeel lled upon to take. Thus far, no one can
reasonably complain of the results of the war, to
the Southern cause. The same wisdom which has
guided our armies in the past will guide them in
the future, and the results, so glorious up to this
time, will be still more so unto the end.nme, win ne sBmt more so unto the end.

EXPORT DUTY ON COTTON.

The New York Times has conceived a notabh
scheme for punishing England for her suppose
sympathy with the Southern Confederacy. Tb
proposition is for the " United States" to lay a
export duty on cotton of ten cents a pound ! Thi
of course, amounts to a prohibition. The Eoglis
manufacturer could not afford to pay it, and mah
any profit; and if the planter had to pay, it h
would at once stop making cotton altogether. TI
Times does not say so, but we suppose the idea
that the duty is to be taken off whenever Europ
is sufficiently humbled, retradts all expressions ,
friendliness to the South, and bows in submissio
to the great North.

The Times talks as if the cotton belongs to th
North, and that section could dictate its own term
as to its exportation,. If this proposal is meant i
earnest, it is an exhibition of folly beyond any the
any other of the Northern fools ehas yet shown. i
the Times had been mindful of the little scrap c
wisdom embodied in the proverb' that " catchin,
is before hanging," it might have saved itself fror
making such a preposterous and ridiculous propc
sttion.

We only announce what is well understoo,
throughout the South, that not a bale of cottoi
goes across the oceau until we choose to send it
And we can keep it and accumulate it for liv
years or ten years, if circumstances should rende
it necessary. Nor will'it be sent to the cities. I
will be kept on the plantations where it was raised
and will be burned before a bale of it ever goe
into the possession of anybody or any nation no
friendly to.the Southern Confederacy. We wis
the Times and its party a good time of it, collect
toing that export duty of ten cents a pound on eel
ton. We think we see a Collector of that sort i
this city, collecting such a duty !

Surely, "the exstacy of madness" has seize-
upon the whole North, when a leading iourna
makes a proposition of this sort. If the Nordt
were not destined to fall in its military nndertak
ings, it would assuredly break down lunder the
heavy load of the folly and stupidity of those wht
are its leader.

Three
hundred thousand bushels of packing salt, the
stock now on hand, will go a great way toward,
curing three hundred thousand barrels of pork
which.quantity will cover more barrels than ws
have received here before in one year. As sal
can be manufactured to a large extent in thl
Southern Confederacy, it is unnecessary for con
sumers to submit to any extortionate prices. There
is some talk that a few dealers in coffee have
monopolized the stock of the berry in the market
and are compelling consumers to pay ftmine prices
say from 25 to 35 cents per pound. This is one ol
the vicissitudes of war. Tile South can subsist
without coffee. Rye will make a very good substih
tote, as it did during the war and interdiction ol
foreign trade in the years 1812 to 1815. The im-
pression is there will be no sufitring for the want
of the general necessaries of life. As for the lux.
uries, we shall endeavor to dispense with them,
and the country will not be any worse off this day
twelve months'aence by pursuing a course of ab-
stemioausness.
