A POOR EXCUSE.

The Yankees give as an excuse for not burying
their dead on the field of Manassas, that their flag
of truce was not recognized. This is a pilital eva-
isina, The flag was recognized, but the communi-
cation that accompanied it was not received, be-
obose itwas not properly and courteously directed.
There are certain rules of courtesy about things
of this sort, universally respected by civilized peo-
ple engaged in war, and it was a deliberate vio-
lattoe of these rules which caused Gen. Beauregard
to return the communication. In doing this, he
stood up for the honor of his flag in a manner for
which every Southerner will give him thanks.
In no instance has any officer of the Confederate

Government, civil or military, failed to give thefull and correct title to officers of the United
States with whom they had necessary communica-
tion. President Davis' letter to Lincoln, con-
cerning the privateer prisoners, was a signal in-
stance of this-a letter the answer to which, though
promised by Scott, has never yet been received.
And we predict it never will be. The silly affecta.
tionaof regarding the Confederate States as still
belonging to the Union, stands in the way of a
proper and respectful reply-and the poor fools,
sooner than surrender the point, are forced to the
miserable alternative of silence, knowing, too, that
we have in our possession two or three thousand
Federal prisoners that we are holding subject to
the rules of war.
We much suspect the Yankees had no particular

desire to bury their dead, or take care of their
iwounded, on the plains of Manassas; and will-
ingly left those things to be attended to by the
brave men they had gone into Virginia to kill. We
are not certain that Southern humanity has not
been carried too far in tenderly nursing and caring
far the wounded soldiers in the Federal Army wiho
came to devastate the soil of Virginia, and curry
aourilfpg into her households. But if it is an er-

tar, it is an error on the safe side-an error on the
side of humanity and Christianity. If the North
were not hopelessly insane and frantic on the sub-
ject of this war, such an exhibition ought to blunt
the edge of the ferocity with which these people
are thirating for Southerl blood.

Fronl Mtssourt.

Since the commencement of active operations in
Missorti, our news from the seat of war in that
State has been very meagre and unreliable. We
published, some time ago,.the fact that Gen. •fc-
Culloch had captured a body of Federals at
I Neosho, in the sonthwestern portion of the State,
and from a letter addressed to the Woodville

(Miss.) Republican we extract the following par-
ticulars of that affair, and of the subsequent defeat

Neosho, where, when he arrived, t he found the
enemy had moved on to attack Jackson north of
Carthage, leaving one hundred Dutchmen to guard
the plane; these he took prisoners without firing a
gun, and also two pieces of artillery, and one hun-

odred stand of arms; the same evening he took a
provision train and its guard of thrty men, making,
in all, one hundred and thirty prisoners. These he

f released after maning then tloe the oath not to
serve against the Confederacy, telling them, at the
same time, he had rather fight them than feed
them.

One significant feature in this affair was, that as
soon as the poor, terrified Datchmen found out that
they were 1not to be butchered, matny of them
prdoffered their services to McCulloeh, saying they
would as soon fight aon one side is the other, it they

Scould oni get their food and pay. Me('lloch
refned all, except hout a dozen, wihom he piut to
driving the captured wagons, and one or two that
the officers brought along as cokhs, ete. 'Th1•ey
are now with uso, and are ao happy nd cvntentedl
as need be. The others said they were glad to get
out of the service at any price, as they were tired
of the bosinoss.

In tile meantime, the Federa! troops, some two
thoisand str!eg, with a battery of artillery, moved
north of Cuartthage, and made an attackl ot Got.
Jackson ; tiey were repulsed and driven back.
Ilckson pursued them seven or eigilt moiles to

Cartharge--a running light all the day. At night,
after' making a feint ol fortifyintg Carthiage, the
Dutcht troops retreated, aud, by daylight, were
some twenty miles away in the direction of Spring-
field. Jackson could have taken tenm prisoners,
but had no bhaonets to make a charge. IHe was
only armed with sihot-guins, rifles, pistols and
scythe-blades, cut off and thandled.

SThe killed, in this battle, was twelve of Jack-
son's men, and about sixty dead of the enemy
were found on the road ; twenty-five bodies were
fonnd sunk in a deep pool. I think they lost many
more, as the people of Carthage said they moved
from there with three large wagons loaded with
the dead. Officers under Jackson have told me
that two hinadred was the supposed loss of the
enemy. This great difference in the loss is ac-
counted for in this way: the Dutchl troops were

f splendidly eqduiprped, and moved in solid phalanx,
with the precision of old European soldiers, cover-
ing their retreat in a masterly manner with their
artillery but whien they came to the use of the
long range hbarpo's and Min icrifles, with which

t they were armed. they failed, invariably over-
shouting. One incident connected witb tio taking
of Neosolo is worthy of mention, and that is con-
nected with the flag taken front the enemiy. TIhe
old venerated stars and stripes, wolen hiauleddown,
twas seized bly the ladies of Neosho, atl torn into

a thousand pieces--one of which I send to you, to
show you that one flag ltis been taken by our
troops. Tie 11atch officers had so oppressed the
citizens, that they had c-ote to despise evea the
stlars and striesl, whrich they fought under and
desecrated. They had kept tihem unrder the most
tyrannical strveiannce, not being allowed to go
into the country, dr vi-it a lady firind, without a
pass from tile IDutchl Captain. Tioau sdS Of Mtis-
sourians and families are all around heere in North-
ere Arkansas, odriveri off by the D)itclh and dboli-
tionisto--the latter call themselves Union men:.

THE ENvLSen FLEET IS rHIE GULF.---Perhaps
everybody does not know what a lormidable fleet
of British ships ef war are now occopying our
(lulf waters--lying right within striking distance of
Lincoln's blockaders, whem they are watching
with sleepless vigilance, and " evident anxiety to
pick a quarrel with on this blockade qeestion.
We have good authority for stating that the British
fleet of the Gulf, under Admiral Milue, numbers no
less than thirty-flve men-of-warn each carrying
heavy metal and equipped on a war fotilng. We
know, of course, that this arnmada is not here to
opnerate against the Confederacy. We know this
without the avowal of the British Government, and
every other authority, that its object is to oversee
and investigate the doings ot Lincoln's blhcknders.

Being opposed to the operations ,"f our enemnies,
the British fleet is necessarily in quasi, but as yet
inactive, alliance with us. It is in our waters as a
naval " corps of observation," and in force which
gives it power at any time to become " a corps of
operation." Here in our waters it will stay, await-
ing a possible, perhaps probab!e, momrent of action
when the British Goverlment nmay deem it neces-
sary to raise the blockade. Should the war not be
sooner concluded, we may expect that dering tile
latter part of next fall GrOeatBritain, and perhlsp
France, will offer to mediate. If the infatuated
North rejeeto prtpoeitlctms we may expect to hear
from the British fleet of the Gulf. The way it will
run off the Licolulite ships, and open our ports,
will be a caution to tyrants. [Mobile Advertiser.
