lewr O rlea n s B o y s A f ter a S u~mi cio n s C h a r a cter .
A Good Joke.

ED. Cpr2oserT-The delightful town of Coving-
ton, nosed alike for the loveliness of its fair inhab-
itants and the beauty of its woods and streams, is
picturesquely situated on the banks of the Bogue
Falaya, e pure, limpid stream, navigable up to the
town by small sized steamers, and some distance
above by schooners of all classes.
The schooner Sylohide. commanded by a well-

known, jovial, worthy son of the sea, had anchored
about the center of the stream, and was engaged
in taking in a cargo of oand for one of our sand
nerchants at the New Basin. For the benefit of' a
little pileasure trip, two of our worthy citizens,
well-known also in tile vicinity of the New liasin,
had trusted their fate in tLe hands of tihe aftore-
mentioned Captain, and were listlessly lounging
on the poop of the schooner, smoking, chatting
and enjoying the ibreezre. Thant peculiar affinity,
that invariably draws New Orleana boys together,
when away irom their own loved city, induced a
young man rwell known in the pnrlieua of the' new
Cuotom-ihise- and Canal street generally, to pay a
visit to the schooner, and enjoy, beneath the shady
awning, lire enviable siesta which seemed to be
there etitahiiched. lie was soon welcomed aboard
from the yawc, and finding in all hands aboard
some old childhood aenlunata ncr, was soon en-
gaged in ereniuicences and anecdotes of that
lhappy ptrit of every one's existence.

Laying at the wharf, a ihort distance above the
schooner, was a small,green-painted sloop, that had
attracted thie attention o the Captain and his two
fier:ns duricng the enitlo day previous. As well
from tile nature of tile cargo in was taking
aboard, (polatoea and peactlhe) as from the man-
ner in which they were storing it-packing it
carefully beneath the fore-castle, and'covering it
from sight with their blankets, bed-clothes and
other articles. It being the Opinion of the four
worlhies, that she was a suspicious craft, and her
crew being all Dutch, it was noon determined that
she should he made to prove hier honesty, or
" make tracks." Accordingly, the Canal street
boy, or " flogers," as we will call lim, went
aboard of her, and her crew being absent, com-
menced by toying a revolver in a conspicc us
place on the thwart beside him, and overhauling
the contents of the fore-castle in tihe most impo-
dent manner possible. The three Datehnien soon
mnade their appearance. and after a parley among
tlhemselves, seont one of ttheir number aboard.
ILogers put several pointed questions, as to the na-
tore and character of the sloop, and ffoally asked
for the Captain and owner.
He came aboard, and, after also going through

a catechism similar to the other, was asked if he
knew what the people of Covington thought of
tim. His answer was, that lie knew they thought
iim a suspicious lcharacter: whereupon, be wa,

blandly inlormed that the Sylphide was loading for
Ship Island, with sand, etc., and had a swivel gun
aboard, loaded with grape, which swivel ugo
Twoul be emptied upon his devoted vessel ii he
dared to pass her: and they would be gently lifted
out of their boots and landed on shore. "dem'd
moist, unpleasatt hodies." This piece of informa-
tiou took all the iittle starch out of the German
Captain that he had left, and with shaky nod un-
steady legs lie and his two men started np into
toiw, to bring his "'segulity" and get the relenas
of his vessel, which was promised, in the event
that lie proved his honesty. Ah soon as he was
out of sight, sphtting with laughter, the four
worthies followed him, and in about five minutes
they were discovered, followed at their heels by
about fifteen of the worst scared Dutchmen that
Covington ever saw, each one of whom protested
solemnly to the Captain's complete honesty, and
was willing to go security to any amount. There
being among thten some really reaponsible men,
the tour patriots, after a mock consultation among
themselves, agreed to release the sloop, but stated
that it was necessary to see the Captain of the
schooner first, who, by the by. was indulging in
the luxuer of a shave in the barber shop clone iy.
twe marched the Captain of the sloop in, and the

noble canomcander of the armed schooner, with
one-half ol his face clean as a new-born babe,
and the othler covered with the snowy application
of soap and water. stood up to receive himn. He
was duly informed that the Dutch Captain had
been put in the balances and not found wanting,
and that the swivel gun's services would not be
needed. The I)atchman's profhse explosion of
lanltks and protestations of affection were at this
junctire of aiffairs too ridiculous to be exlnlained.
The Captain, however, after remarking bhat all
was right, suggested that we should provide the
ttan with a paf, tas etlher armed schooners were
below, and he could never get out of thie river
alive itlhout crlt'h i dec-nment. Space preventC s
giviog this pass in fill; but il any oilther mortal
eyes have since looked upon it, they certainly have

ticdly placed on thle bows to receive it. Ultimate
newte Ii om tihe ratp ground, ilbout a iile below
Stowni, described the two men, poling the sloop atf the rate of about ten miles an hour and thie Cp.
taul standing on the bows with our pass iu his
hand. Verily, if a good big catfish had jumped
out lof the water before hini, there is no doubt that
e wou-ld ilhave presented that pass. Thus ended

the lrolic of one day. T.

BIollrl;re TOH WOItvtcI).-.-A Georgia gentleman,
whose son was wounded at the battle of Manassas,
say :

From him I learned that he received the wounds
in the early part of the engagement, in quick suc-
cession, not having been able to discharge his mus-
ket against the enemy more than once, and being
in thle act o reloading. A few feet from him lay
another, Oglethorpe,wounded in the breast. While
lying there helpless, they were approached by a
party of Yankees, who, after having given them
some water, stripped them of every thinlg valua-
ble. From his comrade they took a gold watch;
his watch, whieil is of silver, they returned to him,
saying that it was not worth mucl,. Thley also
took his letters, in one of which I bid ltilr not to
show hilmself a coward, but stand up like a man
for tile rights of tile South. The contents of thiat
letter will not pIlease them mueh. He was brought
to tile University of Virginia, which is converted
into a hospital, and ther he is the recipient of
every attentionl.

A Ylung l Georgan'• En pe•renee.

Among the individual experiences during the
great battle, with which the papers are filled and
which are still read with avidity, the following,
from a letter written by a Georgia boy to his
mother, is interesting and unassuming as any we
have yet seen:

As we were retiring, T stopped ito take a moith.
fill of mod--tcarerly coulmtd it he called water-my
month wan awfally hot and dry: jnst then I met
Capt. elcGro-ler, who, pointing to a clomp of
Inshe=, said, "Col. Gardner is wounded"'-the frst
I knew of it. I immediately went there, and there
lay oar gallant Colonel, with several men around
him. I threw down my musket took his wounded
leg in my arms, while the others nsupported his
body: it wa- then I saw our own beloved corn-
maulnder, our Cn. P.artnw, for the last time-very
soon after he received his death-wonnd.

We made all the haste we oould to get the Col.
onel on, as the enemy were advancing. Seeing our
regimentt retreat they supposed we were defeated,
and were pushing on rapidly, the balls still falling
around us. But when the enemy were only a littli
distance bhind ous, we being in the rear of our
regimert going up a steep hill, only able to ad-
vance slowly, the enemy opened a terrific fire. It
is amazing that we were not all cut to pieces, for
the balls paased between our very lege. Three of
ns stuck to the Colonel, but finding it impossible
to succeed in carrying him off, and his 

l
eg being

very painfn!, we stopped, after baving carried him
about a quarter of a mile, and laid him down in a
sort of gully, honting thus to be protected from
rendomo chops. Ills head was on my arm ;H edt,
of our company, and Banon, of the Rome Light
Guard, were the two men whlo were with me. The'
Colonel entreated them to leave him and try to re-
join the regiment and save their lives, (I had told
him I would remain with him) but they refaued
togo.

t firmly believe, if foand, that we would be
bayoneted. We had one gun ; the enemy about
sixty yards off--three regiments distinctly seen. I
told the Colonel I would oad it, and fight it out,
that we eight as well kill as many as pofsible. Do
not consider this any bravery on my part, the
vericot coward would have done the eame thing,
believing, as I dlid, that he must be killed. The
Colonel raid "No, if we keep quiet we might not
he olbsered." The enemy, in the meantime, com-
lng on in line of battle, one regiment came within
twenty feet of lts one man raised his rifle and
toole aim at osi, and I rained a white handkerchief
on the ramrod, and told them, 

" 
We seanendes,."

Thime officers then came up. I asked permission to
take the Colonel down the hill toa spring, where
we could get water. They said "certainly." We
did so, and sederal physicians came tup. They all
treated us honorably and as prisoners of war.
Never was I -more surprised; the physicians ex-
amined the Colonel's leg, had a litter brought for
him, gave s water, and in all respects treated as
with every kindness.

Several of our wounded were lying around, and
all of thlem received the same kind attentions.
They asked 0s if we did not know how utterly use-
less it was to attempt to resist that they l" could
sweep usl all way-that they had fifty thousand
men asn a reinforcement." At that time they felt
confident of a glorious victory. While there, the
balls and sht fronm our batteries tore away the
limbs of trees all around us, With the assistance
of one of their men, we got the Colonel to their
hospital--an old farm-honse-a quarter of a mile
distant.

We laid them under a tree in the shade. Their
wounded were being brought in in large numbers-
the whole yard was strewn with them, lying all
about in the shade. Tie old farm house appeared
to be their headquarters as well as hospital, and
we had not been there more than a halt hour be-
fore they began to prepare for a retreat, and then
ensuoed a e~ne of the wildest confusion. Buat we
had time to observe that their men are far better
eq ippled, i all respeuts, for a campaign than ours.

The wounded, believing they would asrely be
killed, begged earnestly not to be left. They or-
dered us to pat the Colonel on board and carry him
with taem, but he told them he would rather that
they should shoot him there than move him again,
and tried to persuade them to leave their wounded,
with their physicians to attend them, pledging his
word that if they would raise a yellow flasg not a
shot would be fired in that directon, and that their
wouoded should receive every attention, but their
confusion was too great to admit of their listening
to reason, At length, however, the Colonel per-
suaded them to leave some of their wounded, as
well as ours, and six of their men to attend them,
pledgingi hiimself that they should not be consid-
ered nor treated as prisoners, nor would ours; and
that iheir men should he returned as soon as possi-
ble. T thio tlhery consented.

Oar battelies were now beginning to open on
tlic hlose. Col. G. ordered a mwhite flag of some
sort to be raised. Our handkerchiefs were all too
bloody or soiled, so I took off a part of an under-
gatrmeut and tied it to a bedstead post, and ran upl
stairs, but loa-d no lpossible way of getting on the
house, and stuck it out of one of the windows. o
could distinctly see our battery-the halls cameSnearer. I expected momentarily to see the old house
knocked down. Tihe balls conltinued to whiz. I
went downt into the yard, and was convinced that
they did not see the flag. I jerked of mtoy blue
shirt, tced ty under slirt to a pole, and climbetd
the elhiuooey to an oat-house. It was very broad,
and firom our batteries loohed like an Oembankment.
Heidt was standing near the toot of tihe ciliotmey.
I sad nothing oil but my pants : while trying to
fasten tip the pole our batteries must have taken
toe for one of tihe enet y attempting to mount a
battery. The first thing I knew I heard a balluolu-
ino. It oetld not have Ctased more thatu three
t feet above me--it whizzed through the trees hbe-
youd. t was ratler scared. I then pout up another
foag out in tile field, which an soon as they observed1they ceased firing at the house,

The rest of the doay iP on hbusy unceasingly ind giviltg water to the wounded, and trying to fix up
their wounds the beat way I could. There was no
phlysician thoere--all had gone when the enemyfled. Mbly hano was is bluod'all day ; nothing butt blood. About every half hour I would go round
tie yard, give reach of them a drink of water-so
grlateful, poor fellows ! On one of my rounds o
found tithat two or three had died while I was awvay.
They were shlot in every conceivable place.
