as the fabric of a visioq. The patriotic planters of
hie South havedeterminednot to send their cotton
from their plantations. In the improbable-we
might just as well say impossible-event of a
Northern invasion, every bale of it will be given
to the flames, sooner than it shalt fall into thed hands of the enemy. It will thus be seen that the

cotton is absolutely and unconditionally within the
control of the producer.; and the North has no
more "say" about whether European nations
shall have it or shall not have it, than Timbuctoo
or Japan It is a matter entirely between the
cotton planter-and the purchaser across the ocean,
orhis agent in the Southern cities-and those pur-
chasers know funl-well the terms upon which, and
upon no other, the cotton will be removed from
the-plantations and delivered subject to their
order.

'At the'same time, let it be understood that it is
, from. 4o desire to take any unfair advantage of

Sthqle Who may need our cotton, or any disposition
to exact utreasonable terms, that we have takenI the position we have. Towards England, France,

and other transatlantic powers, we have none but
the friendliest feelings. We are willing and onx-bens to make liberal commercial treaties with them,
andto open our ports to their merchandise under
merely nominal rates of duty. Let it not be said
that we are taking advantage of circumstances to
wring from the supposed necessities of foreign
nations that which we do not consider ourselves as
entitled to of right. It ise alander upon the South
to say so. The Southn kis no favors-she simply
asks for what is right and just. It is not to em-
barrass Europe, but to checkmate the North, that
she takes her present position in regard to retton.
The right of selftdefence is a national as well as I
an individual right, and we are justified in employ-
ing every mode of self-defence that we can. Now,
then, if lr. Seward knows of any way by which t
he can rgdeem his promise made to Lord Lyons t
that England should have her usual supplies of
cotton in the usual time, the planters of the South I
would be much obliged to him if he would inform i
them what is bid programme. I.
