who are otlir them are against them; and every
man is expected to declare openly for the North ot
penalty of being annoyed and insulted. These
Brttish subjects, declaring that they feel unenas
for their personal safety, petition Lord Lyons that
he would cause to be placed in the harbor of New
York one or more vessels of war bearing the Brit
lah flag, "so as to give a sense of.security to many
who are now looking to the future with great anx
iety."

This is a fit illustration of Yankee humbug and
hypocrisy. Nowhere on earth have people been
more clamorous for free speech, freedom of opin
ion, a free preps, free " niggers," free soil, free
love, and everything else that had the prefix "free"
to it. And yet nowhere else is there such abso-
Iute.slavery, physical and moral.

These momorialiats are not natives of England
naturalized ti this country, but bona fide British
subjects, owing no allegiance to this country or its
rulers, but subjects of the Queen. By the procla-
imation of their Sovereign they are bound to be
neutral as respects this quarrel between the North
and South, and their inclination no doubt accords
with their duty. We venture to say no intelligent
Englishman, a subject of Her Majesty, has violated
this neutrality, by word or deed, in any section of
theecountry, since the Queen's proclamation was
issned. But it is precisely this which the New
YorkAbolitionistswill not allow. They will not
permit any man to be neutral, even though he be
a British subject. People of all sorts are corn-
pelled, by threats of injury to their property, to
hoist the United States flag on their houses. They
are forced to break their silence and declare for
"the Union," oven when they have no hostility to
the Union. They are not allowed to be silent-
they are compelled to speak out, but to speak
only on one side of the question. No man, citizen
or not, ought to be subjected to this duress-but,
in the case of a British subject, it is, in fact,
forcing a man, by threats of personal violence, to
do that which he is expressly forbidden to do by
the Sovereign to whom he owes allegiance.

No wonder, dhen, this remonstrance comes iup
from these gentlemen. They declare, in their ad-
dress to Lord Lyotns, that " any person not warmly
approving the justice of this war of the North
against the South is condemned as an enemy to the
North, and is consequently subjected to much
obloquy." "'Many of us," they continue," have
been in groat dread that, in case of disaster to the
arms of the North, our lives and properties would
'be endangered by tumultuous assemblages of the
people, despising all law and wreaking vengeance
on the suspected."

Such is the "free" North! This is the land
which bemoans the slavary of the Sooth, and pro-
claims itself the only free country on earth.

Nor is this intolerance confined to the lower
classes of society. In proof of it, the Address
quotes from a report of the proceedings of the
Usiion Defence Committee of New York, an orgau-
ization composed of lending citizens. Gen. Wet-
more said, " For his part he held that any man
that would counsel anythlig but the utter sub-
jection of the rebels should be ib,smediaely talt
and hanged." MIr. Moses H. Grinnel said, "No
longer than IMonday last he was speaking to one
of thesecessionists ; he was a man six feet three
inches high, and he told him what Ihe meant, that
if he were strong enough he would take and hang
him up to the nearest lamp post." If this is the
sentiment of the leaders-of men who claim to be
gentlemen and Christians-what may we expect ot
the roughs and ragamnffins, stimulated by the
worst passions of the human heart?

These are the people who assume to lay down
the law to the South in matters of morals and
politics. We could learn, with equal profit, from
the wild savages of the West, or the barbarians
and cannibals of the Pacific. Satisfactory as may
be the reflection that we have forever dissolved
our political association with them, it is painful to
know that there are, in the lull blaze of the civili-
,ation of the nineteenth century, creatures who
