Treasury notes were made
available for the payment of duties, and as they
can be bought for less than par, the consequence
is all duties are paid with them. The merchantc who owes a thousand dollars for duties will not

pay the thousand dollars in gold when he can go
-into Wall street and buy for nine hundred and fifty
dollars a thousand dollars worth of Treasury notes,
u good for a thousand dollars at the Custom House.
d Thus the Government receives, instead of money,

its own promises to pay. So hard up, indeed, has
it become for a little ready cash, it has been dodg-
ing around among the banks of New York, Phila-
delphia and Boston, begging for a couple of mil-
lions or so, "just to keep the taste in its mouth,"
and giving in exchange therefor its 1. O. U. at
f sixty days.

How it will bI when they go into market for the
h five hundred millions required by old Abe to carry

As if conscious that the chances were rather

per annum. As money, in various countries of
Europe, is worth only three or four per cent., it is
thought Belmont would have no trouble in getting
the loan taken, and would soon come back with
his pockets weigbed down with foreign gold. But,
unfortunately for Abraham, the news of his routat Manassas goes across at Belmont's heels. That
eminent financier will scarcely get his first dinner
abroad before all Europe will ring with thu news
of our splendid Southern victory. Even had there
been no such victory, the shrewd capitalists of
Europe would have considered that it must be a
rebellion of some importance that required four
hundred thousand men and five hundred millions
of dollars to " crush out"--and, it is likely, would
have been suspicious of a loan to a Government
offering so high a rate of interest. Recollecting
that the same Government, a few years ago, was
so flush of money that it paid sixteen per cent.
premium for its bonds before they were due, the
fall in its credit, which compels it to now hawk
its bonds all over the world at seven percent.
interest, will not escape their notice. And then,
when, by reason of the victory at Manassas, it
becomes evident that the post-obit is worthless on
account of the failure of the entail, Mr. Belmont
Smay get his hundred millions, but we think we see
him doing it.

Willing as the people of the North are, to be
involved in a debt which would forever weigh
them down, the prospect is they will be savedt from their own folly simply because their credit,

TALK ON 'CHANGE.

There was not much talk yesterday. The flags
were almost deserted during the usual hours of
business. Here and there one or two connected
with the English trade were keen. They do not
seem to understand why Great Britain should not
have cotton if its Government send vessels for it.
Our trans-Atlantic cousins have yet to learn that

i there are two sides to be understood. It seems to
astound some of the agents of the English houses
that planters.can and will retain their cotton on
plantations. At this date last year we had re-
Seived at our levee 11t bales of new crop. This
season we should have received fully 1801 or 2000
bales. Picking is progressing rapidly on several
plantations. The cotton is housed without being
ginned. The scarcity of bagging and rope com-
pels this course to be followed, irrespective of the
intent not to send cotton to market until the
Southern Confederacy is recognized, it is also
important that we should receive large supplies of
bagging and rope. The supply of these articles
from Kentucky are cut short by the action of the
Black Republicans of that State. As this State is
hopelessly gone over to the Hessians, it behooves
the great South to look elsewhere for baling. Good
baling for bagging from Scotland can be laid down
in New Orleans at 10t@le. per yard, at about 5 t
et. duty, or say free of duty. Bale rope from Rus
sia can' be delivered at from T;@3o., and iron
hoops from England at about the same price; so
Kentucky and its factories can slide into the
meshes of Lincoln, Seward, Holt, Guthrie, & Co.-
a new firm recently branched out in old Kentucky.

The cotton season for 1860 and S•61 is drawing
to a close. We append the last return of the re-
ceipta at the port of Apalachicola. It will be ob-
served that the stock on hand at thbe close of last
month was 8546 bales--nearly 'as much as in our
market.

Picking has been commenced in Southwestern
Georgia, but the cotton will be retained on plauta-
tions, at least such appears to be the determinationr
of planters. The course recommended by the
factors of our city, with the ad!nirable resolution
of our Board of Underwritere, declining to assume
risks op cotton in course of shipment or in the city,
has been highly commended throughout Carolina
and Georgia. Of course, Alabama will be found
as a right bower, and now if our trans-Atlantic
oustomers--England, France, Spain and North
Europe-want our cotton, their representatives to
the old defunct can point out the course to be pur-
sued.

Talking of Spain, which will want 100,(00 bales
of cotton direct from our city, reminds us of the
course pursued by the authorities of Cuba in re-
leasing the vessels captured by the Confederated
steamer Samter, and sent into Cienfuegos as prizes.
The Governor-General requires a little teaching of
the laws of war. The policy of the Confederate
vessels and privateers must be changed. It is a
doubtful course to send in vessels ; therefore, do
as n the war of 1612: captuere, burn and destroy;
send entire fleets to Davey Jones' locker. The
Conlederated Congress has enacted an amenmenut
to the letter of marque bill, granting a bounty on
the value of each vessel captured and destroyed.
We hope to have the pleasure of recording ex-
tploits in the British chanulel, where she might
capture and barn one hundred sail of Black Re-

Spublican vessels in thirty days.
Another heavy shower of rain fell yesterday.
